To-day the Southern peopls, as a
mass, are, and wish to be, peaceable
and quiet. They bave had war enough,
and if they desired war, are too very
poor too prosecuteit. Asat the North,
as in Lugland and France, so in the
South, there are bad men of all the va-
rious sorts. If I Lad gone into drink-
ing saloons, brothels, gambling hells at
the South, or in New York City
Washington, on my way thither, I could
have had fights and troubles, and may
be I might have been killed; und, if in
the latter cities, little would have been
said or thought of it, while if my death
had thus oceurred at the South, it would
have been charged to the Ku-Klux-
Klans, or some other almost imaginary
cause. I satisfied myself that in gen
eral terms, all the outrages atthe South
are just such as oceur daily at the

North.

One cause of trouble there does not
exist here. A horde of colored peopls,
now they are free, possessing rather ex-
tended and indefinite ideas of freedom,
naturally indolent, herding together iu
villages and ecities, leaving the country
without its usual or necessary amount
of labor, with their fashions for meetings
of all kinds, petted by designing men
from North and South, who see in them
elements of power, fed and thereby kept
in idleness by the Freedmen’s Burean,
they get up, or are the cause of broils
and drunken fights among themselves, or
with the white loafers, who herd or mix
withthem. These are the sum and sub-
stance of the Southern outrages (where
any do occur) of which we read and hear
so much.
The whole country needs peace and
needs a statesman for President. Know-
what I do, believing and feeling as
I o, I ghall vote for Horatio Seymour.

I shall vote for Mr. Seymour because 1
believe the country desires and can have
peace without any sacrifice of principle.
