It {a not strange that honest igen in Con-
gross nhould earnestly Inhor to devise some
plun of disposing of the government printing
that will abollsh the Eeramble for its spoils
which now disgraces the government. An
honest ¢ffort at this is the bill which Mr,
Garley hina introduced into the House, from
the Committee on Printing, to establish »
Government Printing-house, We doubt the
wooil policy of the plan, nlthough some of the
heat men in Congress fivor it. We look upon
Wl such government Institutiona as sure in
the end to becoms partisan machines, infirm-
aties for politiciany, and eamps for gathering
povernment smployes to opernte at the elee-
tions,  Tnstond of increasing these; we wonld
Wulish ke government dock-yards, which
hnve beeome odions from bring wsed in the
snnte way, aml wonld have every mechanical
labor for the government done hy contraot.
We wre unable to believe that, if honestly ad-
ministered by the officers in chnrge, the Con-
gressional printing can not be done hy ron-
tract; and  without honest officers, what
wanld the Government Printing-house be?

The reasons urged in its favor nre, that it
wrentes no new officers but the foremen of the
privting and binding, the office of Superin
tendent being already established; that the
present scramble for it s disgraceful; that
the contraeting system is expoged to combi-
antions among bidders, and has failed once;
