Kl'iciik of more interwlinir news, which I can
positively vowh for. I In Snntlny, at nlioiit
eight in the morning, the Pope prepared to
inaiipnrntc the CoIIoro of tho North Ameri-ran- i,

built, m I have already said, at the foot
of Montceavallo, on the site of the old monas-

tery of the CMIkians. In the elinne' of the
seminary run. was performed, and afterward
the eticliarist Riven to Tiirious Komnns and
strangers, invited expressly fur the occasion.
After other ceremonies, tlie Pope pfisseo) into
a neiplihorinpr room where cardinals, princes,
nobles and ladies of all nations were waiting
to receive him. F ive speeches were made by
it cardinal, a prince, and by the alumni.

"After this the Pope made an allocution,
of which I give you tlie true meaning, and
will underline such words as were vividly
impressed upon my memory, and will remain
so through omnia ternla ttculorum. He stioke
oftlteadvnntnscs which had accrued to Cath-

olicism and tlie Church, through his own
private means, u recent example of which
was the establishment of the South American
.Seminary, and now of the Xorlh American,
which he had inaugurated in person. He
enlarged upon the allliction and sorrow
w hich the ingratitude of some of his sons
caused him; ofthe injury which they sought
to do tlie Churrh; of the hypocrisy with
which its enemies sought to cloak them-

selves, in order to strike it a surer blow; of
the hcrcy that stalks through Italy. But he
confesses, with much emotion, that his grief
had been somewhut alleviated by the proofs
of affection given him by the Catholic Bishops
and nmnv millions of Catholics. Then,
roused into fierce iiidignntioti, and striking
repeated blows upon the table, he exclaimed
w ith such violence n caused his devout au-

ditory to tremble: Hat impirty reached mch
n uai'ul. that Italian! rfo not Hash to apiilaud
an artauin and cn etniim; and muled iontht

fmblc under banner) to become all of them

murdererfl
"That he had also been scandalized by his

Home, whoso sons might far better assemble
about the immovable bulwark of their faith,
about the banner of their Church, which
would wave bright and beautiful until the
end of time. But we, (still in an excited tone
of voice and with furious gestures) we do not
fear the clamor, menaces, armies, prison,
exile; a thousand deaths can not terrify us;

thus we follow tlie example of our predeces- -
tors, and we shall have strength to meet mar- -
tvrdom with a smile upon our lips, and our
faith resting upon God.

"We will not depart a single Btep from the
wnv which we have marked out to ourselves,
and we will stand steadfastly by the mode of
government we have hitherto supported,
steadfast as tho stone on which lie founded
this Church, to whom the King of Kings
promised his assistance, wliom He maae 11 is

spouse, and against whom the gates of hell,;
shall not prevail.

'"Alas I if we shall be called upon to say
the final word. The vengeance ot God will
fall upon tbeni, and we also will cry ven-

geance yet, vengeance, vengeance. There his
voice failed him; he paused a little, and then
continued: But whul will be Mir vengeance 1

that of supplication and prayer ? Yes, let us
all prav, my dearest children. Pray, to the
end that God may keep such evil fur from his
Church, such mis'lbi tunes us his enemies seek
to bring upon it and let us prny, liecause we
cau assure you that Ooi already littent to ,

and begin to lift the cloud which daakent our
horizon, where even now appear tome raijt of
light; let us pray that he will restore to our
sorrowing hearts that peace and tranquility i

eo necessary to the welfare of the Church, '

nndjn this hope I bestow upon you the Apo3--
tolic benediction.

" The French general, who was sitting

Axebicam Books Gomo to Emolahd. The
current of books between England and Amer-

ica has experienced a change in its direction,
says a London correspondent of a New Vork
paper, and now seta back to Kugland, as 1

fudge from an announcement handed mo tlie
other day by a book-selle- r. Mr. H. Stevens,
the largest dealer in Ameaican books in
Europe, has bought the entire library of the
late Edward A.Orowninshield, of Boston, con-

sisting of books which he himself bought for
Mr. Crowinshield, mostly in London; has had
it shipped here, and is getting it ready for
sale in April or May. I understand that he
paid for some of the books more than they
cost Mr. Crowniushield. The library is a
very rare and curioris one, nud, owing to the
gleaning which the English market has re-

ceived during the past few years by American
book-buyer- s, it will tell at a large advance.

Mourning Customs.
A French writer gives a summary of the

different oliservances among mankind relative
to mourning and funeral ceremonies, which
wo thiuk will interest our readers. All tho
world, says he, are acquainted with the
grandeur of the Roman obsequies and funeral
games. The greeks also burnt the corpses of
the distinguished men with funeral feasts
and lamentations of hired weepers, though
they generally displayed a less sumptuous
grief and hotter regulated piety. The Per-

sians buried tho bodies of the Head; the
Scythians ate them; the Indians enveloped
them, for preservation's sake, in a sort of
locker; the Evptians embalmed and dried
them, exhibited them on the festal days,
placed them at the table among their guests,
gunrded them as their most precious posses-

sions, and loaned mid borrowed money on
these strange pledges. In our time the cus-

tom of dancing at funerals Is only practiced
In India, and among savage nations; but
funeral entertainments still prevail In many
Europeun countries. Among others the cer-

emony of interment is solemn and silent,
which nevertheless docs not interfere with
the wish that all may be forgotten as speedily
as possible. We observo more ostentations
rites for persons of consequence. Their car-

riages follow them to the graves, and some-

times their horses paraded, which, having
been made to fast, seem to partake of the
afflictions of the occasion. The Orientals,
from whom we borrow this custom, went
further they made the horses in funeral pro-

cession weep by blowing a particular kind of
powder up their nostrils.

In Italy, the mourning was formerly white
for women, and brown for men. InChlnn it
is white in Ethiopia, gray. Each of these
colors had, originally, its mystical significa-

tion. White is the emblem of purity; celes-

tial blue indicates the spaco where the soul
ranies after death; yellow, or the tinge of
dead leaves, exhibits death as the end of all
human hopes; and man, falling like the leaf
of autumn; gray represents tho color of the
earth, our common mother; nnd black, the
funeral costume now adopted throughout
Europe and America, is an allusion to the
eternal light.

In England the sovereign never wears
black; he is clothed in dark purple as mourn-
ing. Till tho reign of Charles VIII, white
was the funeral garb in France. The Emperor
Leopold, who died in 1704, used to suffer
his Iward to erow in disorder during the
whole period ot mourning. In this he imi-

tated the Jews. The dowager Empress never
left oil' weeds, and their apartments were
hung with black until their flcatu.

The chancelor of France is the only person
who never wenrs mourning. The brothers,
nephews, and cousins of the Popes never
were it; the happiness of having a Pope in
the family is too great to allow them to be af-
fected even by his death.

But the most remarkable of all these
usages is, perhaps, that of the people of those
ancient tuitions who dressed themselves as
women when they lost their relatives, in
order, it is said, that the ridicule attached
to their vestments might make them ashamed
of their grief. Scientific American.

Upon
this occasion the leading marine, having been
provident enough to sujiply himself with a
national "pavilion," sprung upon tlio watts,
fliig in hand, nnd shouted, " Kit'd VAmiralt
Emnrreurl la France! fAnaletterel" all in
breath, created an intense iimnunt of enthusi-
asm, nnd was embraced by his Admiral, nnd
invented with tho Legion of Honor on the
sj.ot.
