Wt know of i large town, where the pub
lie schools are great, magnificent, and almost
perfected, where they hare only been tared
from destruction, for several years past, by
whispering the alarm on election day, that
" the Catholics are trying to get the control
of the schools I" According to the most
hopeful friends of the system In that place,
it is only tared from ruin by that game.

There, too, it was announced by the pecu-

liar advocates of the system, at the last
school election, that If the school elections
were not kept out of politics, which In re-

ality means, there, if the Democrats are not
kept out of the control, the schools will be
ruined. At the school election! are prorided
at a different time, and in a different manner,
from all other elections, to at to escape no-

tice, and " keep politics out," and as not one
quarter of the rotert usually think of the
school elections, this game has been success-

ful several times. But can It be relied 01
for permanency? ' Can a school's ystem which
already bangs by such a slender thread, be
said to hare the elements of perpetuity? i

When this religious dodge is stated in
large terms, as a principle, it is that if secta
rian considerations enter into the control of
the schools, they will be ruined. ' All the
friends admit this. . As Interpreted, it means
that the schools are now in the control of
Protestants, and if the Catholics get the.
control, they will be ruined. We care not
to dispute this point; but does not Protestant
control equally ruin the schools for the
Catholics; and hare not Catholic citiaent
equal rights in the schools? Furthermore,
will any rational man, who observes the pro-
gress and the politics of this country, say
that a system which will be ruined if the
Catholics carry the school elections, is a safe
one to build ftp, to drive Out all Other means
of education? '. There are plenty, of Prot-
estant politicians now, who, to carry their
own elections, would give the nominations
for school officers to the Catholics. - '

Besides, the Protestants hare the control
of the schools now, and they insist that cer-

tain of their religious observances shall be
.used in the schools, or else they will be
utterly Godless, and, therefore, ruined. Has
not this set a precedent for the Catholics,
when they get the control of any of the
schools, to insist on their religions observ-

ances, and will not this ruin the schools for
the Protestants? Several of the Ward schools
in New York hare been "ruined'' in that
way already. It will thus be seen that this
system which is driving out all other educa-

tional means in the country, and making all
education depend on its fate, is, by the ad-

mission of its most zealous advocates, as
easily ruined as a woman's reputation. Yet
any one who suggests the rashness of this
venture, will bedenounced as an enemy of
education, and maligned as If he had denied
some religions dogma.

Wc hare merely referred to the elements
of ruin to the system, which its friends have
announced, and our space limits us to mere
suggestions for consideration in that. We
bare not entered into the subject by any
means. At some future time we mny.

body now as

for a sound theological mind; and, by a
sound body is meant not only good diges-

tion, but muscle. People have begun to
doubt that it is necessary that preachers
should be pale and delicate in order to be
spiritual; they begin to distinguish between
sanctity and dispepsia, and to deny that to
die young is proof of the love of the gods.

Insuficient, crooked legs, narrow
shoulders, sunken chests and limpsy arms will
now be charged where the responsibility be-

longs, to birth, or neglected
bodily education. The time has come when
the temple of the body is to be honored and
built up as the image and the temple of the
living God. We shall hare no more people
too good for this world; but to be good will
be the rery way to make one's days long in
the land.

The power which will be added to the
preaching of the gospel by this muscular
dispensation, Is slightly illustrated by an
instance which happened in the town
Litchfield, Conn., as related by the Enquirtr
of that place. The Rev. James Richards,
D. D., after carrying on a long newspaper
controversy with several clerical opponents,
resolved to bring the argument to au issue
in accordance with the new dispensation.
