That promise of & “home eurrency,” to be
furnished by the Marine Bank, had better be
told to marines. If the people of Toledo
hold on to their hails of delight until the
bavk furnishes a home currency, thoy may
have no oceasion for them at all, unless this
bank is different from all other banks, A
bonk might just as well furnish coin for a
home eurrency, as its own notes; and it will
be generally found that the more banks
there mre at home, the less home currency
they furnish,

We presume it is generally supposed that
all our general banking laws are dead, or the
privileges crestod by them appropriated.
The general free-banking law was made be-
fore the pew Constitution, and was declared
by & Democratic Attorney-Cieneral, to have
been superseded or repealed by the Consti-
tution, except as to banks already organized,
Bince the Republican administration came
in, the present Attorney-Genernl has de-
olared that the banking law was not repealod,
but g still in full virtne. This, we believe,
is the first attempt made to put it in force,
‘We suppose that the validity of the law is
still open to the opinion of another Attorney-
General, in caze a Democrat should be elected,
as well a5 to the Supreme Court. These
questions, or decisions, are not, however,
regarded ma very objectionable by bankers
after their “home currency” is all in eircu-
Intion.

Branding be-
longs with meiming and earcropping,
Whipping hay been abolished for offenses in
the service, and there is nothing in the na-
ture of the offense of descrtion in this nation,
in n time of peace, that warrants it,
