New and Important Work on Hydrophobia.
. A very important work has Just been is-

sued
,

On Hydrophobia ( ht Meilleur lrctrv.
atf, de la Rage, Paris, 1800, 8vo., pp. 84). by
M. Sanson, whose name is distinguished;
among chemists by the discovery of dextrine
in the blood of animals. I say hydrophobia,
as that is the term generally recognized in
America, though M.Sanson considers its use
a lamentable error as leading to the belief
that dogs are not mad when they show no
horror of water. It appears certain, on the
contrary, from many facts adduced by this
savanf, that in the majority of cases, when a
dog runs mnd he is seized with a burning
thirst, which is often satisfied by drinking
abundantly. Other authorities testify to the
same fact, especially the English veterinary
author, Youatt. Another fact established by
M. Sanson is that an animal may be attacked
by the disease, at the same time remaining
submissive to his master, and even caressing
him which is, indeed, almost always the
case unless he is naturally fierce and intract-
able. Indeed, the poor brute often appears,
by redoubled tokens of affection, to implore
the aid of his master to relieve his terrible
sufferings. With those caresses, however,
mar alwavs be observed a downcast, guilty
look which is one of the most certain symp-
toms of the disease.

As it is difficult to describe this gloomy
look in print, M. Sanson has introduced in
his book a wood-cu- t representing, in a very
vivid manner, the countenance of a mad-do- g.

A symptom of the approach of the
disease,a on which the author lays great
stress, is an Almost constant restlessness,
without apparent cause or motive. Ac-
cording to Youatt (whose work M. Sanson
E

raises highly, and from which, indeed, he
as token "much of his best matter), the dog

runs about, to and fro, and is continually
getting up and lying down, changing his
position in every possible manner.- He piles
his bed up in a heap, and appears to take
great plensure in resting his chest on it; and
then of a sudden he will get np and push it
all away. If shut tip, he will not remain a
moment in repose, but. turns up and down
like a caged tiger. If at liberty, he will ap-
pear to be searching some lost object, and
will dig in every hole and corner with great
eagerness, but with no fixity of purpose.
His brain appears to be beset by phantoms.
A case is given-i- which a dog undertook to
attack a wall with great violence, and soon
afterward died mad. But besides these gen-
eral promonitory symptoms, there is one
which the author considers infallible. Ap-
proaching maduess impresses such a change
upon the vocal organs of the dog, that his
howl, once heard, can never again be mis-
taken. So important is this sign deemed by
M. Sanson, that he has tried to give by mu-
sical notes some idea of this "rabid howling,"
as he terms it, in its three principal varie-
ties.

He adds, that though this method may not
entirely succeed In conveying the right idea,
"the hearing of the sound in nature, though
but a single time, produces an impression so
distinct and so profound that no one can
ever forget it.". He also calls the attention
to the obtuse state of physical sensibility
manifested by the mad dog, upon which sub-
ject he relates many interesting facts, lie
examines the question of the poisonous prop-
erties of the. virus with great care, and finds
that two-third-s, on the average, of persons
bitten, escape the disease, unless it be brought
on by terror, which he believes to be the
most powerful predisposing cause. Taking
this view of the matter, he recommends the
use, for the purpose of inspiring confidence,
of almost any one of the almost innumerable
receipts for hydrophobia that are every day
brought ' before the public, provided that
previously all the wounds by which the
saliva could have reached the blood have
been deeply cauterized with red-h- ot iron.
All these remedies, according to him, are
only valuable as they impart a sense of se-

curity to the patient. ,,,... n
Small Pox and Its

Experiments.
In Sweden, for twenty-eig- ht years pre-

vious to the discovery or vaccination, says
the London Timet, 2,060 ont of each 1,000,-00- 0

died annually of small-po- x, while for
forty years after the discovery the death-rat- e

averaged only 158. In Westphalia it came
down, under similar circumstances, from
2,643 to 114; ' in Bohemia, Moravia and
Silesia, from 4,000 to 200. ' In Denmark the
fatality of the disease became but An eleventh
of what it had been; in Berlin and large
.parts of Austria, 120.- - Finally, from obser-
vations made for twenty-on- e years on 40,000
persons in Bohemia, it appears that the risk
of death to vaccinated persons, if they hap-
pen to contract the small-po- x, is at the rate
of five and a half to 100 patients; bnt the
risk of death to persons when
they contract the disease is at the rate of
twenty-nin- e , four-fift- for every 100
patients. And the concurrent testimony of
London, Vienna and Milan shows, on an
experience of nearly 26,000 cases, that small-
pox after vaccination, if it occurs, is but a
fifth or sixth part as dangerous as the natural
disease. And yet the small-po- x is now in-

creasing. The protecting influence' of in-

fantine vaccination has diminished (this is
the important fact), and cases' of small-p- ox

after that operation have become more nu-
merous, not, indeed, because vaccination is
a delusion, but because the present process
hardly amounts to vaccination.

Four reasons are assigned for the recent
increase in small-po- x. First, Dad vaccina-
tion in respect to the choice of matter em-
ployed, and an observance of the rules pro-
pounded by Jenner. Unqualified persons
Lave been hv the habit of operating with
matter in an imperfect state, especially in
England, and for many years past until
"there is reason to believe the perfect vesi
cle is becoming the exceptional one, and not
that which is moBt commonly seen .and re-

sorted to." Secondly, there is reason to be-

lieve that, apart from disturbing causes, the
cow-po-x matter itself tends to deteriorate by
descent. It has been ascertained that its
vesicles are less prominent than formerly,
that its symptoms are shortened in duration,
and that the older scars are much better
marked than recent ones. In short, A series
of observations has established, says Mr.
Simon, that "certain original properties of
tne vaccine contagion nave very generally
declined after its long successive descent
from the cow," and it is now questionable
"whether an indefinite length of transmis-
sion of the vaccine contagion, without re-

newal from the cow. has not been of public
detriment." Thirdly, apart from the fact of
me renewal or lymph having been omitted
by the National Vaccine Establishment since
Jenner's time, there was some time since A
demand upon its resources which it was un--
ablt to supply with lympu or tne best exist--
in 17 nualitv: and fourthly, there was no cur- -
eminent raquirement of vaccination till re-

Eruption of Mount Ararat Twenty Years

was
by the eruption of Mount Ararat in 1810,
was, according to th traditions of the
country people, of the most unquestionable
antiquity it having been founded by no less
a person than Noah himself, immediately
after coming out of the ark.

Argnri was one sf the largest and hand'
someet villages of Armenia. It lay in a
ravine of Mount Ararat, about 2,500

the bed of the Araxes, and hod a pop-
ulation of nearly 1,000, independently or the
Curds, who worked as for the
Armenians. It was a nourishing place;
wheat and barley throve well notwithstand-
ing its elevated position; in the gardens most
of the fruits of Europe prospered woll, and
the flocks and herds found good pasture from
April to October. A spring furnifhed the
inhabitants with good water for drinking,
and in sufficient quantity for the irrigation of
the gardens. At the melting of the snows
this brook became a considerable stream, and
poured down into the Karasn.

According to tradition, Argnri was the
oldest village in the world, and the first
vine was planted here by the hand of Noah.
Half a mile above Argnri stood the convent
of St. James, where the traveler, Parrot,
resided during his stay on Ararat. The gar-
dens planted with fruit trees reached still
higher, and by the operation of water, the
crumbling of the volcanic rock had here ad-
vanced farther than elsewhere on the mount-
ains. Near to the upper end of the ravine
were great hollows containing masses of ice
and snow( which, in the hottest summers,
never entirely melted, and probably reached
a great depth. What was called the Dark
Ravine of Ararat, was most likely formed
originally by a rending of the mountain
from internal fire. For centuries, however,
the existence of slumbering volcanic forces
had only been indicated by occasional trem-
blings. But the tranquility In which for
ages this vast subterranean furnace had re-
posed, was, on the 20th of June, 1840, sud-
denly broken by a terrible and devastating
eruption.

About half an hour after sunset, when the
atmosphere was perfectly clear, the inhabi-
tants of Armenia Were startled by A terrible
explosion, which was loudest and most fear
ful in tne vicinity ot Ararat. Tins was fol-

lowed by an undulation of the ground, in a
direction eastward and southward from the
mountain; and at the same time a chasm
yawned open about three miles above Arguri,
at the end of Dark Ravine; and there burst
from it volumes of gas and steam,- while
stones and masses of earth were hurled with
enormous force down the declivities tearard
the plain. The clouds of steam that arose
from the abyss probably caused the heavy
rain that fell aronnd the mountain in the
same night as watery deposits are, in the
summer, in these regions, very rare.
' At its first breaking forth, the steam was
tinged sometimes of a blue, bnt more fre-
quently of a Ted color; bnt whether there
had been flames or not the witnesses could
not. undertake to say. These blue and red
colors soon passed into a deep black, and,
at vue buiuo tune, uro air was uitea wiia an
unpleasant sulphurous smell. The mount
ain roared and the earth shook without ceas- -
inir. and besides a subterranean noise of
cracking and bellowing, there was a whis
tling sound, like that ot cannon balls, trora
the stones thrown through the air. The
size of some of these masses of rock will be
scarcely credited: one I obsened which
could not nave weighed less than several
tnns. Wherever those masses fell, they
mostly remained lying, as the inclination or
the ground at the foot of the hill is too gentle
to enable them to roll cn. . .

The emotion lasted a full hour: and when
the steam and smoke rolled away, and the
shower of stones and mud ceased, neither
the great rich village of Arguri, nor the
renowned convent, was any longer to be
seen, and the fields and the blooming gar-
dens, arrcY-tS- e harmless population which,
tor many peaceiui years, uau found in them
their occupation and their subsistence, had
now found in them a grave, beneath the
stones and mnd. Of the monks and servants
of the convent, of the 1,500 villagers and 400
Curd laborers, only 114 individuals were left
alive; and thise pad been on journeys, or
otherwise absent. These poor people were,
when I was in Ararat, scattered about amoue
the villages of the plain, suffering thq bit
terest poverty; and Noah s mountain was
again as solitary as on we morning auer tne
deluge.
' It bos been observed of many volcanoes
that they have long periods of rest; that
they have remained for centuries inactive,
and then suddenly burst forth again with all
their tremendous energy. Thus, Vesuvius,
up to the year 79, appeared to be completely
extinguished, and covered wan trees to the
very summit. Strabo, indeed, concluded
from the external character of the mountain,
that It might at some time have vomited
fire; bnt he could find no historical fact to
support his assertion. Aurelius Victor,
speaking of Vesuvius, says that in T9 it began
to Durn. Tne case was tne same witntne Etna
before the ' year 40; and the great volcanoes of
America have seldom more than one erup-
tion In a century.
. "The life of volcanoes," says Humboldt,
"depends entirely on the mode and duration
of (heir connection with the interior of the
earth. Eruptions have, with many volca-
noes, an intermittent character; and this
effect ceases as soon as the channel is closed
by which the communication of the atmos-
phere with the interior of the earth has been
kept up."

Thus the activity of the long silent volca
noes of Armenia may be destined again to
awaken, and this remarkable eruption of
Ararat be but the messenser and forerunner
of future outbreak. It does not appear
probable that so long a period has elapsed
from the formation of the Allage3 to the
present time, as between. the activity of the
ancient crater of Vesuvius to the eruption
of 79. The Titanic force which upheaved
the vast piles ot Caucasus and Ararat "is not
dead; but sleepeth." ,

total failure of th crop was Announced,

Grand Fete of the French Emperor—Immense

Outpouring of the Populace—The

Mode Celebrating the Occasion.
Calignmit Metttnger gives this account

of the great fete whieh occurred in Paris on
the 15th ult.

The Emperor's fete on Wednrsday wa?
favored with delightful weather, the sun not
beinpj too bright, and A delicions brecse
blowing throughout the day. As is nsual on
such occasions a salvo ef artillery from the
Invalides was fired at six o'clock in the morn-
ing, and, shortly after, distributions of pro-
visions and aims to the aged and indigent
took place at the various mairitt and

By the time that this work of benevolence
bad terminated, the French capital bad as-
sumed quite a holiday aspect, tricolored flags
being bung out from the honses in every
street, and the old flags on the public build-
ings, which had braved the weather sinceljt year, being renewed for the occasion.
About the same time an additional allowance
of wine and rations of a superior character
were given to the troops in tho barracks, j

At one o'c'ock took place at Notre Dame
a solemn Te Veum, in presence of the great
bodies of the State, tne various civil and
military authorities, And an exceedingly
numerous congregation. Similar services
were performed in the other churches of
Paris with great pomp, the day being not
ODly devoted to rejoicings for the Emperor
having passed over another year of health
and prosperity, but being the great festival
of the Assumption, always held in snch pe-
culiar veneration by the Roman Catholic
Church.

By the time the religious services had ter-
minated, all Paris seemed out of doors, tbe
greater number of spectators bending their
footsteps toward the Champs Elysees, to
witness the Amusements pre-
pared in that quarter for the gratification of
the people. Thousands, too, rushed to the
various theaters on the chance of obtaining
admission. Vain hope! since for hoars be-
fore a patient, crowd had been
collected round the doors.

The outdoor amusements were military
pantomimes of the Esplanade des Invalides,
hnnt-rac- on the Seine, and mattde Coaimu.
Tbe public illuminations in the evening were
very brilliant, especially on the Place de la
Concorde, at the hotels of the different Min-
isters, the English Embassy, and the Tuile-rie- s;

but the great spectacleof the night was
the fireworks on the Champ de Mars, near
tbe Pont de Jena.

Before the hour appointed, thit extensive
ground was peopled by a vast multitude who
were Amused by the exhibition of the elec-
tric light, which shone from the top of the
establishment at Chaillot, and the Apparatus
beinfr arranged on the revolving principle,
the light, as thrown ronnd in diflcrentdircc-tion- s,

produced a very fine effect,-althoug- h

we do not consider it was so powerful and
intense as. that exhibited some time since
frem the top of the Arc du Triomphe de
l'Etoile. Presently, as the clock struck nine,
the signal-gu-n was fired, and the air was
filled with a shower of rockets, Roman
candles, and other preparations which, on
bursting, displayed every imaginable color,
some throwing down what looked like
showers of gold and silver. " -

The different set pieces consisted of several
fountains of fire, revolving cascades, ac-
companied by an eruption of flames of all
colors, and next a larcre piece renresentincr a
lofty triumphal column, with military tro-
phies at the base, and the national colors or-
namenting the sides. In the center was a
large medallion with the initials and arms of
tbe bmperor, on either side of this column
was a smaller ono of exceeding brilliancy,
bearing the initials of the Emperor and Em-
press. Between these pieces a constant fire
of rockets was kept up, and so splendid were
the discharges that many people not accus-
tomed to such exhibitions fancied they were
the grand final display which they bad donbt--
lo-- n 1 1 , - J , ...iea ucniuHuuiuuui.-A- t rungm cams tne
I Ollll 11 Ht.

Particulars of the Recent Tragedy in
Wytheville, Va.—A Bank President Shot
by an Editor.
A correspondent of the Petersburg (Va.)

Exjirett gives the particulars of the affray
there, in which W. W. Hanson, Cashier of
the Farmers' Bank, lost his life at tbe hands
of O. Staite, editor of the Telegraph :

Some weeks since, an interchange of
newspaper communication took place be-

tween the parties, relative to some strictures
of the former upon the public acts of the
Tiustees of the town, of which body Mr. II.
was a member. These articles were con-
cluded by one from Mr. U., about two weeks
ago, in which he declared lnmself satisfied.
To this Mr. 8. made no reply, thereby man-

since attended to their usual dut. neither
seeming disposed to interrupt the other,
until Saturday last, about eleven o'clock, as
Mr. S. was coming down the street from the
postofhee, Mi. Hanson and one or two
friends being seated upon the opposite Bide
or tne street on tne step leaning iuvu iun
bank, one of them remarked, "Hanson, here
comes your man."

Upon this, Mr. H. arose and replied "Well,
I'll go across the street, and I'll bet you he
takes down the cross street" Suiting the
action to the word, he crossed the street, and
took his position on the pavement immedi-
ately in front of Messrs. Stuart & Layer's
store. Mr. Staite came on down, and as he
went to pass by H. gave him a blow with hi
fist Upon this Staite retreated a few steps,
drew a Colt's aud fired. . Mr. Ii.
continuing to advance. Mr..itaite kept up
the fire until H. fell, Laving received two
shots one in tbe thigh and the other in the
abdomen.' Staite surrendered himself to the
sheriff, wss examined before A magistrate,
and admitted to bail for his appeoruuee at
the next court, the bail being fixed at $1,000,
which was promptly given, Mr. Hanson
expired about litili'-p- three o'clock this
evening.
