Remnrkable Manufuctory In Enginned.

One of tho most remirkable establishiments
in England, or indeed In any conntry, is that
where the improved deseription of stenrine-
ciindlea it now manufactursd. An immenso
room is fitted u;‘!l thronghout ita entire ex=-
tent, with el benches, rgnning from
one end of the apartment to thf other. In
these benches, ranged close together in a
p-u-ramilrn!nr direction, are the eandle
molds, which, viewed from above, their
open months présent the appearance of
vart honoy.comb, commensurate with the
size of \he room itself, Along the top of
ench benck, 104 feet in length, there ruus &
milway, and, working on this railway, is
what roay be termed a candle-locomotive—a
large oar, running o wheels, containing hot
candle material,

The wicks having been adjusted truly in
the long mxis of the mold, the losomotive
advances, and deposits in ench line of molds
exnctly materinl enough to fill them, pro-
ceeding regularly from one end of the bench
to the other. After a sufficlent time has
elapsed to allow them to cool, preparations
are made to withdraw them from their
molds. This is done in a very ingenious
manner, In an apartment close at hand, an
iron boiler of great thickness is fitteldl with
highly compressed air, by means of-n pump
worked by a steam engine; pipes from this
powerful motive communicate with every
distinet candle-mold, and convey to it a
presaure of air equal to forty-five pounds to
the square inch, about the sorface of the
dinmeter of a candle. These eandle-molds
and the nir-pumr constitute an immense
nir-gun, containing thousands of barrels,
ench barrel londed with a eandle. The turn-
ing of n cock by hoys in attendance lets off
these guns and ejects the candles with a
slight hissing noise,

The Now York Leoder, which quite startled
the crednlous people last week with a roport
that the pirate, AThert 'W. Hicks, who wns
execufed nt Bedloe’s Tnland, on the 17th of
July Inst, hind been revived and was now
living at Poughkenpale, hns reourred to the
pubject. It insiata that Its original state-
ment was true, and it argues at length both
the possibility of the resurrection and tha
crodibility of the evidence by which the fuct
fs supported. It says, after alloging that
Mra. Hicks haa never heen able o find the
body of ber husband :

It will be recoilected that Mrs, Hicks and
the priest she had engaged to bury the pi-
rate, were left waiting at the barge offioe on
the Battery, for several hours, while the
parties who had the body in charge took it
nshore at another pier, and according to
their own statement sflerward made pub.
lie—not finding Mrs. Hicks—conveyed the
coffin to Calvary Cemetlery, where It wns
taried. Such fucts speakdor themselves,

walking the streets of New York, since the
day of his supposed execution; anda Deputy
United States Marshal states that a gentle-
man who had just ealled to see him, while
he wns abseént, said that Hicks had heen
brought down from Pou hkeepsie, in order
to be made the subject of o medical opera-
tion in this city.

The tleman said that the pirte conld

IT this is not good evidence,
under all the pecnliar circumetances, we
would like to kuow what would be consid-
ered as guch,
