His case may, indeed, be cited as in-
structively phowiDg how vain it is to re-
proach ourselves for not showering aid on
such unhappy beings. Would not Chatter-to- n,

being such as he was, have died of ar-
senic, or even more miserably, whatever had
been done for him? And Byron, would he
have been more wayward and more wretched,
had he been born to poverty and starvation
instead of being born to an income and a
coronet? When a man can not do something
fur himself he neeuis to be like a sieve, to let
all tbe good others mat do to bim run
through. Is it not, moreover, somewhat

be ban been sent to enlighten and to benefit
the world, and not to be nursed and coddled
by it like a delicate child.
