peech opn "the Constitutional Power of the
General Government, and the People In the
Federal Territories, " printed by the Daily
EVi ywrr team presn, in this city. The
peech it well constructed, in good taste and

temper, and is pleasant reading, making, for
the effort of party man, a tolerably close
approximation to just conclusions.

Mr. Ward present the Government of the
United States as one whose powers spring
from the people of the States by expiess
Delegation And enumeration. He finds no
granted authority in the Constitution for
the acquirement of foreign territory, and,
therefore, concludes that the practice into
which we have fallen of taking in other
lands is an innovation growing out of the
necessities of the case single exception to

n otherwise universal adherence on the
part of the Government to the Constitu-
tion.

In this we suspect Mr. Ward is mistaken
There is a large class of subjects upon
which the Constitution, if not totally silent,
affords no rule of action. There is, in fact,
tin important province of our Government
in which power is neither granted nor its
e xercise restrained by the provisions of or-

pin ic law, and which is simply conducted
according to the discretion of those in whose
Lands it Is placed. We will explain:

In the framing of our national compact,
the idea that would naturally be uppermost
in the minds of its authors, And which ob-
viously was so, was to provide for the erec-
tion ot the States into a compact and durable
nation, capable to enforce and perpetuate

eace between its individual parts, and se-

cure the welfare and happiness of the people.
Tranquility and efficiency within, and not
the aspect which the whole would present to
parties without, was the governing motive
of their Action, and it was against invasions
of the rights of States and the freedom of
citizenS that their efforts were directed. In
respect to foreign matters and the intercourse
with other nations, there was evidently a
willingness to leave the Union to mold its
character And establish its policy as circum-
stances should require, in accordance with
tlie recognized canons of the common law of
the civilUed world; and in its foreign de-

partment, from which little adverse to liberty
was feared, there was no attempt to bring
the Government, then in process of con-

struction, within prescribed rules, either by
grants or limitations of authority.

Now, although the contiguity of the part
of the world from which we have made oar
territorial acquisitions to our own, may keep
the fact partly Out of sight, it is nevertheless
easily seen that the act of Acquiring ter-
ritory outside the national limits is one that
falls within the province of foreign affairs.
It belongs to that class of cases which the
trainers of the Constitution wisely and si-

lently left to the discretion of the Govern
ment mat saouia oe ereciea unaer ita an,
thority. In order to make this plain, it is
only necessary to refer to Any instance in
which territory has been acquired by the
United btates. The purchase of Louisiana,
for example, was a transaction in which the
subject-matt- er was foreign, the party of
wbom the purchase was made foreign, and
the department of our Government through
Which the matter was negotiated was that
to which is entrusted the management of
foreign affairs; and the same was the case
with all our other Acquisitions.

Taking this view of the subject, the act of
Adding other lands to the national domain
ceases to appear contr.iry to the spirit of the
Constitution, or to stand as a solitary excep-
tion amid an otherwise universal adherence
to that instrument. On the contrary, by
means of this classification we are able to
find the rule under which Government A-
cquires where-i- t begins and where it should
cease to operate; And from thence can hope
to obtain a just notion of the power of the
Government over the territory after it has

wen acquired. .

With the acquisition Arrives a new era:
the nrrro-nation- al function has exhausted Its
force, And the infra-nation- al begins. Con-

stitutional law takes the place of Admini-
strative discretion; and we Are only to look
into the national compact, and apply the or
dinary rules of construction to what we
discover, to determine with absolute pre-
cision the extent of the power of Congress

ver the Territories:
The Congress shall have power to dis-

pose of and make all needful rules and regu-
lations respecting the territory or other
property belonging to the United Slates."

"New State may be admitted by the Con-
gress into this Union."

Once subject to ownership and surrounded
ly the national boundaries, the territory is
Simply land, which Congress may dispose of,
or concerning which, as concerning ether
property, It may make all needful rules And
regulations. It may admit it, In the form
cf new States, into the Federal
t'nion, and then its power to govern the
people under the Constitution begins.

"When Jh General Government Acquires
territory," jays Mr. Ward, that Govern-
ment end such citizens of the States as settle
in the Territory, have the whole jutimperi
therein. The citizen, by settlement, ceases
to be a citizen of the State from which he
came, and becomes a citizen of his new dum- -
icil, and not of his old. Thus, the General
Government And the citizen, each having
catered the Territory, the next Inquiry re
lates to their respective rights." Without
stopping to inquire whether citizens of States
Alone are citizens of Territories,' We agree
with Hr. Ward that the residents of the land
divide with the General Government all
there is of power over the same the ques-
tion being the manner In which the division
is to be made.

An overslaughing of the Constitution in
obedience to necessity, creating in the opin-
ion of Mr. Ward An exceptional case, so far
as the acguitition of the Territory was con-

cerned, that gentleman claims should be
continued in the Government of the Terri-
tory after it has been reduced to possession,
Once exceptional such is his doctrine Al-

ways exceptional. ' Having disregarded the
Constitution, in its purchase, ws have a pre
cedent to disregard the Constitution In Its
government; therefore, overlooking the
Special provisions of that instrument in re-

spect to the Territories, we Are to extend
over those districts its general provisions;
treating them, is. fact, precisely liks Slates,

t except that we do not permit their delegates
to vote in their places in Congress.

Tb object of Mr. Ward's argument ll to
combat the idea that there is In Congress
power over the municipal government, or
Internal concerns of the Territories; but It
seems to us that by admitting the set of ac-

quisition to bs without the purview Of the
Constitution, and exceptional, he has opened
the way to a claim to an exceptional juris-
diction over them wide enough to let In any
species of Interference which the loosest
Congressional latitudinarian might devise,
ot the most rampant representative of South-
ern encroachment could demand.

Admitting that the jut imperii In and over
the national domain is divided between the
Government and the inhabitants, the ques-
tion is, bow shall such division be made as
will be most nearly in Accordance with the
provisions of the Constitution and the ideas
of civil liberty upon which it was founded.
To us there seems no difficulty. The nation
has become a land-holde- and Congress is
its trustee, with power to sell and make all
needful rules and regulations concerning,
and the people are the people, retaining all
their original powers of to
exercise or not, as they deem in best accord-
ance with their interests.

Institutional Discipline for Extravagant
Wives.

Envnt- -
tan, who committed suicide upon the dis-
cover)' oi his gigantic frauds during the late
llaliBn war, was lately sentenced to three
years' hard labor, her extravagant habits
having encouraged her husband to his acts
of drprudiitiou. In consideration of her
children, her sentence was commuted to
three months' imprisonment, and the giddy
Baroness is now serving out the punishment
meted to her fur her reckless conduct."

In this plan of the enlightened Austrian
Government we see capabilities for a great
moral reform in this country. Let it become
an American institution at once I Then when
a man fails in business, let his wife's milliner
bills be overhauled, and if extravagant, let
her be put at hard labor in the city work-
house! And as prevention is much better
than cure, let our werthy Mayor establish a
strict watch over the costumes of tho ladies
on the street, and if any of them are dressing
in a style which may be in excess of their
husband's means, and which may drive them
to rash speculations or improper practices,
let the extravagant wives be arrested and
brought before Judge Lowe, whose habit of
sending people up will give them thirty days
at the least in our model reformatory insti--
tution the City Prison I

Under Concern of Mind.
Some writer in the Timet of Thursday,

who, under the name of defending the State
school-syste- Bpends himself entirely on
the Press, asks us to define religion. He
shows that he is entirely ignorant of it by
the vile spirit of his article. If he wishes to
learn what religion is, let him get rid of his
envy, hatred and malice, and cease to try to
palm off for teal and education what is only
fear that his bread and butter is in danger
from the investigation of the merits of a
State institution. When he has cast the
evil spirit out of himself to this extent, he
will be in a fair way to learn what religion
is, and if he reads the Pbkss we shall be able
in time tn teach him what he evidently very
much needs.

Melancholy Picture-Th- e Wreck of a

Fallen Despotism.
In the following extracts from tho corre-

spondence of the London Timet, we have a
picture of the wreck of the fnlleu Neapolitan
despotism :

Almost any man we meet, or any of the
hosts who bestow so much attention ntinn
us, has a talc of some deed of oppression of
vuii-- iiioiseii or some or nis mends nave

been the victim. The wonder is, not that
such a power should break like a frail reed,
but that the country in which almo3t every
man was a sufferer, not a voice should be
raised for revenge. From Eeggio to Naples,
we never came to a lonely spot on the road
where we had not the company of some of
the poor disbanded royal soldiers. It is the
first instance, I believe, in history, in which
a conquering and a vanquished army were
seen marching Bide by side, and almost pro-
miscuously, without any hostile feeliutr.

The suff erings of the dispersed Neapolitans
are dreadful. We must have passed no less
than 25,000 of them. As they laid down their
muskets they every man began tramping.
Footsore and many of them shoeless, almost
naked some of them for they sell nil Avail-
able garments they creep along, parched,
burnt, starved. Few ever pass us without
begging lamentations, or without that pecu-
liar gesture of the thumb and forefinger be-
fore the mouth, indicative of hunger in the
dumb Lazzaroni language.

Garibaldi has his own Army to feed; and
the very dispersion of these miserable fugi-
tives over so long s line of march would ren-
der the distribution of relief an impossibility.
The amiable, long suffering features of their
Italian nature come forth in all this agony;
for the thought that violence might wrest
from their fellow-bein- gs that charity which
their solicitation can not elicit never seems
to strike Any of this long train of desolate
vagabonds. Thus far I have heard of no ex-
cess, or even miner offense, laid to the charge
of these poor sufferers, nor any instance of
harshness evinced towards them by the in-
habitants of the country they go through.

Tmktsos, tbs Post, and his Tailor. J.
T. Fields, while abroad, visited Tennyson at
the Isle of Wight, and brought home some
photographs of this poet, of which Willis
writes to the Home Journal: "The photo-
graph likenesses that he brings have no
manner of resemblance to the idealized por-
traits of the e.

Ingenious Mods or Reqibterino Vibra-
tions. The Abbe Laborde bas hit upon a
very ingenious method of registering vibra-
tions. To the roof of a room are fixed two
rings, some six feet apart, and to these are
suspended two wooden rules, about eight
feet long. Their lower ends are fastened
into a block of wood which is connected with
a pendulum, so that the vibrations may be
registered on A piece of glass, the face of
which is coverea witn smoke Mack, r rom
this photographic impression may be multi-
plied:, if desirable, to any extent. This ap-
paratus is much less costly than any other
hitherto marie for registering Bounds, and is
interesting since it is an aid toward the in-

vention of machines which shall gradually
advance from registering sounds to register-
ing syllables and words. As soon A3 the wit
of man bas invented a machine as delicate as
the human ear, we can have reporting ma-
chines. The idea is certainly far less aston-
ishing than that of the Daguerreotype before
its invention. If the vibrations or light, so
much finer than those of sound, are mnde to
register themselves with such wonderful ac-

curacy, why may not the vibrations of sound
be made to do the same?
