place In the City of Cincinnati.

But all garbage, vegetable and offal (hall b
placed in water-tigh- t barrels, boxea, tubs or other
veesels, unmixed with ashes, cinders, shells, or
other rubbish; and all ashes, shells, cinders, dirt
and rubbish of every kiud. shall be placed In sep-
arate boxes, buckets or other suitable vessels, and
all such veneela, whether of ashes, Ac, garbage, Ac,
