Wiritings,
A writer in the November number of the
Atlantie Monthly thus speaks of the pathetic
writings of Tom Hood

Hood's pathos enlminates in ‘The Song of

the Shirt,” *“The Lay of the Laborer”” and
! “The Bridge of Sighs,' Theso nre marvolloos

Iyries, In spivit and in form they wee sin-
gulsr and remarkable, We can not think of
any potms which more show the mystic
enchantment of genine.  How else was a
rugged seanmistress in b squalld garret made
immortal; nay, made wniversal; made to
atand for an entire sisterhood of wretchied-
‘ness?  Tore is the diresy %o'rarl_\r, blear-vyed
sorrow, dim and dismal stllering—nothing of
the romantie, A stern picture it is. which
even the softer touches render sterner; #till
there I8 nought in it that revolts or shocks;
it is deeply poetic, ealls into papsionate ac-
tion the fealings of reverence and pity, and
bag all the dignity of teagedy. )

Even more wonderful is the transforma-
tion that & _rustie hind undetgoes in “The
Ly of the Laborer,"” in which a peasant ont
of work pergonifies, with eloquent impres-
clong, the claimz nnd calaniities of toilin
manhiood, But an element of the sublime {3
added in “The Bridge of Slghs.” Tn thu
wo have the traly teagic; for we bave in it
the union of guilt, grief, tllosp‘\lr and death,
An angel from Heaven, we think, could not
slug a more gentle dirge or one mora pure
yet the ordinary nseoclatious suggested by
the corpse of the poor, rulned, sel-murdered
girl are such as to the prodish and fetidious
would not wllow her to be mentioned, much
less bring her info sousf. But in the pity
almost divinge with which Hood singa hee
faste there is not ouly & spotlesa delieaoy,
there is alqo a morality as elevatod as the
leavenly mercy which the lyrist breathes.

b pure cam affurd to be pitiful; and the
life of Hood was #o exemplary that he had
no {ear to hindor him from boing charitable.
The cownrdice of conscience Is one of the
enddest penaltios of sln; and to avert suspi-
cion from one's self by severity to others is,
indeed, the most migerable expediency of
self-condemnation. The temper of charity
and compassion seemn nntiral to men of
lettore and of art, They are emotional and
sensitive, and by the necessity of their vo-
ention have to hold much communion -with
the inmast consclonsness of our nature; they
thus learn the weakness of man, and the al-
lowances that he needs; they are conversant
with # broad and diversified humanity, and
thence they are geldom narrow, intolerant
or selfrighteons; fesling, too, thelr full
full ghare of moral and wortal imperfection,
they refuse to be inquisitors of the un-
forfunate, but rather choess to be their ad-
vocates and helpers,

No man ever hai more of this temper than
Hood; and out of it came these jmumortal
Iyrics upon which wo have been comment-
ing, For such a temper the writing of these
Iyrics wns exceading great raward; not only
because they made the suthor an everlasting
benefuctor to the poor, but also hocause they
kecame an interpretation of his own deeper
Ennius, and reveanled & nobler meaning in
s works thau bnd ever befors been dis-
cerned.  Henceforth, he was more thought
of naa profound poet than as the greatost of
mimes, jesters and punsters. The lyreics of
l}m poor gaved him from imminent injus-
tice.
