Sometimes it is oc-
casioned by surface water from an impure

Trie A.dvantaok of Lioiit To Animals.
A corriBpondent of the lomrstrafi, in an
article on fattening hogs, gives too following

Ihadvice: "(hie more important iteid of ad
vice, and that is, locate your pen where your
hens cun have the bcDclit of light. I don't
n ean merely daylight, but the full, briirht
light of the sun ; it will add to their cheerful
contentment, as it does to the human species,
and physiologists declare that, other things
being equal, families who occupy apartments
in the sunny side of dwellings are the most
healthy and happy. Although the compari-
son niay, to sensitive nerves, appear odious,
still it it beyond our power or province to
change the established laws of nature. I
never knew of a hog, r any other animal,
kept under the forth side of a barn or other
building, where the dampness and darkness
is never penetrated by the sun's rays, aud
where the animal was employed as the
scavenger for other animals, to be sleek-lookin- g,

fat, clean or quiet. I have seou
many a pen where the mud and offal was
tw o or three feet deep, and no place of retreat
left for the poor occupants upon a higher
spot, excepting the bed floor, and that un-
furnished by straw,"

Imv Corn for Fattsnixq Hogs. A writer
iu the CW.frt Gentleman remarks that,
' one ol my neighbors a farmer all his life,
and over seventy years of aire fattens his
hogs iu a dry pen without water or slop,
giving them nothing but dry corn; and I
have noted the fact for five years that I have
lived here, that he has made, I think, the
best I know the fattest pork in this
county. The hogs while fattening, particu-
larly in dry, warm weather, eat and lie
down, walking about but liitle. Had! known
the above tweuty years ago, it wonld have
saved me a great deal."

Caerots as Food for IIgrsfs. Tn feeding
catrots to h'.ises, it is usual to chop them
and feed with grain, or a mash. Tiio com-
parative value of carro'3 nnd oats, for feed-
ing purposes, is estimated at about two of
the foimer to one of the latter. An English
agricultural exchange says that four and
tw pounds of oats arc estimated by
analysis to contain a little over one pound of
flesh, mnscle, and principles. To
equal that, it will take of carrots nearly
nine pounds; of Aberdeen turnips, neirly
twenty poin ds; and of Swedes near seven-
teen pounds, omitting minute fractions; tho
quantity of oats being too small to go closer.
