Remarkable Scene in an English Court
A Young Woman Plends her Father's
Cause.
The bar of England has been recently put

to shame by a woman. By this we do not
mean, that its members have been outdone
in effrontery by a feminine rival, for in that
respect the gentlemen of the long robe are
invulnerable and invincible; but that a young
and delicate lady, stimulated by filial affec-
tion, has undertaken and admirably dis-
charged a duty, from the performance of
which five first-clas- 3 lawvers ignobly shrunk
at the critical moment, his remarkae'e in-

stance of professional poltroonery, and of
nerve and ability on the part of one of the
fair sex, occurred in the London Court of
Divorce, at the opening of the case of Mr,
William Shedden, a native of New York; to
establish his legitimacy. The counsel in
question are some of the elite of the British
bar, and had been highly feed for their
services, yet when the petition of their client
was called upon to be beard, instead of be-

ing prepared to support it, they pleaded igno-
rance of its nature, craved an adjournment,
and left the court in a body, on being told
that their request could not be granted 1

The plaintiff was now in a most awkward
predicament. His opponent's counsel were
ready and eager to proceed; his mother's.
Honor ana uis own were at state, large
amount of nronertv was depending on the
result; and yet he must enter the arena with-
out advocates, and, thus defenseless, expose
himself to defeat, as well as his reputation'
and rights to ruin. But his cose was not so
desperate aa he imagined.--

A powerful defender of it suddenly ap-
peared when the lawyers withdrew from
court. This was no other than bis daughter,
who, intimately acquainted with all the facts
in controversy, and inspired with on elo-
quence and courage suitable to the occasion,
came forward with dignity, nnd asked per-
mission to plead her parent's cause at the
tribnnal of justice. The judge, struck with
astonishment and- - admiration, assented to
her novel prayer, and bid the lady advocate
to proceed. -

Miss Shedden's opening address occupied
tljp entire day. After apologizing for hie
temerity in appearing there as a pleader
which no consideration save concern for her
father's honor could have induced her to do,
she went on to give, in a style equally clear
and correct, a detailed and interesting narra-
tive of the whole case. On the subsequent
dav she concluded her argument, and began
the examination of witnesses in support of
the allegations advanced, ana at the sailing
of the last steamer' was oonductlng matters
with all the tact ana coolness ot a veteran
lawyer, and with every prospect of success.

Christian Karl Josias Bunsen was born
in August, 1791, at Oorbach. in the German
principality of Waldeck. He wag educated
principally at Gottineen, where he com- -
menceiLhis career in 1811 as teacher in a
gymnasium. Vt hen twenty-tw- o years old
he won an academical prize tor a disquisition
on the Athenian Laws of Descent Subse-
quently, Bunsen traveled in Holland aud
Denmark, and in 1815 went to Berlin, where
he became intimate with Niebuhr. In 1:416
he visited Paris, and soon after went to Rome,
where be married the daughter of an En-
glish clergvman, and became private
. .a vr'u..L i i i : iflary ui aivuuur, wuo whs men ituaaiuu aim-iste-

to the Panal Court.
In 1827, on the resignation of the latter, he

succeeded to bis diplomatic position. This
post he resigned in 1837, and the year after
became Prussian Minister to the Swiss Con
federation. In 1841 he was promoted to the
fembassadorshiD in Anelano, niling this hign
official position till 1853. During this period
ne tooic an active part in ine political
cussions of the dav, and sided Btronirly with
the French and English during the late war
with Russia. These eentimeutg rendered
him unpopular with his: Government, and
brouent about nis diplomatic overtnrow.

Since 1853 Bunsen has lived in Heidelberg
and Bonn, engaged in literary and theologi-
cal labors, tie had reached the advanced
age of seventy years before death closed his
checkered career.

Garrison to be Saerificed—The Charlestonians

Erecting Hostile Batteries.
This letter Is from the wife of an officer

stationed at Fort Moultrie to her sister in
New York:

I feel too indignant. I ean hardly stand
the way in which thil weak little garrison is
treated by the heads of Government, Troops
and proper accommodation are positively
refused, and yet the commander has orders
to bold and defend the fort..- - Was ever such
a sacrifice (an intentional one) known? The
Secretary has sent several officers at differ-
ent times to inspect here, as if that helped.
It is a mere sham, to tnaka, believe he will
do something. In the meantime a crisis is
verv near. I am to go to Charleston the
first of the week. I will not go farther if I
can help it. '

Within a few days wo hear nnd from so
many sources that we can not doubt it that
the Charlestoniana are, erecting two bat-
teries, one just opposite nj, st a little village,
Mount Pleasant, and another on the end of
this island ; and they dare the Commander
to interfere while they aro Rotting ready to
fight sixty men. In this weak fittle fort I
suppose President Buchanan and Secretary
Floyd intend the Southern Confederacy to
he cemented with the blood of this brave
little garrison.

The or thi Bank or England.
The notes of the Bank of England circulated
for sixty-fiv- e years without any attempt be-
ing made to counterfeit them.

The South Carolina Convention-- A President

Elected—Speech of the President
Disturbed by the Small-Pox- -A Motion to
Adjourn to Invited
to Participate—The Alabama and Mississippi

Commissioners Present.
Charleston, S. C, December 17. the

Convention had four ballots on a permanent
President. On the third ballot, Governor
Oist received 38; Chestnut, 17;

32; Mr. Jamison, 64; with
some few scattering:

On the fourth ballot, Mr. Jamison re-
ceived 118 rotes; Orr, 30; scat-
tering, 3.

Mr. Jamison, on taking the chair, said he
had not the langnage to express his thanks
for the honor conferred opon him, in making
him the presiding officer over the deliber-
ations of this Convention. He considered
that the Convention was engaged in a most
important dntypythe most important that has
ever devolved on South Carolina. God only
knows what will be the result of our pro-
ceedings, but he would implore God's pro-
tection for the State.

A resolution was then offered, that when
the Convention adjourns, it be to meet in
Charleston at four o'clock after-
noon.

This resolution caused considerable debate.
Mr. Miles appealed to the Convention not

to adjourn to Charleston, but to remain
here, regardless of the small-po- x, or other
physical or moral causes, and' discharge the
duties required by South Carolina. He
urged that other States would jeer at their
timidity in the present crisis, and that the
moral power of the present movement
would be affected in other sympathizing
States, if we adjourn to Charleston.
