during the bot genson, in bo Liope of arrest.
ing fatal conrequences to the persons whom
they way have bitten, Now, it ia idle to
imsgiue that such a proe edure can be of any
imeginable use, Two things are well-estab-
lisbed relative 1o canine madnegs: First,
thut of pertons bitten by rabld animals, fif-
teen of every sixteen suffer np evil conge-
quences whatever, Thie is stated upon the
authority of Dr. Willard Parker, and others.
Hecondly, that, although in man the disense
miy in very 1are cases arise spontancousiy,
it can never be received from lrc lite of an
animal e:rral the animal be infected at the
time of iuflicting the injuw'y. Strangely
enough, this wngwur'!. inserutable malady
often spares the feeble and attacks the more
vigorous.
