The Evacuation of Fort Moultrle.
Our dispatches report that Capt. Ander-

son has spiked the guns of Fort Moultrie,
burned some of the material, and retreated
to Fort Sumptcr. This movement was
ptobably made without orders from the
President. It shows a determination to hold
the post: whereas, if the President wished
either Fort held he could have sent

and held both. Very likely
the President will condemn this move-

ment.
Fort Moultrie is commanded by the guns

of Fort Surapter, a much larger fortification,
cngarrifoiied. It would be like the whole
policy of the President if he should cashier
Capt. Anderson for not permitting the
Charleston people to sewe Fort Sumpter,
and then compel him to evacuate Fort
Moultrie.

The commandant of a military post has a
right to niiike such dispositions as are neces-
sary to maintain it, aud to abandon such
pojitioas as he regards untenable or as
weakening his main position.

The threats of the South Carolinians to
take the forts have been published to the
ration. The President was notified that if
he undertook to the Forts, the
Charleston troops would seize them before
Mgrf'Cnforceuientsarrivcd. He is under re-

straint by fear, and is hardly more competent
tocommand the army tha.i if he were a pris-

oner to a hostile force. Captain Anderson
had a right to act upon this danger, and to
make such a disposition as was necessary to
Strengthen his position, and to destroy the
public property to prevent its falling into
the hands of the enemy.

In a national point of view, the case pre-

sents the nation retreating before rebellion,
ard driven to the last resort of garrisons
besieged by superior fwrce. Nationally it is
humiliating and disgraceful. But so far as
lies in the power of Captain Anderson, we
seem to see in this movement a determination
to maintain the post and the national honor
against the whole nation of South Carolina.

The Embezzlement at Washington.
Mr. Bailey, the clerk who abstracted the

bdnda from the Indian Trust Fund, and de-

livered them to Mr. Russell, was permitted
to go at large on (3,000 bail. The amount
abstracted was $870,000. That transaction
looks, like the rest, as if it was expected that
dissolution of the Union would dispose of it.

Secretary Floyd managed to have the tele-

graph announce with the first news of this
defalcation, that bis acceptances, which the
Jjondi were abstracted to protect, were given
n the usual course of business. This was
false. Tbe Secretary has no authority to
accept bills drawn by a contractor in advance
of woik done or payment due. These ac
ceptances were Illegal.

It was also announced that they were mere
memorandums of amounts due. They were
drafts in regular form, accepted officially by
the Secretary when there was nothing due.
They bad been issued in suck amounts that
the contractor could not take care of them
Bailey pretends that be abstracted the bonds
to save Secretary Floyd from exposure,
Floyd denies this. But bis act was just as
illegal as Bailey's. Probably they thought
Floyd so involved that be might be depended
on as aa accomplice. Bailey aud Russell are
made scape-goat- s, and the farce of arresting
them is played; and Bailey is discharged
from custody on $3,000 bail for embe&Uing

850,000.
But this is right, if Secretary Floyd is to

remain at Urge ; for Bailey pat in the place
of the bonds aa equal amount of Secretary
Fiord's acceptances. If these axe legal the
money i due from the Treasury. If the
money is not due from the Treasury they

re ft.udulf.at, and Secretary Floyd is the
principal party in tbe embezzlement.

With the chief officers of the Government
plotting its overthrow, how could integrity
be expected in the management of its
finances? They who are robbing the Gov
ernment of its arms to put them in the
hands of rebels, can not certainly regard it
bs a crime to rob its Treasurv. Both
render it incapable of maintaining its au
thority, and one helps the "resumption of

as well as the other,
Cnll it by that name, and robbing tho
Treasury becomes purely an exercise of
State-right- s; and to attempt to punish it
will be called coercion, and will be deprc-
cated as exasperating the Government, and
aestrojiug all hopes of rebuilding the
I nion.

It is probable that these parties all do- -
pended on dissolution of the Union to cover
up their game. Aud if the Union can be
patched up nov "recognizing the right of
secession, it will be the standing remedy for
official delinquency and defalcation, as well as
a recourse for any party that is required by
tlic people to give up power.
