Circumstances of the Capture United
States Troops at Indianola.

Gentlemen passing through the city, yes-

terday, give some particulars, not heretofore
published, .of the capture of the United
States troops at Iadianola, Texas, under the
command of Colonel SiMey.

Two companies of the First and two of the
Eighth Infantry marched down from Fort
Lancaster, where thi-- had been stationed,
lour hundred and thirty miles to Indianola,
vi here they joined Colonel Sibley, with three
companies of the Third Infantry. They
found there two email coasting steamers, the
Fathion aad United State, which had been
employed to carry the troops down Mata-

gorda Bay, to Pass Cavallo, where the Star
0 the Wett was awaiting them.

'While the troops, with their luggtge
wives and children, were getting on board
the coasting steamers, the steamer Rutk, a
regular passenger vessel, came in from n,

and instead of making her usual stop,
touched a few moments at an outside pier,
and put off down the bay. Daring the fol-

lowing night a rumor reached the officers
that it was the intention of the Texans, by
the aid of the Rutk, to capture the Star of
the Wett, and afterward to make them pris
oners. Some of the officers were in favor of
taking Immediate measures to save them-
selves and the troops from capture by
Seizing the Fathion and the United Statu out
of the hands of the officers, and making their
way to Havana, Tampico, or some other
place from whence they could find means to
reach the North; but other counsels pre
railed. Colonel Sibley was unable to be
convinced that the Texans would violate the
promises they had made to permit the troops
to paes frceiy out of the State; Major Smith
the second In command, was a Southerner in
birth, and feeling, as were half the whole
number of officers, all of whom gave their
voices and influence to discourage and pre-

vent the adoption of any measures to extri-
cate the command from the difficulties with
which it was environed. Pending this state
of indecision, the detachment found itself
surrounded by armed men, swarming in
upon them from all directions. Encumbered
with women and children, without artillery
or intrenchments, and in the presence of a
fcrco several times as great as their own,
tLey surrendered. "

A Cheap Constitution—Constitutional Interpretations
and Powers.

sir. Rusoell, th American correspondent
of th London Timet, speaks rather slightly,
and, as one may, Irreverently of tb "Con-
stitution of the United States "that "taored
Instrument, the sum and essence of all bu-

rnan experience in the science of govern-
ment," etc., upon which we are wont to ex-

pend so many high sonnding wards and
rhetorical common places. II alleges that
he purchased the other day "the whole Con-

stitution of the United States, neatly printed,
for three ," and the only conclu-

sion he could draw from It was, that "it Is

better for States not to have constitutions
which can be bought at such very moderate
prices." ... -

The more a man thinks noon th subject,
tha lets respect he will be likely to have for
deliberative wltdom, in whatever form it
appears: whether of Constitutional codes or
statutory regulations. The best of it only
establishes as rules that which the people
have adopted as customs ; and if it weuld
confine itself to this, it would do little in-

jury, If it did little good. The wrong arises
when, under the mistaken idea that it thus
contributes to popular progress and eleva-

tion, it enacts as it is always trying to ndards

of moral or political conduct
higher than, or different from, those natural
ones which spring from the genius of the
people for whom it legislates ; in which case
its efforts are invariably mischevious, and its
rules have either to be over-ride- n by pre-

cedes more or less revolutionary, or re-

pealed.
The States of this Union were In existence

before the Nation was constructed ; and this
fact teemed to render indispensible a written
instrument to enumerate and define the
powers with which the National Govern-
ment should be endowed. Such was the
jealousy of the people, foBtered and kept in
activity by the ambition of local politicians,
in respect to State sovereignty, that all at-

tempts to consolidate by the absorption of
the local polities wonld have met with a
most decided defeat. Our general Govern-
ment is, in fact, a compromise between the
Confederate and the strictly National;
neither exactly one nor the other; and is,
perhaps, in its outlines, and in respect
to the distribution of power, the best
that the circumstances of the case
would permit. The need of a. National
Government to provide for the common
defense was universally admitted ; but
fears of irresponsible power which had grown
out of the Revolution were still strong upon
the people, and probably the Constitution of
the United States is as accurate a reflection
of the popular will as could hare been de-

vised the difficulty being that the popular
will was, at that time, unfavorably affected
by certain temporary prejudices and causes
of excitement.

All nations but ours have had their periods
of infancy. Even those institutions now es
teemed organic are the product of slow
growth from almost imperceptible begin-

nings. Ours was formed in the course of a
few months, out of Slates which called them-selv- es

sovereign and independent, and hid
been nsed for a considerable period to exer-

cise the prerogatives that belong to an inde-

pendent condition. To institute over these
a paramount government, which should be
sufficient for purposes purely national, and
powerless for any other, was a task such as
has fallen to the lot of few founders of States;
and it it was not done perfectly, they npon
whom the labor devolved have the right to
plead the difficulties inherent in the case, as
an excuse for whatever is faulty in the per-

formance.
The main defect in a Constitution like

ours is the want of capacity to adapt itself
to exigencies not contemplated by its fonnd
ers or at the time of its creation ; but this,
perhaps, time will show, in the case of the
Constitution of the United States, may be
overcome. New interpretations of elder
records have always been resorted to. when
the old hare been found inadequate to meet
the necessities of the times; and in the United
States there have been, from an early "day,
two schools of constructionists the literal
and the liberal each of whose interpreta-
tions have gone to the spirit and intent of
of the entire instrnment. Both of these,
however, have concurred upon one point:
that the National Government is a para-
mount power, and the Nation an unity, in-

destructible by any act of its component
parts; while there is a third school of more
recent origin which holds that the Nation is
simply a Confederacy, which may be broken
up at any time at the will of the States of
which it is formed. Upon this doctrine is
based the idea of the right of Secession which
the States of the South are now, professedly,
endeavoring to practice..

New constructions arise in periods of dis-

turbance when there is a call to meet new
conditions. Our Constitution is undergoing
changes of which we shall scarcely be aware
until we find them accomplished. The
South, although it calls the State it has es-

tablished a Confederacy, and virtually ad-

mits the right of Secession, has, in fact,
created a Government as strong as ours,
which is already traveling beyond the limits
its Constitution prescribes. In the North
the same process is going on, by virtue of
two agencies necessity and conviction.
Tb popular mind moves with the march of
events: the old jealousy of power is, for
the time being, at rest, and the general voice
demands a government potent enough to
meet fully all exigencies as they arise.

A few days before the late President went
ont of office, he informed a friend, In a letter
intended for publication, that there was no
power in the Government to employ tha
means necessary to enforce the laws, and
quell the disturbance of th times ; and that
the only resource of the people was in prayer
for super natural aid to heal the breaches of the
State, and bring its unruly citizens to a sense
of their political obligations. Following oat
this idea, he caused to be observed a day of
general tasting and prayer ; after which he
waited, doubtless with pious confidence, that
a result so ardently desired, aad fervently
sought would be realized. The event, how
ever, did not justify th hope that bad been
reposed in the means; and we bav occasion

new to know, that had his views of the
Conjtituti-,- ! power 0f tne Government
txen concurred in by his successor, the revo-

lution then in progress would, by this time,
have been completed, and th list of Presi-

dents of the United States closed, perhaps
forever.

Th present Execstiv head of the nation
begins by assuming thtt whether expressly
donated in th Constitution or not th
Government has, from th necessity of the
case, all th authority that is required fur

selfprotection ; and this he is, with th full
consent of th loyal portion of the people,
proceeding to employ. W are emerging
from the devotional to th belligerent era
and whatever may be the dogmatic letter
the Constitution upon the subject, the only
complaint made against the President ap-

pears to be that he docs cot call for mor
troops, and carry on his warlike operations
with greater audacity.

There ar yet a goodly number of years
elapse before the Constitution of the United
States shall reach Its first centennial annl
rersary. When our national flag shall har
braved for a thousand years, th battle and
the breeze, and our country has seen
many vicissitudes as have swept over En
gland, our Conttitutioa will a'-a- doubtless

have acquired, lik that of Great Britain, ail
tb flexibility that is necessary to adapt It
to every possible state of circumstances, and
a volume which will plac it abov the reach

of th three half-pen- c of the correspondent
of the Timet entitling it to a measure of
respect which he seems unwilling to accord
in its present rudimentary Stat and dimin-

utive proportions. v

Washington Correspondence.
A LITTLE HISTORY.D. C., May 9, 1861.

I read in yesterday's Baltimore Sim the re-

port of the Board of Police Commissioners
of Baltimore to the Legislature. It is a de-

cidedly cool document. In narrating the
"difficulties" of the 19th ultimo, the Board
say that as th Massachusetts troops were
passing through th city, " missiles were
thrown at them, injuring some of them;" and
that then they " fired with, in many cases,
fatal effect. This, the Board go on to say,
provoked the people of Baltimore to a degree
of almost uncontrollable fury, 4c, 4c. Now,
the facts, as everybody knows, are that the
Massachusetts men did not fire till one of
their mn was killed. Do you know how
the first martyr in this war for the Union
was killed? As the troops were passing
through the streets, one of the men fell,
either from a blow in the back by a brick-
bat, or by stumbling over some of the ob-
structions placed in the street by the mob.

As be lay prostrate, one of the mob ran up
to him, snatched his bayonetted gun from
his grasp and drove the bayonet through his
neck I Then the captain of the company to
which be belonged said : " Boys, I don't say
don't fire." Even in that terrible moment
to careful was he not to give direct order for
a fire. The proverbial ankee cautiSK this.
His men thereafter fired "at will," but only
when some flagrant particular case demanded
it

Yet the Police Commissioners would have
one believe that the mild and peaceful Balti-morea-

were moved to suddea mutiny and
rage by an unwarrantable and murderous
attack from the troops I And they call
bayonetting a man through the neck "throw-
ing missiles'' which ' injured some of them."
The Police Commissioners are respectable
men picked men of the State. Is it not a
sad commentary upon the state of affairs in
the Monumental City that the most respect-
able men in it represent a murder as a play-
ful salute with brickbats '

AND YET ANOTHER BIT OF HISTORY.
I know the Baltimore massacre is old. but

I do not remember to have seen the above
feet published in any of the accounts of it.
I received it from the lips of Sergeant Allen,
who was in one of the companies attacked.
From him I had a full account of that mas-
sacre immediately upon his arrival here.
But "military duties" called me away, and
the contemplated letter to you was never
written. Will you pardon me if I correct a
"correction" which is now going the rounds
of the press?

The Mayor of Baltimore having done a
decent act is now trying to disavow it. In
a cautiously-worde- d paragraph, one of the
Baltimore papers denies that the Mayor gave
the orders to fire npon the mob, and insinu-
ates that he did not himself thoot one of the
rioters. As no "order to fire" was given by
any body, of course the Mayor did not give
it. So far, so good. But he did kill one of
the mob. This I have from the mouth of a
private who taw the Mayor seize a musket
from a Massachusetts man' that had been
killed, and fire it at one of the rioters with
fatal effect. My informant thought, but was
cot certain, that the man killed by the Mayor
was the one who killed the Massachusetts
soldiers from whose dead hands the Mayor
seized the gun. If tbissuppositionbe correct,
justice, though "leaden-footed- in one sense,
was not leaden footed in the sense in which
that phrase was commonly used. This serves
to show that Baltimore Las become such a
Sodom that when a man does a creditable
act there, he must immediately disavow it.

AND YET ANOTHER.

A great deal was said in the Sun about a
Mr. Davis, an innocent man, being killed
by the soldiers shooting from the cars. Now
this Mr. Davis was, at the moment he fell,
cheering on the mob; and, so far as I can
learn, the only firing from the cars done, was
by one of the breakemen on the train, who,
with Mb revolver, killed two rioters that en
deavored to seize from the color-bear- of
the regiment the flag presented them by the
Stato.
