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Description of the East India House.
London changes gonn with amazing rap"

idity, and circumstances are frequently hap-
pening which a few years before could
scarcely be looked for. Among these may
be noted the altered circumstances of the
great bni'd ng of tba East India Company in
Leach nbal'.-slree- t; a structure which is in
rome respects handsome, and so fubjtantial
that it promised to remain for some centuries
to come. Few who passed it a dozen years
or so ago but thought it about as likely for
the lord mayor and tha mansion bousi to be
removed tj Piccadilly as that the office of
the Knst India Compiny should be removed
to Westminster, together with the splendid
library and valuable collection of mann-tcripi- a

and niticlcs of curiosity and instruc-
tion which to thickly occupied the museum.

When looking at the long front of this
building, its lefty and well proportioned
portico and wide spreading wings, one ob-- s
elves the execution and design of the sculp-

ture of the pediment and other parts, by Ba-

con. George 111 is a principal figure,
representing for a time the power of England,
and mat king the date of erection of the
edifice; he is leaning on his sword with one
arm, and with tbe other extending a shield
of protection. Figures of Liberty; Mercury,
attended by Navigation, and followed by
tiitons and s, emblematical of com-
merce, are introducing Asia to Britania,
before whom she spreads her products. On
the other side appears Order, accompanied
by Religion and Justice. In the background
appear the city barge and other emblems
and representations ot integrity ana indus-
try. The western angle contains a view of
the Thames, and tbe eastern tbat of the ,

Ganges. On the apex of tbe pediment is a
figure holding in her It ft band a spear and j

a cupof liberty. On the east and west corners
are Asia seated on a camel, and Europe
si aiea on a noise.

In connection with the company will be
remembered an account of a building, cu-

riously constructed of wooden framework
end turned ornaments: on tbe top was a
caiving of a ship. This wag engraved in a
previous number of.the limller. This, the
first bouse of the East India Company,
stocd near where the west wing of the
present edifice now is.

In tbe commercial history of this nation
there are tew incidents of our progress more
remarkable than tbe rise and progress of the
East India Company. In 1599, one hundred
and one persons subscribed for the purpose
of carrying oa an eastern trade to tha
amount of 30,133 6s. 8d, in various sums
of from 130 to 3,000. For long after the
establishment of tbe company tbe attendance
ot one managing director at the old wooden
bouse was sufficient. It seems that owing
to fonie treaties which were in negotiation
with the government of Spain, tbe company
did not obtain tbeir charter of incoporation
until 31st December, 1600, and then it was
limited to fifteen years' duration. By the
time the above named privilege was granted
the money subscribed amounted to 03.
379, of which 39,771 were expended in the
purchase acd equipment of ships; 28,742
were appropriated to bunion, witn wnion.
and goods so the value of t,w;0, was com
menced by England a tratuc with me mignty
empire of liindostan. The first expedition,
which was destined to produce such mar-
velous result?, Btarted from Torbay on the
2d of May, ICO!. Ureat was tbe success; tor,
with a single exception, during eleven
years, the profits ranged from 120 to as
inucn as x.hu per cent, in iou-- j me cnarier
was renewed, and still tbe merchants pros-
pered. It is worth while to mention the
following anecdote connected with the early

Some idea of the enormous profit of those
connected with the East India trade may be
gathered from tbe following comparative
prices of teas and other articles (this about
1612): A book of muslin cost in India 20s.;
in England it sold for from 303. to 40s.;
Zuralt satins, per piece, in India, 40s., in
London 60s ; a Taffeta quilt cost then in
London from 10 to 20; and raw Bilk was
20s. a pound.

When tbe first expedition was sent
away, Captain Lancaster, the chief in com-
mand, took royal letters of introduction to
various Eastern potentates; and in 1614, so
important had become this traffic, that an
embassador was sent to the Great Mogul.
Tbe diplomacy of this gentleman was at-
tended with great success, and among other
advantages be obtained permission for the
English to estaonsn lactones on any pan
these dominions.

Tbe embassador saw, from the first, tbe
troubles which would result from territorial
acquisitions or military expenses, and cau
tioned tue company against sucn measures.
In 1617-- 18 the increase of tbe trade made
necessary to raise a fresh fund of 1,000.000.
and the company now consisted of nine hun
dred and nity-tou- proprietors, and bad
thirty six ships, of a tnnnage ranging from
one hundred to one thousand tuns burden
each; In 1631 a third joint stock capital

4.200,700 was raised. -

In 1641-- 42 tbe first impoitant settlement
was made on the shores of India by the erec-
tion of a fort at Madraspatam, which was
afterward called f ort ueorge, ana erected
into a presidency. In 1698 an opposition
East IndiaCompany was formed, which, after

of a feeble management ot lour years,
with tbe original company, and

hrm was named the united company
Merchants trading to the East Indies. Soon
three presidencies were formed, all under
the control oi tne company ai noma : one
was at Madras, and the others were at Bom-
bay acd Calcutta.

The English population did not advance
proportion witti tne increase oi toe iramc,of tor we find that, in 1746 one hundred and
five years after the first settlement was made
at Madras although tbe Presidency
tended for five miles along tbe snore and
mile in breadth, the number of Englishmen

Interesting English Debate on American
Blockade—Outrages Upon

British Subjects in the Southern States.
In the House of Commons, on the 28th of

May, Lord John Uussell produced copies of
a correspondence with the Government of
the United States, and said :

When Lord Lyons applied for an official
notification of the establishment and corn
mencement of the blockade, be was told by
the Secretary of State that it was not usual
to make such a notification, but that it would
be made by the different naval commanders
at the several ports when the blockade was
instituted. It results from the correspond-
ence tbat tbe blockade is to be notified in
that manner, and tbat one blockade bas
already been so notified, viz: that of the
ports of Virginia and North Carolina, by
flag officer Pendergast, who has declared
tbat be is in a situation to make an efficient
blockage of those ports. There bas been no
notification of a similar kind with regard to
tbe ports of the other States, which it was
declared were also to be blockaded. Tbe
rules, so far as Lord Lyons bas been able to
ascertain them, and of which be bas given
an account to Admiral Milne, commanding
tbe squadron in those waters, are; first, that
tbe notification is in each place to be made
by tbe naval officer commanding the squad-
ron or the Bbips which institute the blockade;
and, in the next place, tbat fifteen days are
to be allowed, after the establishment of the
blockade, for vessels to come out of tbe
ports. .

It appears that whether they were loaded
or not at tbe time the blockade was estab-
lished, provided they came out within fifteen
days, tbeir passage is to be allowed. On tbe
other band, it is not permitted by the United
States Government that vessels should be
sent to ports which are blockaded for the
pnrpooe of bringing away tbe property of
British subjects or the vessels or property of
other nations. An application for such per
mission was made, to which the Secretary of
btite replied that it such a facility were
granted, it would be used by American citi-
zens wiBbiog to bring away property.

THE BRITISH GOVERNMENT AND THE BLOCKADE.

Mr. Bonverie said: In the Question of
notification of blockade to which reference
bas been made, a matter which is very im-

portant, for tbe commercial interests of tbe
country is involved, the rule, I believe, is
this public notification must be given to
the State of which a neutral wbo seeks to
Violate a blockade is a member, before he
can be held to have subjected himself to for-
feiture of bis vessel and goods; or actual
notice most have been given to the neutral
himself. The Honse will see that this ia a
most important question, becauae the intent
to sail to a blockade! port, as to which a
neutral merchant bas received a notice of
blockade, is considered as a violation of neu-
trality, and the ship will he accordingly con-
demned in the prize court of the capturing
power. He wished the noble lord would
Btate distinctly whether or not the mercan-
tile interests of tbis country were to under-
stand tbat a public notification of blockade
of the ports to which he had referred would
be given; or that merely an intimation of
the blockade to neutral ships arriving off
tbose ports would be given to them when
they got there.

Mr. Seward has not given a gen-
eral notification of a blockade, but has left
it to the naval omcers commanding on caco.
station to declare tbe several ports block-
aded, and when tbat blockade hag been insti
tuted it is to be Considered regular.

The delegations from the different counties
were sworn in by tbe following:

"We solemnly declare that we will sup
port the Constitution of the United States
and the laws made in pursuance thereof as
tbe supreme law of the land, any thing in
the ordinance of the Convention that assem-
bled in Richmond on the 13lh day of Feb-
ruary last, to tbe contrary, notwithstanding,
so help us God."

The taking of the oath by each delegation
was very impressive, and convinced all
spectators that the Convention meant busi-
ness.

The programme marked out by tbe Con-
vention teems to be a Provisional Govern
ment for tbe whole State, tbe deposition of
tne present oiaie auuioriuea, wuu are iu re-

bellion, and an entire reorganization, of the
municipal government.

No diversity ot sentiment on this pro-
gramme has been heard among the members.

Mr. Carlisle offered a resolution, which
was unanimously adopted, of thanks to Gen-
eral McClellan, for sending Federal troops
into Western Virginia, commending tbe gal-
lant conduct of the troops at Pbillippi, and
complimenting the bravery of Colonel B. F.
Kelley, of the First Virginia Regiment.
