Governor Magoffin's Message.
At a State paper, the Message of Governor

Magoffin to the Kentucky Legislature is not
of the first order; as a defense, by a petty
criminal before a country justice, it would
have been natural, though not convincing.
The constant asscrvations of honesty, devo
tion to tbe Union, Ac, are, to say the least,
suspicious. Innocent men are content to let
the world judge of their acts, without en-

deavoring to forestall public opinion by too
decided a denial of guilt or assertion of in-

nocence.
The tone of the message is not of a high

order, and was evidently written by the Gov
ernor himself. His assertions are made with--
out regard to facts, and hisconclusions drawn
even without regard to his assertions. He pro-

fesses to give a history of his connection with
the present troubles, and to defend the posi-

tion of his State; and in the first instance he
misrepresents, and in the second shows that
he is entirely ignorant of the subject. His
declaration that " Kentucky had a right to
be neutral," that is a right under the Consti
tution, i a declaration of the sovereignty of
a State, and if true, it may take up arms for
either belligerent in a word, it may secede.
The neutrality of Kentucky, as we under,
stand it, and as it is assumed by the Union
men of tbe State is, that there are volunteers
enough to fight the battle on behalf of the
Government, and citizens of that State, like
those of every other, may remain at home if
tbey choose; and judging from the peculiar
situation of affairs, Kentuckians believe that
it will redound to the benefit of the Union
if but few of their number go. Bat when
the volunteer system fails, no State can
throw any obstacle in the way of the General
Government, and it is the duty of the people
to respond to the President s call.

The Governor eays:
"Recently a military force has been or-

ganized, equipped and encamped in the cen-

tral portion of the State, the officers are
commissioned by, and act under, the au-
thority of the President of the United States
and the soldiers of which are sworn into the
Federal service. The authorities of the
State were not consulted in this movement.
It was done but a short time before the as-

sembling of a Legislature fresh from the
people, and into whose hands and keeping
has been committed the policy and destinies
of the Commonwealth. Under what pro
vision of the Constitution, by what laws of
Congress or this Ktate, tne federal Govern-
ment has proceeded to raise volunteers in
Kentucky, and quarter an army in our midst,
I do not know.'r

Tbe Governor has not read the Constitu
tion, or his intellect is decidedly obtuse. The
first article gives Congress the power to or-

ganize and equip an army, and it is evident
that it muBt be quartered somewhere, and as

nearly all of tbe territory east of the pi

is included within the limits ot some
State, it necessarily follows that they must
be quartered in one of them. They could
not be kept in the District of Columbia ; or
if they were, they would be of little service.
The United States is composed of the ter-

ritory embraced in the several States; and
as the power to raise an army is conferred
upon the nation generally, the soldiers
must be raised from the country at large;
and as the President is not only supreme ex-

ecutive of the nation, but

"J chief of the army, he can move it

38
ftl he pleases. Tbe President is not re-

sponsible to the authorities of the State for
his acts; but only to his constituents, tbe
whole people.

The following clauses of the message are
somewhat contradictory, or at least they so

- appear to an outsider: ,

to "No man lives, or ever did live, whs more
honestly and earnestly desired to uphold and
perpetuate tne union oy a iauniui execution

toju of the Federal Constitution. .

"Since then (tbe commencement of the re-

bellion) the people of this State have thrice
been summoned to the polls, and, according
to my interpretation ot tneir votes, nave ex-

pressed themselves in favor of preserving the
neutrality and peace of the State. I nave
construed these expressions as signifying
that tbe people were not yet preparea
dissolve tneir relation to the old Union, and
wet not to be employed in any way, di-

rectly or inditectly, as partisans for or
against either of the belligerents in the un-

happy fratricidal war between the Federal
and Confederate States." ...

'
Mr. Magoffin here says that ha has hon-

estly labored to save the Union, and adds
that he believes the Union party desire
remain loyal, and that they so expressed
themselves at the recent elections; yet the
Governor acted against that party in every
Instance; and if, as he says, it is loyal, it fol

lows as a necessary sequence, that he is dis
loyal, in favor of Secession and the Southern
Confederacy. His acts plainly oontradict
his declarations.

Again, the Governor says:
"I hirvci alio construed them as emphatic

refusals tq be made the instruments of co-

ercing the people of the seceded States
force of arms.- I have never been able
construe the votes of the people of

I tucky as meaning that unconstitutional

gretsions could be sanctified by any display
of numerical or military power."

This, Mr. Magoffin must have known to be
incorrect. Mine out of the ten Congress-
men, elected with special reference to the
question, voted for the Crittenden resolu-
tions, which declare that the .war was com-
menced by the Southern disunionists, and
that it ought to be carried on by tbe Gov
rnment till the Union is restored; and to

give effect to their declaration, they Toted
to appropriate $500,000,000 to equip an army
of five hundred thousand men, to be em-
ployed in crushing the rebellion.

But so fearful is the Governor Of an
that he is unwilling to rest npon

bis defense, but makes the following pledge:
"Their final decision will be law to me.

Every constitutional act of their lawful
will be executed by me with as

much vigilance and fidelity as if it origin-
ated in my "own brain. No true States-right- s'

man can ever set himself in factious
opposition to the will of tbe people of his
State, however honestly he may be opposed
to her policy."

'Whether he will redeem his pledges or
not, we have no means of judging, except by
his past acts; and they offer no guarantees.
He knows that the people elected nine out
of ten members of Congress, pledged to the
maintenance of the Union ; and that tbey gave
expression to the will of their constituents,
by voting an army of five hundred thousand
men ; why, then, did he not bow to the
msjebty of the people, by calling out the
quota ot his State? This army was author-
ized by Congress, directly; and he had not
the excuse of illegality, by which he avoidod
the President's first proclamation.

In reference to this first call, the Governor
says:

"The Presidents war proclamation, of
April 15, in which he called for seventy-fir- e

thousand militia, was, in my opinion, illegal,
even in view of the professed objects of the
call; and I did not then doubt that the real
object of it was the prosecution of an uncon-
stitutional war of coercion against the South.
I did not and could not hesitate, therefore,
in returning a peremptory refusal to the de-

mand upon me for Kentucky troops.
"The act of 1795 was passed by Congress

to provide for calling forth the militia to ex-

ecute the laws of the Union, to suppress in-

surrections and to repel invasions. Upon a
careful consideration of the act, it is manifest
that the calling forth of the militia contem-
plated was where there bad been a judicial
invest ignl ion, a decision of the court and ex-

ecution awarded, and tbe power of the courts
and the marshal's power not being sufficient,
tbe President being officially informed,
should call out the militia."

Here is an amount of ignorance or perver-
sion of the truth and for the sake of the
honor of Kentucky we will call it the former

' which few other men could have condensed
in the same space. The act of 1705 was made
to meet such cases as the "Whisky Insurrec-
tion" in Pennsylvania ; and it is well known
that then only judicial proceedings in that
instance were had after the rebellion had
been crushed ; and the law was made ex
pressly to suppress insurrection first and pun
ish traitors afterward.

Does Mr. Magoffin see the consequences
his theory? If there be no judicial proceed
ings, there can be no calling of the militia
and hence any law may be nullified by
mob, which may prevent the session of
Court; and the Executive is powerless to
protect its officers or the innocent who may
suffer by their absence. The law provides
that when there are combinations too power
ful to be put down by the civil authority, the
President may call out the militia ; and
was in such an exigency that the President's
first proclamation was issued.

But we forbear to pursue the subject
further; not that we have noticed all the
falsehoods and inconsistencies the message
contains, but because they are so glaring and
obvious that further comment is unneces
sary.

Tbs Pope's Tbotjbi.es with his Ministers,
The following letter from Borne, dated Au
gust 10, contains some details relative to the
rivalry which exists between Cardinal

and M. de Merode, and it further gives
the reasons why M. de Merode maintains his
position and is to retain it :

Tbe newspapers which state that the Goyon
and de Merode affair will produce a minis
terial crisis are greauy mistaken, f irst.

Merode, because he finds in him what he
not find in other prelates. He is disinter-
ested, devoted to the Pope's person,
capable of sacrificing his life, if necessary,
defense of the sovereign Pontiff. It is, nev-

ertheless, a strange eight to see the two most
influential ministers about the Pope's person
hate each other. In the mean time the affairs
of Btate are becoming more complicated,
the Sacred College is condemned to witness
this sad ppectacle without being able to

The Plans of the Rebels—A Change in
Tactics Necessary—Fears of the Coast
Defenses.
The New York Tribune1! North Carolina

correspondent, writes as follows, under date
of August 26:

I learaed by a conversation with
Bragg, of North Carolina, late United

States Senator, that we are about to witness
an entire change in the disposition of the
Cenfcderate forces, and in the original plan
of their campaign. This change n the re-
luctant acceptance of a necessity inexorably
commanded by events, and it bodes certain
destruction to their cause. It is no less than
the dFBbandtng of their grand army in Vir-
ginia, by tbe withdrawal of the troops to
their respective States for domestic protec-
tion and defense against menaced Federal
invasion at weak and exposed points of their
territory. Humiliating as is this dispersion
to their pride, snd portentuous of ruin to
their more ambitious aims, it is confessed to
be inevitable, and is adopted as a last forlorn
resort to save their homes from surrender
to the occupation of our troops and perhaps
to the horrors servile revolt. The formidable
navaljpreparations ot the Government, threat-
ening attack upon the Atlantic and Gulf
coaat, together with the contemplated expedi-
tion down the Mississippi under General Fre-
mont, have inspired the rank and file of the
army with affright at the danger of their
own States, and they are eager to relinquish
all their dreams of conquest and retire to
the defense of their families and property.
Tbey would naturally care but little in the
presence of these immediate and personal
perils, for the myth of a Confederate Em-
pire, or for glorfying Jeff. Davis as its head.
The leaders, on the contrary, are so utterly
besotted with ambition and audacity that
tbey reckon lightly local and individual
losses and sacrifices in view of the larger re-

sults of the campaign. The welfare of the
people is nothing to them their prejudices
nothing if in tbe way of the realizition of
their visions of aggrandizement. Ther
would regard the occupation of Florida, for
example, as ot trifling moment could they
swop it off for Missouri or Kentucky. The
I' loridiacs. however, would demur to this.
The leaders look solely at the etrntngic
value of points or territory to be held as
won, wnue tne people view it m a attterent
way, and their wishes will prevail over the
shrewd butselhsn counsels ot tuoir chieftains.
Beiore this general break up of the forces in
Virginia, now confessed to be unavoidable.
unless a bold and successful sttike is soon
made, Governor Bragg- sivys a powerful at
tempt will be made to occupy Maryland and
seize wasnington. lr tne enort succeeds
they hope thereby to avert or delay the in-

tended expedition Southward. But the suc-
cess of the enterprise is admitted to be prob-
lematical. Lee, Davis and Johnston have
strenuously opposed tbe adoption of the
plan, clearly foreseeing the disastrous con-
sequences of a failure, which looks more
than probable, but ther nave been . con
strained to yield to the dictates of their des
perate lortunes. l also learn tnat tne im-
pending attacks of the Federal forces at
different points in the revolted States have
been the cause of much disquietude to the
Confederate leaders, and more especially to
the authorities of the States whose repose is
thieatened.

Fort Lafayette.
Since Fort Lafayette has become the mill--

tary prison of the Government in which are
confined all State prisoners, information in
regard to it will be of interest to the public.
We copy from the New York Herald:

The entrance to the Bay of New York,
commonly called the narrows, is protected
by forts on either side. On the Staten Island
side are forts Tompkins and Richmond the
latter above and commanding the former, the
front part of which is washed by the sea.
On the opposite, or Long Island side is Fort
Hamilton, on a little island, tbe public road
intervening between it and the sea. Fort
Lafayette is erected on a shoal, about four
hundred yards from shore, and nearly in a
line between it and Fort Tompkins, with no
other means of communication with the
shore than by boat. .

The shape of the fort is quadrangular, with
the angles pointing to the sea and bay and
either shore, diamond wise. Facing Fort
Hamilton are two tiers of heavy cannon, in
bomb proof casements. On this side, which
is lees protected than the others, appear to
be barracks for the troops, and other neces-
sary building?, the roofs of which are seen
rising above the walls of the fort There
are, consequently, no barbette guns here.
This part ot tbe fort, however, is completely
commanded by Fort Hamilton, opposite
which is the sally-po- rt in one of the angles.

On the other side guns are mounted en
barbette, in addition to tbe heavy casement
guns below. In fact, the entire structure,
whatever may be eaid of its capacity as a
deiense against foreign invasion, seems to
be more than sufficiently strong to keep in
security as many State prisoners as are
likely to be entrusted to the hospitable care
of Colonel Burke.

It would sorely puzzle Jack Sheppard or
Baron Trenck themselves, were theBe wor-
thies alive and confined in Fort Lafayette,
to make their way out of that strong-hol-d,

surrounded as they would be by granite
walls, with the sea washing their base on
every side; and yet there were wisacres who
could seriously advise the Sherilf of Kings
Count; to call out the militia of the county
to reduce the fort, in order that tbe Sheriff
might be enabled to arrest Lieutenant-Co- l
onel Burke on a warrant ot attachment
for refusing to obey Judge Garrison's
writ of haheai corpus in favor et the Bal
timore Police Comniitsioner8, in obedience
to his superior, General Scott. The law
may not be exactly "an ass," to employ
the elegant phraseology of Mr. Rumble, the
beadle ot tbe parish, in requiring Mr. Sheriff
Campbell to make formal application tor the
militia to aid him in serving and executing
tbe writ, but tbe individuals who imagine
that Fort Lafayette can be reduced by ten
times the force that Kings County can bring
to bear against it, must have very long ears.
Indeed, isolated as Fort Lafayette is, and
commanded completely by Fort Hamilton,
with the sea open to tbe Federal forces, the
officer of the day on Saturday at Fort Hamil-
ton seems juBtilied in the remark he made to
our reporter, that tbe entire force of New
York City, several times over, would not
suffice to get possession of Fort Lafayette
and the prisoners confined therein.

From New Mexico.
The Santa Fe correspondent of the New

York Tribune, writing under date of August
11. says:

The El Paso mail arrived at last on Sun-
day past, and we were informed that tbe
Texans took Fort Fillmore, and that the gar-Iso- d,

seven hundred men strong, surrendered.
The commander of said fort was Major

I.ynde, seventh Infantry. He surrendered,
s the report goes, to three hundred and

fifteen Texans. Tbey say that Capt. Gibbs,
mounted rifles, commanding the company
ot J. ri natcn, now uomtiiisaary ueneral
in this city, oensved gallantly, and drove

the Texans back, bat that he was order
ed by Major Lynde to stop firing, and then
tbe fort was surrendered. If it is so, as very
truftnorihy persons here have stated, it is
tne most snametul thing ever done by an
officer ot the United States Army.

Gov. A. Rencher has called on the militia.
A home Guard was right away formed in
the ci'y.

Colonel E. R. S. Canby, commanding this
military Department, has also issued a pro-
clamation suspending the writ of habeas
corpus on account of treason going on, differ-
ent persons talking loudly in favor of Seces-
sion, and giving them a warning in time.

Multitudes of North Carolinians have
demonstrated their loyalty to the Govern-
ment by coming to Fort Hatteras to take the
oath of allegiance. Colonel Hawkins sends
word that he administered the oath to be-

tween two and three hnndred in a singe day.
The steamer 'atones still lies in the Inlet,

and tbe Susquehanna on the outside. The
Susquehanna ran down to Ocracoke Inlet,
and fonnd tbe fortifications there completely
deserted. Tbe Confederates bad carried
away their guns, and a white flag was ex-
hibited.

Montgomery Co., Md , September 2. At
tbe latest advices from Leesburg, there were
supposed to be about seven thousand rebel
troops there. The rebels are engaged in
throwing up intrenchments at the Junction
of the Little Falls Road with the Alexandria
and Leeeburg Turnpike, and that nearly all
tbe negroes in the northern part of Fairfax
County are employed in tbe work. Above
Leesburg there are no large bodies of rebels,
but their pickets line the river shore, and
guard the fords and ferries.
