A patent has been obtained by J. Franks,
London, for the followiog very pecaliar pro-
cess of treating teas, whereby their qualivies
are suid to be greatly improved: A mixture
of ouchovg, Howery Pekos, strong black-
leafed Congon and Assam, fine gunpowder
and early buds of the cowalip hyson gresn
in abonf equal proportiods, Is made up an
placed between two bighly polished surfaces
of metpl plates and eubjected to pressure,
The apartment in which this process is con-
docted must be maintalned at 60° Fah., and
the leaves are kept at this heat for seven
medt 80° temperature, spread out upon
smooth tiles, and tarved re alarly, S0 s o
expote the whole Yo' the heht, for about
twelve hours.
