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Firange nod Mont Interestiog Discovery In
ihe Now Lealand Wilde,

As most of our remlers are aware, Adstra-
lngin, from the time of its first discovery,
lins not only rewarded the explorer and de-
lighted tho bpaturaliet with many sirange
birds and beasts, but the remains of n gigan-
tic gpecies of vhe former, supposed to E:u
been lonﬁnllncl, wore found insome of the
caves which exist in the rooky ridges of its
remote and mlinr{.rurts rom tha skel-
oton of this colossal bird it was found to have
surphened in #izs any of the feathered tribes
now known to man. o fact, it was belleved
10 b lurger than the-great species wlose
bones are found o the interior of Madngns-
onr, At o great distunce from where Lhose
of the Dodo, nnother extinet and nogainly
species, have been disooversd; and only the
toe of the Arahian fables surpassed it in size,
This New Zealand bird was called by natu-
mﬂ_-l} the Mor; and when contemplating
with intense interest its thigh bone, largs ns
thut of an ox, they never dreamed that one
of thege etraoge and lowering creatures, sug-
gestive of another geological period, and al-
most of snother world, might still exist in
some far-off and Bitherto unexplored valley.
This, however, extrnordioary and unex-
nected as io the discovery, appeara to be tha
case. According to the Nelson Exgminer of
the 12th of June, Mr. Brunner, the dhiet sar-
veyor of the provinoe, and Mr, Maliog, of the
saine department, together with a native of
the comntry, were engaged in sarveying the
ranges hetweon the Hiwaks and Takaks val
leya, On golng to their work ons morniog
they were autonished by observing the foot-
priats of u gigantic bird, such A one, in all

srobability; a8 those whose bones haviog
ween found and taken to Earope, were re-
coived with #o much avidity, and investi:
gated with such profound and learned soru-
tiny by scientific men, The foot-print of the
anviga in the sand scarcely created ater
emotion in the mind of Crusos than did thoss
of ihis colossal representative of & supposed
extinct race it the breasls of the surveyora.
The wonder of the native wna equal to
theira—eivilized man and aborigiue slood
alike confonuded at the new ovidsnce of the
marvels of nature in that wild and unfre-
quented part of ber vastdomain, They fol-
lowed the tracks for a short distance, but
eventually lost them among rocks and scrub,
Whorever the ground was sofy, the foot
printg were distinct snd well defined. They
measured fourteen inches in length, with a
spread of eleven inches at the fm nts of the
toes, and they were about thirty inehes apart,
The native was at once interrogated Ly the
gurveyore, but was at a losy to Copjecture by
what bird the tracks in question could have
heen mads, He had never geen any thing of
the kind before. The loss of the trail was
provoking. for the gentlsmen in question,
although thus furnished with irrefragible
testimony that there, in those wild solitudes,
did exigt some bird upon whose living
form tho e3es of man bad never rested, were
apparently prevented from further pursuit
oF&hn remurkable discovery.

They revisited the ?Tme, however, and on
a subgequent mornin, discovered other
tracks over thoair own lootateps, in some in-
stunces, and by this it wus established, be-
yond doubt, that the enormous bird who
made them bad paesed there the previous
pight. Now, what i¢ this strange and weird
creaturs that thus, beneath the southern
cross and under the-Australasian sky, re-
visita the glimpses of. the moon, and stalka
in solitary state st midoight through those
golitudes? No sooner had the gurveyors an-
noupced thelr discovery, than there was a
rush to the Museum to exawine the foot-
bones of tho skeieton of n large Moa there!
preserved, The middle toe of the skelston
was found to be eight inches and o half long,
without the integuments, while that of the
bird who made the foot pr‘inliwu ten inches,
necording to the impressions, The bopes of
the !-Imin the Museum, too, wers evideatly
those of & very large bird, and there is noth-
ing known of any other species which would
approach it in gize,

be belief, theu, is, from the siza of the
foot-prints and the great stride of the bird,
that the Moa ia not altogether extinct, but
that & solitary specimen, if not more, still
exists, and a8till, by meonlight, wanders in
the lonely walley where ila gigaotic race
once abounded., There can be no question
a9 to the truth{ulness of the gentlemen who
discovered the tracks, They are in the em
ploy of the Government in 4 aclentific char-
acter, and ey know that a fiction of this
gort wonld insure their dlicbar_ﬁ;\ if they in-
vented and promulgated it. e distriot is
full of limestone caves, similar to those in
the adjoining distriet of Aorere, in which a
Inrge gquantity of Moa bones were found
nbout two years before. A discovery of this
interesting character hos made some stir in
the colony, and it is the intention of the
Government to bave the character of the
gigantic bird which wanders in those solid
:uﬁu accerthloed, IT it isaliviog Mon, it
will be like “ope risen from the dead;” if
not, it muet be & bird of some species new
and strange.
