Ireland's Opportunity Come at Last.
According to lalo advioes from the other

side of the Atlantic, it appears that the war
excitement consequent on the Trenl affair
has developed in Ireland 4 feeling of sym
pathy for the United States, which fully jus-

tifies the opinion so often expressed, that in
4he approaching contest the fighting portion
of the British Islands 'will be heartily on
our side. This is serious and alarming
news from England, but it is full of hope
both for Ireland and for this country, and
will bring joy and gladness to the millions
among us, who are united by ties of blood
and kindred to the "green isle," and in
whose hearts there still burns an inextin
guishable desire to avenge Ireland's wrongs
upon her insolent oppressor.

Several influenlia Irish papers- - have al
ready had courage to express the growiug
sentiments of the people, and to intimate
pretty broadly that the declaration of the
English press respecting the loyalty of the
Irish people, and their determination to sup-

port the Government in the demand for re
paration for the insult to the English flag,
are at least premature. Indeed one of them,
the Nation, with a spirit worthy of former
times, openly declares that the news of the
capture of the rebels on board a British
ship "created wild excitement and enthusi-
asm in Dublin, and it will awaken similar
feelings and sensations throughout the
whole country." It adds :

The seizure was an "act worthy the
spirit, daring, and dash of the Americans;
it was one to make Irish hearts jump with
joy. If the English Government resents
this insult, there will come a great time ior
Ireland. Then the men who are gone with
vengeance will prove vengeful men indeed II

Then will the Irish race In America rush to
arms, and bound into the Dame.

Yes, then will the forces oi ungiana naa
in their front such desperate men an crushed
their ranks at Fontenoy,'to the ory of "Ite- -

member Limerick. Yes. the men crow--

barred out of their homes in Ireland ;; the
men oppressed, insulted, sconce), and
wherever they went, pursued by English
slander, scorn, and hate those men will be
in the van of the fight, and then will woe
come to England I And what of Ireland in
this great time I " w nat win lnsnmen ao
when comes this supreme' opportunity, the
like of which can only come in 'many ages?
We can tell what-the- y will do, what they
will beTible to do, if. they act well their part
as brave men they can, most certainly, es-

tablish the Independence of Ireland.
These eloquent words will appeal power

fully to every Irish, heart, in whatever part
oftheworldit may throb. That the state-

ments of the Nation respecting the new

awakening of national feeling is not exag-geate- d,

Is evidenced by the lugubrious de-

claration of .the Dublin correspondent of the

London Timet, who says that the national
party is thrown into "hysterics, from the

joy at the prospeot of a war between Eng

land and America."
But we have other and better authority

than that of the Tbius' correspondent, in
the spontaneous movement of the people.'

A publio meeting was to take plaoe on
Monday, December 9, in the Rotunda,
at Dublin,"to take into consideration the
course to be adopted in the present crisis,"

Among the soldiers of the new regiments
there is considerkble grumWing.but those who
have seen service in Virginia feel in no wise
discouraged, bat rather glory in the rain.
The prospect of a battle stimulates them to
endure whatever Providence may be pleased
to send. This news will be source of
pleasure to our Government, of confidence
to onr Generals, and of pain to the rebels.

Nothing; worthy of communication has
transpired as yet at Green River, save the
further advance of some of our brigades.

Kejultiean sayt :

Although camp life Is dull, and tent the
birthplace of that disease called ennui, one
occasionally comes across curiosities, and
sees places of charaoter that have remained
hidden for a lifetime. At Fort Holt I saw,
yesterday, a diminutive specimen of hu-

manity, half an inch higher, perhaps, than
Tom Thumb. A first glance would have set
him down as a child of three, yet, although
so little, he was a man in age, being twenty
years old. Dressed up in gay uniform, he
looked like a Lilliputian knight, 'soaped
from the world where Gulliver went visit-
ing. His intellect seems to have far out-

the little soldier of Fort Holt may yet be-
come famous perhaps he made a "Gigadier
Brindle," a la Artemas. A few day ago a
man, hatless,witb a head of hair looking more
like the mane of a beast than any thing else,
no shoes on bia feet, and both arm chipped
.off at the elbows, made his eppearanoe in
the St. Charles. How he got there no one
knew. He seemed a religious monomaniac ;

j stated that, four years ago, his arms offended
J him, and he cut them off, ia the shears of a

rolling-mill- . Drawing him into conversa
tion, bo stated himself to be originally from
Ohio, but just arrived and
Columbus. His narrative of trouble in
Dixie was woful. The Secessionists had
taken bim, as he said, for an Abolitionist or
the devil, and cast him into dungeons, starv-
ing him one day, and referring him to na
turalists and savans the next. He knew
little about the war, but was certain tbe
people had little peace of mind where he
just came from. His food was taken by
getting it on one arm and gnawing from it
like a dog. Getting startled at something,
he suddenly bolted out of the door, and has
not since been seen. He passed no guards
n getting out of town, and what became of

him excited curiosity.
