The State of the Rebellion.
The New York J'ctt takes a "look back"

at tbe events of the past month, and con-

cludes tbat tbe prospects of the insurgents
within that time have, although almost

very materially changed for the
worse. For a long time they maintained
a ebovr of aggressive operations along the
border; invaded Missouri; invaded Ken-

tucky; threatened Cincinnati, and talked
loudly of carrying fire and sword Into the
homesteads of Pennsylvania, Ohio, Indiana
and Illinois. It was by this kind of b'uster,
more than by any actual success, that they
gave to their bad cause an appearance of
Eolidity wbich it has never possessed. It
was simply tbe swagger by which a scared
bjiliy seeks to impress the crowd while the
man he has insulted is getting big coat off
and his sleeves rolled up.

Tbe capture of Port Royal made a great
cbaDge in the prospects of the insurgents.
We have not done much there as yet, it is
tiue, but we have a base of operations on the
South Carolina coast, which is more valuable
to u, in a military point of view, than it
would be to tbe enemy to have established
himself in force on tbe Bbores of Connecticut.
Before many days pass our Aug will fly over
Charleston and Savannah ; and moreover, by
Port Hoy al is our shortest roal to the military
center of the infected States.

At Fort Pickens, Colonel Brownhasprovod
to General Bragg tbat he can drive him
cut ot Pensacola whenever the Government
sends a force down to bold tbe p'ace against
tbe return of tbe insurgents. We have aa
army on Ship Island, ready for a movement
agairiBt New Orleans. Tbe Memphis Ava-

lanche reports that the Confederates have
evacuated Galveston, and it is probable tbat
tie Santet frigate has destroyed tbe place
audits defences, as we know tbat this was
intended some weeks ago by the captain of
tbat vessel. Meantime, there is reason to
believe bat before many days we fchsll have
Fernaijdma and Cedar Keys, Florida, in our
possession, and with them tbe Florida Rail-
road, together with certain forts and batter-
ies cot generally known, which will give
us command of tbe whole peninsula, and
will rally to our side tbe many loyal men in
that State. .

In Missouri we find that General Pries and
Ben McCulloch could not muster force
enough to repossess the districts abandoned
by our armies when tbey marched back upon
St. Louis; and the ease with which tbe reb-

els have been driven back and dispersed by a
small force under tbe gallant and active
General Pope, proves tbat Price, though, we
believe, a man of talent, has not tbe means
for formidable movements; while the cap.
ture of thirteen hundred men, with much
material of war, will still further weaken
him. . .

In Kentucky there are signs of a battle,
which may have, perhaps, more decisive re-

sults thai any yet fought in this war. The
i Fair at Belmont defeated Pillow's project of
reinforcing Price and McCulloch. Since
then the rebels have turned their attention
to their own defenses on the Mississippi. A
defeat in Kentucky will cause them the loss
of a great portion of Tennessee; it may even
give us Nathville with scarce another blow.
Polk and Pillow, who six weeks ago threat-
ened St, Louis and Cairo, are now defending
Mtropbla, and Nashville. General Hal leek
hat bis. fiutboat expedition nearly ready, and
will quickly seiza any advantage he may
Cod lebulting from operations in Kentucky.
Halleck and Iiuel threaten the rebels by two
converging Jincs; they will attack, doubt-
less, wherever Polk is weakest- - and they
will adfahcVwilh the knowledge that a suc-

cessful blow either at' Memphis or toward
Nathville will rouse" the"East .Tennesseeans
to open damooBtrationsV ' f mj

Tbe campaign has closed in Western Vir-
ginia, aud the country is ours! Floyd, who
has twice escaped capture within six mouths,
each time with the loss of all his camp
equipage, is sent with bis ragged followers
to aid Zollicoffer in Kentucky; and mean
time Beauregard and Jubnaton maneuver
before General McCJellan.

For tbe insurgents tbe war has arrived at
tbat critical point where a single defeat will
tuin their causa. One decisive battle might
end tbe campaign and the war just as the
capture of Delhi virtually put an end
to tbe Sepoy mutiny, and converted
Nena Sahib from a ferocio is .conqueror
into a criminal flying for his life. Al-

ready Abere eie- plentiful signs tbat the
people of the South are heartily tired of tbe
oppression and lawless cruelties of the Insur-
gents.1 la Arkansas-severa- l secret Union
clubs have Tatea discovered, bat more are
piobably in existence K the. New Orleans
papers complain gf tbe reviving Union senti-
ment tbere as "dangerous, to the Confed-
eracy ;" in Florida, Union men are lifting
their Leads hopefully ; and when East Ten
neeeee rises in force, the Union flag will be
hoisted in Northern Alabama and Georgia,
and in Western South Carolina. In Texas,
too, tbe rebels are havjng ' trouble with
" Union sentiment," b th eugetr-plant- er

of Louisiana will bail our arrival as deliver-
ance from an oppression which grinds them
to powder. In every Southern State Union
men are Impatiently waiting for deliverance;
and we are as anxious as they that they
shall be relieved.

It is tbe policy of tbe insurgents, now,
to avoid great'rrsk to avoid even a great

attle, of which the result must always be
doubtful. It --ft their cue to waste our
strength patience by feint and unim-
portant attacks; to spread their forces, and
thus keep as from concentrating our host
upon anyone point It is oars to force
tbam to ft. decisive engagement; and all onr
move-e- ef now Ud-t-o that object. ow
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believe that Halleck and Duel, in the West,
will accomplish it before many days ere
over. Every thing, so far, tends to inspire
respect for General Halleck's abilities. lie
is both silent and active; he bs Immense
material at his command, and he has it in
his power to strike one blow which must
tell more loudly against the morale of the
insurrection than any one blow which can
be struck by land forces in the East.

Tbe insurgents are now surrounded on all
sides. If they had an army ten times as
numerous as ours they could not defend
themselves at all tbe points where we are
steadily advancing upon them. Tbey do
not attempt it, indeed; the seacoast they
leave almost bare; the forces now in South
Carolina can not oppose such an army as

General McClellan will gather there before
be advances toward Atlanta; and the lack
of means of transportation not only makes
it impossible for Davis to move his forces
quickly from point to point, but it makes
more fatal to him tbe consequences of a re-

treat, in which his army must inevitably
leave all its equipage.

Though our affairs advance slowly, it is

evident that tbey do not halt. Tbe tide has
turned; it sets in slowly at first, but it is as
Irresistible now as when, by and by, it will
rush-wit-h the headlong speed of a mill-rac- e.

We
surely do not err in believing that not only
do tbe public desire to cee this condition of
affairs changed, but tbat Congress, the Cabi

net, end the President himself, also unite in
tbe desire to have an exchange of prisoners.
England, which talks so loudly of freedom, it
tbe real jailer the actual turnkey. Suppose
that by mutual arrangement an exchange of
prisoners were made, what would England do

and say? Iler words would be: "While you
treated the South as rebel, we could not ac
knowledge it as independent. All we
could do was to acknowledge it as bellig

erenl. Between a nation and her revolted
territory, exchange of prisoners can not be
admitted, because the exchange would alio
equality. The moment you do exchange
with tbe South we shall insist that, you
thereby concede to it the status of national
independence, and we shall at once acknowl-
edge it by recognizing its flag, breaking the
blockade you have proclaimed, and sending
our merchantmen into its ports for cot
ton end tobacco, rice and turpentine, under
the escort, if necessary, of our Biiips of war.'
This is v. hat England would say. She would
act upon it, even if the present difficulty had
not arisen, and thus England keeps, in North
and South, the prisoners who, but for her,
miebt just as well be restored to fieedom
and home, to friends and relatives. If they
remain in prison, England holds the key.

Eclipse of the Sun.
On Tuesday, December 31, the shadow of

tbe Moon will pass over the Earth and cause,
to a narrow strip thereof, a total eclipse ot
tbe Sun. Tbe width of the Moon's shadow
on the Earth will not at any place exceed
forty miles, and the duration of total dark
nees a minute and a third. The center of the
shadow first touches tbe Earth at a point in
tbe Curribean Sea, about two degrees south
of Cape Antonio, Cuba, and leaves the Earth
ntar the ancient city of Corinth, baving oc-

cupied in its passage across the Earth 3 h.
40 sec. i

Tbe whole of tbe approaching eclipse will
be visible, as a partial one, in the British
Provinces of Prince Edward Island, New
Brunswick, Nova Scotia and Newfoundland;
but at all places in the United States, except
East port, the Sun will not rise until after the
beginning. Throughout tbe Atlantic States,
however, it will rise before the greatest ob-

scuration, and before the end, at all places
situated east of a line drawn from the south
ern extremity of Txas to the middle of Lake
Superior; west of that line the eclipse will
end before the Sun rises.

"Malakoff," the Paris correspondent ot the

New York Timet, writes under date of De-

cember 8:
I should hit that in France people gener

ally are firmly convinced tbat tbe English
desire a fight, or, at least, will not yield one
inch of the position they have taken to
evade a fight; and tbey base their belief on
IDG BPPUmtmun mm r.Uittuu rcinjr umairua
to weaken the Republic by breaking it up.
On tbe other hand, I should mention that I
have just seen a letter from an English gen-

tleman, in a position to know the motives of
Vie English government in their present n,

who says tbat tbe government does not
desire a war, it tbey can evade it honorably.
Yet, l repeat, tnat tne conviction is proiouna
in France tbat England is bent upon a weak-
ening of the Republic, and will gladly seize
npou any plan, even a war, to accomplish
this object.

I'd to tbe present moment we have not
been able to obtain any indication of the dis
position ot tue hmperor in tne present ques-
tion, and nothing further of tbat ot the
Cabinet tban-i- s foreshadowed in such of the
French papers as are supposed to represent
the views of individual members of the Cab-

inet. A consultation took place yesterday
between Mr. Da v ton. General Scott, Mr.
John Itigelow, Mr. Thurlow Weed and Arch
bishop lIURbes, to arrange for an interview
with tbe Emperor. Thia interview will un-

doubtedly take place, and will be attended
with important results.

The Moniteur guards the same
imperturbable neutrality on tbe question
which I signalized to you In my last letter.
This paper states, however, that the English

Moreaa is purcnasing largely lor me Mexi-
can market making all payments in Mexi
can dollars, and there is no lack of hard cur-
rency in Comal County. Cotton is hauled
in American wagons and Mexican carts; the
roads are lively with the sharp cracks of
drivers' whips as they jog along toward the
Rio Grande.

A Frenchman in Mexico is also engaged
in the transportation on huge wagons, drawn
by twelve mules, and I was told that he
loaded no less than twenty-fou- r bales on one
of his immense vehicles, and tbat he at
tracted as much attention on the road es a
traveling circus or menagerie. He has been
heretofore hauling cotton from Matamoras to
tbe interior of Mexico, bnt is now coins
recularly into business from this section. If
tbe war is to go on, and the blockade con
tinucs, king cotton must hold court for
awhile at New Braunfels, and Mr. Moreau
will prove a prompt and active first load of
tbe treasury. He will disburse hundreds of
thousands of dollars this year all in Mexican
castings.
