COMMON

Perry J. Moore t. Eunice Moore: Before
Judge Carter. The petitioner asked for a
divorce on the ground of extreme cruelty;
the charee being, that on the night of the
27th of March hut she shot bint while In red
and with intent to take his life. The evidence
was to the effect that Mrs. M. had a fancy
for an bostler, in the employ of ber husband;
that he used always to drive her out, and
that on one Occasion she went with him to
rent a store of Mr. Coppin, stating that she
intended to set him up in the grocery busi-
ness.

The circumstance appeared so strange that
Mr. C. revised to rent the premises ; a night
or two after this Mr. Moore was shot, and
tbe policemen who examined the premises
and heard tbe statement as to a burglary
beisig committed, were satisfied that there
was no burglary, but that tbe act was com-
mitted by Some inmate in the house. Mrs.
Moore has since left the country.

Batard Taylor's Lecturb, Quite a
large and intelligent audience was in at-
tendance at Smith & Nixon's Hall last night
to hear Mr. Taylor's discourse upon the
prominent peculiarities and specialities of
tho American people in their social and po-
litical characters. This subject, we think,
can not be done full jnetisje by the speaker of
Inst Tjipht, although his views and idea) of
political deficiencies and reformations and
the general social qualities of our people, as
observed by him, were in many points

conceived, and did not fail to im-
press bis bearers favorably. His discussion
of tbe subject was not animated with his
vivid descriptive powers, and lacked many
essential principles incidental to a close ob-
servance of the two developing characteris-
tics of tbe Americans.

The speaker said: "Our Society Is the
plant of the Republic the root is English,
but tbe tree is no more like its parent than
the majestic cak is like the tiny sprout just
sprung from the acorn.

"The first broad distinction that impresses
itself upon a visiter to Europe, is a separate
social order, separate and distinct from
wealth and rank. In this country we have
no such social distinction that is, the man-
ners, learning and cultivation do not fix a
man's social position. I assert, that after
muking due allowance for rank and wealth,
a man'a position is less affected in Europe
by his political, religious and other senti-
ments than with us. I have thought that
tbe difference between European and Amer-
ican society might be expressed in these
words: There, political despotism and social
freedom ; here, political freedom and social
despotism. Character should form the basis
of society.

"An American possesses a singular sensi-
tiveness in resard to his wealth. Foreigners
have very little of this sensitiveness. An Eng-
lishmen will tell you tbe amount of his in-
come as a reason why he can not make a
certain expenditure. A Frenchman will
dine on a biscuit and a glass of water, and
sing an opera air as he shakes his empty
pockets iu the face of the world, while an
American will shrug his shoulders and pre-
tend to have just dined. '

"An American's idea of a great man is one
who, at twenty four boors' notice, can make
a speech, preach a rermon, write ao editorial,
cut off a leg, decide a cause and out in a
bid for a contract, especially the latter. Iq
time of want an Englishman would cry for
bread and beef, a German lor bread and beer,
an American for bread and newspapers. We
are prolific readers, not deep thinkers We
think we have no aristocracy, but we have
always bad one of some sort. Before the
days of railways it was thn teamsters on
heavy roads, tow it is our servant girls of
foreign birih. A gentleman may not always
be a Christian, but the Christian is always a
gentleman.

"Weprofess notto care what foreigners care
for n, and yet we are perpetually asking
ibem, 'V bat do you think of our country?'
For tbe lest six months we have been com-
plaining toat England expressed noeyrapv
tby for us, an expression we had no ngbt to
expect.

"We were too much given low, when op-
pressed by tremendous dangers, to meet
which, required concentrated purpose, a
steady eje and unrelaxing nerve, to turn
fiom the tragedy in which we were actors,
and regard tbe faces of tbe spectators. It
was well that we had found out at last, the
hollow-beartednes- s and supreme selfhaocss
of tbe British Nation. Eogland never svmpa-tbize- d

with any body, save as her selii,U in-

terests prompted.
"The ptesent struggle has illustrated one

splendid quality which our neighbors do not
uudersiaud. At this time, wbea strong
ueutuies are demanded, we have the sub
lime spectacle of tweniy million people will-ibp.- lv

submitting them.-elve-s to be tempura
rily ceprived of their dearest rights. This
is not understood across tbe water to be
any thing else than the beginning of a mon-aicb- y

or an anarchy.
"Here no intelligent man has any fears of

the dargera foreseen by our neih jors. 1

look upon tbe present struggle as an earth-
quake, which shall settle the stones ot our
fouiiaatioo the more compactly, ins'ead of
loosening tbem. Tbe shocks the American
people bave'endured will teach them tosiuk
a'i else in loyalty to the American Constitu-
tion."

If
sbe were to name tbe Emperor of the Flench,
America might argue, with great reason,
tbut tbe Emperor of tbe French haj already
expressed an opinion adverse to and subver-
sive of her claims. If we should take the
Emperor of Austria, America might urge
that he would be a partial judge in such a
case, from the treatment he received ia tbe
rescue of Colonel Turr; and, indeed, by the
vety lust advices we observe that Count
Rechberg bos intimated to tbe American
Government that tbe British demand for
reparation is fully justified. If we took the
Emperor of Russia, something might be nude
of the very close rlations which exist be-

tween Ihe Colony of Sitka aud the Hudson's
Buy Cumpany. One power would be too
sma'l aud another too lare, and it is impos-
sible to say bow long diplomatic industry
might keen tbe decision in suspense. Ou the
otber band, supposing tbe offer to be made
by America, with every conceivable circum-
stance of apparent fairness and moderation,
what third Power are we likely to agree
upou as thearbitrator of the question at issue,
and tbe holder of the prisoners ptndmlt Mtt
France has already spoken, and bag o re
nounced in our favor. With England and
Fiacce agreed, what tuird Power would be
listened to if it presumed to diQer?
