A Board of Survey, consisting of Captains

for the Second Iowa Cavalry, but were so
uoor that Colonel Elliott refused them.

Major
Allen was ad vised that these horses were
there, and though unfit for cavalry, might
answer tor transportation service. Accord
ingly they were brought by rail to at Louis.

HOW TO LEAD A CLASS.

BY BISHOP JAMES.

TbV discipline requires a spiritual inter-etwe-

view! the leader and each member
of hil class. If all ascmble, the require- -
ment t f the Discipline in this respect is
fully in ct; if any are absent at the time of
this ieneral interview, it !s the duty of the
leader to visit them at their homes, to as-

certain the cause of their absence, and to
minister to them proper iustruotion, or ad-

monition, or consolation, as the cases may
require. In this general interview in the

the leader must do two
things ho must intert and edify his
members. We do not simply say he must
try to do this, we say he tmut do it. In
order to this:

First: He must remove from them all
timidity or restraint. To do this he must
be easy and simple in his manner, and af-

fectionate and gentle in his address. A
benign look, a kindly tone invite confidence,
end soon remove embarrassment, and make
even the diffident perfeotly at ease and

Second: The devotional exercises must be
brief, appropriate, aud fervent. The sing
ing of a long hymn and the ottering or a
lorg promiscuous prayer, have a most dead-
ening effect upon a meeting.

1 bird: The oilier exercises of tbe meeting
must be simple, spiritual and varied.
Fiitniality, uniformity and monotony are
blighting to all tho interests of the inter-
view. Every class meetiug must have some
speciality, some particular service that
gives it a zest, a irealiness and a lite.

Pourtn: The meniners ot the class snouid
be Invited to perform the larger part of
the services. It is not necessary that the
leader shoud nddress each member of the
class personally; he may invite the mem-

bers alternately with himself to make the
opening prayer. Neither is it necessitry
nor even desirable tnat he should make a
long nddress to each member of the class
utter the narrative or his experience). The
Discipline does not require or suppose this
to be his duty. It requires that lie shall in
this exercise a sound discretion "to Ad-

vise, reprove, comfort, or exhort." How?
Not as a matter of course, but as occasion
shall require. In some instances, neither
may be required, but if the leader judges
that either is called for he should administer
it in the most appropriate and fewest
words be can command. Thus he will
leave time for the members to express
their feelings, to ask questions on any sub
ject about which they are perplexed, and
fur special intercessions tor any one who

Nothing will more certainly or more deeply
interest tbe members than this tree, gene-
ral participation in the exercises of the
mcet'iLg, giving all to feel that they are not
mere pupils or catechumens, but fello
Christians met for the interchange of
religious experience, congratulations, sym
patliies, and assistances in the way of life.

Fifth: These interviews must be short.
never wearying to tho flesh, and never ex
hausting to the spirit, and never so extended
as to intertere with domestic interests at
home, and especially with the obligations of
tbe junior members of the class. uca a
meeting will be inviting, attraotive, and
interesting. The class-meetin- must not
only be pleasurable but also profitable.
Happily, whatever editics a true Christian
usually is pleasant to him, so that passing
to the profitable tve do not leave the pleas
ing.

Sixthly: To render tbe class-meetin- g ed
ifying, instruction should be oarefully given
on epeciho suiects. Alt we have recom
mended of carefulness in ascertaining the
spiritual character ami necessities of the
members, and ministering to them instruc
lion or encouragement, or consolation, as
their oaBes may require, can be attended to
faithfully, and yet an opportunity secured
for another class of services. In a part of
the meetings, perhaps in most of them, a
particular subject can be introduced for
general conversation, the leader being pre-

pared to direct and control such conver
sation. For insalnce, at one meeting, the
duty of searching the Scriptures, the necess
ity of it and the manner or it; at other in
terviews private prayer, family prayer,
public worship, Christian benevolence or
charity, tho whole round of religious duties
in turn; then at others the sunjects or re-

pentance, justification by faith, regenera
tion, the witness ol tne cpirit, and sanctin- -
cation the whole cirole of experimental
theology, each of the articles of religion in
the Disoipline, and each of the institutions
of the Church, so as not only to indoctrinate
the members of the class in Bible truth and
lead them on to the fullness of the bless-
ing of tbe Gospel, but also to make them
intelligent Methodists.

Burial and Burial Place of Prince Albert.
We lake tbe following Interesting details

from late English papers, relating to tbe
burial of Prince Albert's remains in St.
George's Chapel, Windsor:

At five minuuts to one the coffin was low-
ered into tbe vault, amid the deep and silent
emotion of all present. Minute guns were
fired during the whole of the ceremony,
which concluded at ten minutes after one.

The following ia from the Exprtti:
The chief mourner, the Prince of Wales

and Prince Arthur, tbe sons, ths Prince of
Prussia, tbe of tbe deceased
Prince, were the oljects of sympathy to all.
They went throngb tbe trying scenes with
ss tnnch composure end resolution as was
possible under the circumstances; bat neither
rank nor pomp gives aoy exemption from
tbe sorrows that attend upon the bursting
asunder of the sweetest and tenderest of
human ties, and this fueling was quite man-
ifest as the remains of the late Prince were
lowered into tbe royal vault.

Tbe mcst remarkable features of tbe pro-
ceedings were their extreme simplicity and
tbe entire absence of pomp or display within
tbe chapel.

With scarcely an exception, the mourners
were dressed in black and white cravats

The procession was picturesque. Oaly
two or three hundred privileged persons
were sddmittea within the Castle walls,
while scarcely one thousand persons assem
bled outside.

Prince Arthur was dressed in Hiehland
costume, and his tears and sobs excited the
gieatest sympathy.

When an was over, and tne last or tbe
losg, lingering train of mourners had de-

parted, the attendants descended the en-
trance to the grave witb lights, and moved
tbe biei and coffin along the narrow passage
wmcn leaas to tne entrance to the royal
vault. At the bottom of the grave down
wbich the bier was lowered is a stone pass-
age, about six feet broad and some eight or
nine feet bign. un the right, in a little
niche, stands tbe very simple machinery
used lor lowering thy biers, and a little be-

yond tbis, in another niche, a row of very
tall, black, gaunt looking, two-arme-d wouden
candelabra, employed for torches when tbe
royal vault itseii is ope.oed. r or some twelve
or fifteen feet beyond this the pisssge cm-tinn- ts

deicending, and turning a little to tbe
left, till further ingress is cut of by two
plain, rusty, wide barred iron gates. This
is tbeentr.Tice to the royal vault. It is dif-
ficult, without strong lights, to pierce the
intenso gloom which always eavolops this
last renting place of royalty, aud even when
its somber contents are revealed, there is,
after all, but little to bo seen. It is a very
p'nio, wide, lofty stone vmit, with a groined
roof springing from tioue columns. On
either side, supported by these columns, are
four tiers ot marble shelves; in tbe center
are three very wide and massive slabs of
marble raised some two feet from the ground.
Tbe Bide shelves are destined for the mem-
bers of the royal family the center marble
biers for the coffins ot monarch only.

As tbe light slowly penetrates this dismal
chamber, two purple coffins, looking almost
black in tbe gloom, can be distinctly seen,
at tbe farthest end, brightly reflecting back
tbe rajs of tbe light es the beams fall upon
tbeir richly-eilde- ornaments, which shiue
as though affixed but yesterday. These are
the collins of George III and Qteen Char-
lotte. Above their beads, but shining out
warmly with a bright crimson glow, are the
coffins of three of their children, who died
young. At thoir feet, but bo ins distance
apart, and quite alone, lies the gorgeous cof-
fin of George IV. On tbe center slab, aud
nearest to tbe gates, the coffins of William
IV and Queen Adelaide rest side by side, the
Queen being on the ielt. The light dis-
tinctly shows these coffins, and the velvet
is 88 soft, and rich, and the gilded plates and
handles as bright, as on the day when they
were first laid there, many years ago. Not
even dust seems to have Boiled their funeral
grandeur; and, except a tew stray bits of
gravel on and around the center plates,
where the earth was thrown at that solemn
passage which commits the body to the
erouLtl. and tells us how we are all alike be
fore the sigbt of God, there is nothing to
Bbow tbat all the remains bad not been care-
fully watched and tended siuce the day of
tucir luiuiuieub.

There are no coffins on the right side of
toe vault, but on tne left are those or the
Duke of York, tbe Duke of Gloucester, the
Duke of Kent, and the Duke of Cambridge.
Strangely enough, the coffin nearest to tbe
gate is tbat of tbe Princess of Wales. It is
a crimson coffin, close in view, and, like the
rest, as bright as that which, alas ! has been
so lately laid there. Along the passage we
have described, the bier ot the late Prince
was wheeled till the foot ot the colli n was at
the gates of tbe royal vault. There it re-

mains, though it was not left to the gloom
ot its dark and narrow home till some dear
memorials of love and fond regret from the
bereaved Queen and children, whom he has
so untimely left, were deposited by kindred
bands npon the coffin. On Monday, a Queen's
messenger brought from Osborne to Windsor
three little wreaths and a bouquet The
wreaths were simple chaplets of moss and
violets, with a white camellia in tbe center,
was sent by the widowed Queen. Between
the heraldic insignia these last tributes from
his widow and orphan daughters were laid
npon tbe coffin, and ths royal vault was then
closed.

Moohe'b Patent Forty-Shoote- A rifle
capable of firing forty shots in as many sec-
onds, has lately been invented by the Rev.
I). Moore, of Birmingham, Iowa. Mr. Moore
is very fond of bunting and is an excellent
maikaman, and contrived tbe rifle above men-
tioned for his own use, in bunting sports.
The rifle is intended for hunting game of all
kinds, from a squirrel to a deer, and tbe
specimen, which was the first one made, will
kill with accuracy at a distance of three
hundred yards. Its caliber is ninety-fiv- e

balls to a pound, and it has tbe Maynard
primer attached. The powder and balls are
put into two tubes, which extend from the
chamber about one foot up tbe barrel, par-
allel with each other, and both can be filled
with ammunition in a few seconds. These
serve the pnrpose of a cartridge box, and the
rifle is charged from them by a partial revo-
lution of the stock, which is quickly reversed,
and the gun is ready for firing. The ball
rammed into the chamber with a sliding
rammer, by tbe movement of returning the
stock to its place. Tbe manner of handling
it may be learned thoroughly in a few min-

utes.
