Cpsg—griaved
and indignant—Ileft My Buchanan's Cabinet
Mr, Attorney-General Binck was transfare
10 the portiolio of State, and Mr. Stunton,
then absent from Washington, was fixed
upon na Attorney. General, The same night
he srrived nt ninte hour, and learoed from
his family of Lis wppointment, Koowing the
cheracter of the bold, bad men then in the
eicepdency in the Cabinet, he determinod at
once to denline; but when, the next duy, he
arnounced bis resolution at the 'White Honge,
the entreatios of the distressid and bo!pieas
President, and the arguments of Mr, Black,
previusled upon him to aecept,

At the fisst meeting of the Oabinet which
he nttendvd, the eondition of the seseded
Sintea aud the course to be pursued with the
garricon at Fort Sumter wore disoussed,
Floyd and Thompson dwelling upon “ihe
irritation of the Southera heart'” nod ths
fully of "continuing & uarless garrison to in-
grenfe the irritation.” No one formally pro-
pored any course of action, but the desigoa
of the conepiratorg wers plain to the new
Al'nrre{- Gereral.  He went home troubled.
He bad intended, coming in at g0 Jate u day,
to remuin o quiet member of this discordant
courceil. But it wna pot in his natuee Lo sit
quiet longer under such uttorances,

The next meoting was & long and stormy
one, Mr. Holk, feebly seconded by the Proa
ident, urging the immedinte reioforcement
of Sumter, while Thowmpson, Fioyd and
Thomes contended that o quasi-treaty had
bien made by the officers of tue Government
with the leaders of the rebellion, to offer no
redistance to their violations of law and
seizures of Goveroment property, Floyd
espocially blamed with indignation at whbat
he termed the “violation of hionor.”! At last
Mr. Thompeon furmally moved that an (m-
perative order be issued to Major Anderson

abandoniog Sumter to the enemy and pro-
ceeding 1o & poet where he must at once sur-
render.

Stanton could sit atill no longer, and ris-
ing, he sald, with all the earnestness that
could be ex g-roued in his bold nod resolute
fenturee: “Mr, President, it I8 my duty as
your legal adviser to say that you have no
right to give up the property of the Govarn-
ment, or abandon the soldiers of the United

ollowed, is treason, and will fuvolve you
and sll conceroed in treason Such lan-
guago had never before been heard in Bu-
chansn's Cabinet, and the men who had so

surprised and enraged to be thus rebuked,

with figrce, menaciog gestores, secming

them piteously to tuke their seats.

Additionnl dizpatches recdived at head-
quarters last evening coufirm, to the fullast
extent, the impoitant cewa which we
publishied yesterday afternoon in the Zullefin,
Gesnernl Thomas followed up the retrestiog
rebels 1o their intrenchments, and his men,
after night closed upon their victory, slept
on their arms until daylight to complete
their work, but the rebels took advantage of
(ke darkness to oross Lo the Southern sida of
the river, aod upon resching a place of
rupposed safity, they scattered ia ail dicee-
ticos. But we donot think they can escupe.
There are from eeven o ten Federal repl
ments which were thrown across the Cum-
berlaud some dnya since, to inlercept the re.
treat of the robels, when their asst behing
White Uak Cieck ghonld bave been broken
up. Unless they divide themssives into
squnde and find thair way into Teonesseo by
unfrequented paths, they muse all be eo-
trapped, uud the loyal Tentesscenns are like
an avenging Nemesis upon their tracks,
kpowing every rosd and every mountain
defile by which escape is poasible

Their reireat was so completen panic that
they did wot stiampt to deatroy any shing,
or \hey wers fearful of burniay their srores
lest the binze of enuflagration should light
the Federal forces ton renewed ntack, ond
thiey quailed before the hail-storm ol leud
snd iron which they koew that sot woold
briog dows upon them.

The evacuntion of the enemy's intronch-
ments took place oo Sunday night, and yes-
terdsy morning Genaral Thomas advanced
to seganlt bim, and found the prey fluwn.
The rebel loss is estimated by different per-
gons at from two to four hundred, but npo
official intelligence hns yet been obtained
on iliat point. The mortality on the part of
our friends Is not stated vither, but we can
not expect such a brillinnt success without
the loss of some valusble lives, Knowin
bow maoy soxious eyes will be tarn
to learn the fate of
rolatives and friends, we have mado overy
exortion to ascertain tho extent of our killed
and wounded, but without success.

Kpowing this, they bave got up
the cock-and-bull story ut the intention
of the South to abolish glavery on the condi-
tion that its independence shall be recog-
pized, 1o justify and commend the Intended
recognition in the eyas of the people. John
Bull, particularly, is to be humbugged by
this shallow device; he ia to be o to be-
lieve that he is going to become the instru-
ment of emancipation to four million slaves,
whereas he Is only to be used for fastening
on their fetters. The South dees not mean
to abolieh slavery; it will not mean to do so
for years to come; and the promise, if made
by lts agents abroad, is a promise put forth
on purpose to be broken.—New Fork Posl.

Newark, N. J. The contract price has |
ranged from $1 80 to S2 1), averaging
about $2, so that the total expenditure for
this single article of military equipment has
been penrly twomillions of dol‘urs. A more
gubstantinl article, afier the Frenoch and |
Prugsian pattern, has been purchased for
some vegiments, af 8 cost of from St to
54 50, Ten thousand of them have been
imported, and five thousand more manu.
factured by Edward Gumbs, of No. 5 Mar.
ray-street, in connection with other cone
Lracts,

The manufssture of these knapsacks Las
given employment (o the trunkmakers of
this city nt & time when the sales In their
regular business were less than iweniy per |
cent, of ordinary years, It Is ecstimated
thiot some twelve thousand operatives, male
nund female, have been kept st work in this
way diveotly, while the industry of a large
number of others has been incidentally af-
fectod. Brass founders, stair-rod makers, |
wire-dranwers and others, workers In metal, |
whose usual husiness is completely dewd,
have turned ibeir attention to the manufac-
ture of brass trimmings for kospsacks,
while n large number of others have fonud
employment im furnishing the immense
number of buckles and straps required.
The demand for eanvas, thread, paint, oto, |
Los alee stimulated beade in these artioles, |
and not less than fen or fifteen thonsand
dollars has been expended for the single ar-
tiole of wax, with which the thread used in
sowing is stitfened,

Defore the present way, the Government
knuiuuks were all made in Philadelphis,
st the regular price of 32 72 each; bui
competition has reduced the price to an |
nversge of aboul 52, some contracts having |
been tuken os low as 1 50, The large |
number of kuapaacks called for shows that
our solidiers are not ns caraful of them us
they might be. A good knapssack onght to
last iwo or three years, and even with such
trentment as they ordinarily recsive, at
loust & year, But many regiments not six
months in the field, have had two sets al.
ready, and some after being supplied by the
State, have obtained requisitions om the
Government for & new lot and thrown their
old ones away, while still valuable for use.
