FULL PARTICULARS OF THE BATTLE.

The Fight Took Place at Old Fields.

INTERESTING DETAILS.

We r indebted t Mr. N. Derbr. of
Spragne & Co , just returned from Sijmersot,,
for very interesting particulars of tbe battle.

The baHle-croun- d was at n place knorn
as Old Fields, in Pulaski Ccnty, and not
twelve milts west of Whit Oak, as

but eiebt milei nonh of the mon Ji
tf Fitbing Creek. Tbe forced under the
command of Oen. Thomas were as follows-- :

Firt and Second Tennessee; Fourth,
Tenth and Twelfth Kentucky; Ninth and
fovmeentn unio; TentU Indiana; Second
linnesota; four Batteries . and Wolford's

CaTa'ry.
i tie Tentn Indiana were on picket, with

Wolford'f Cavalry, and receive! tbe shock
of the advancing enemy. They fought
desperately, giving ground slowly, and al
lowing ueneral inomas time to come up In
prod condition. The attack upon them
commenced goon after daylight, Suaday
morning. It bad evidently been the inten-
tion of ZollicofTer to commence tbe attack in
tbe night, but tie bad been detained by the
beitvy rains, the bight of the streams and the
darkness of the uigbt. Nearly two hours
elapsed before the Indiana regiment was
supported in force. Tbe Indianians lost
eleven killed and forty-nin- e woundel. The
tiist support received bv tbe lndiamans
whs from the Fourth Keutnckv. who lost
nine killed and twenty wounded. The Sec
ond s.inrjefota whs in tbe hght next, and
loet ten killed and fifteen wounded. Tbe
next regiment in the fiaht was the Ninth
Ohio, Colonel R. L. McCook. Tne loss of
this regiment, our informant did not learn,
but it was slight.

When within about
thirty yards of the fence, Colonel llcCook
ordered bis men to charge bayonets, which
they did firmly and with alacrity.

thousand Yankees. Zollicoifer's attack is
said by military men to have been well
planned and energetically pushed, but he
was mistaken as to the character of the men
he bad to fight, as well as the strength of
tbe division under General Thomas.

I Our informant thinks it will be impossible
for General Thomas to pursue the enemy

ith great eiiect. The roads are absolutely
impassable. There has not been a freeze on
tbe Cumberland this winter. The ground is
full of water, and tbe mud on the roads is up
to tbe knees of the men. The road from
Somerset to Stanford is hardly passable. Our
informant saw one nundred uovernment
wagons hopelessly stuck in the mud near
Stanford. It is a serious question whether
it will be possible to transport provisions to
our army on tbe Cumberland. A strong
force is, however, at work on the road above
Somerset, corduroying tne worst places, u
wonld be hardly possible to push an army
train thronch the wild country beyond the
Cumberland, where the rebels dispersed. If
tcere suould be Ireer.a mere would oe
movements; but while the weather remains
mild we need not expect to hear of such
thing as celerity.

The Mormon Prophet—An Englishman's
Interview with Brigham

The following is an extract from Cupttin
Burton's new work, "The City of the
Saints," in the press of Harper & Brothers:

The prophet was dressed, as usual, in
gray home-spu- n and home-wove- n; he wore,
like most of the elders, a tall steeple- -
crowned straw hat, with a broad black rib-
bon, and be had the rare refinement of
black kid gloves. He entered the tribuue
covered, and sat down, apparently greeting
those near mm. A man in a fit was car
ried out pumpward. Bishop Smooth con-
cluded by informing us that we sliouM live
for tiod. Another hymn was sung. Then
a great silence, which told ns that some-
thing was about to happen: that old man
held his cough; that old lady awoke with
a start; that child ceased to squall. Mr.
Brigbam Young removed his hat, advanoed
to the end of the tribune, expeotorated, stop-
ping over the spittoon, whioh wasoonoealed
from sight by the boarding, restored the
balance of fluid by a glass of water from a
wcll-fiUe- d decantor on the stand, and lean-
ing slightly forward npon both bands prop-
ped on the green baize of the tribune, ad-

dressed his followers.
The discourse began slowly, word crept

titubanlly after word, and the opening
phrases were hardly audible; but as the or.
ator warmed his voice rose high and sono
rous, and a nuenoy so remarkable suc
ceeded falter and hesitation, that although
the phenomenon is not rare in strong sneak-
ers tbe latter seemed almost to have been
rt work of art. The manner was pleasing
and animated, and the matter fluent, im
promptu nfid well turned, spoken rather

MISSOURI STATE GUARD,
SPRINGFIELD, January 12.

Gimral: I bave received information
that, as Major-Gener- commanding this
department, you have either ordered or al-

lowed the arrest of citizens in the pursuit of
tbeir nsual and peaceful avocations; that
men, officers and privates, belonging to this
at my, have been taken prisoners on the Kan-
sas border and conveyed to Fort Leaven-
worth; and as such, and for no other estab-l- i:

bed offense or crime, bave been shot. In
some cases I bave learned that my discharged
soldiers bave been seized whenever and
wherever tbey have shown themselves, and
tbat they have been, by military coercion,
forced into a servitude unknown to interna-
tional and civilized usage in such cases. I
have obtained information tbat individuals
and parties of men especially appointed
and instructed by me to destroy railroads,
culverts and bridges, by tearing them up,
burning, &e, bave been arrested and
subjected to general court-martial- , for
alleged crimes which all the laws of war-
fare heretofore recognized by the civilized
world bave regarded as distinctly proper and
lawful. I have learned that such persona,
when tried, if convicted of the offense or of-
fenses as stated, are viewed as lawful subjects
for capital punishment. These statements I
can not believe to be correct; but let ns un-
derstand each otber on this subject.- - Do you
intend to continue the an est of citizens en
gaged in their ordinary peaceful pursuits,
and treat them as traitors and rebels? If so.
will yon make exchanges with me tor such
as I may or will make for similar causes?
Do you intend to regard members of this
army as persons deserving death, whenever
or wherever tbey may be captured, or will
you extend to them tbe recognised riorhts of
pt ifoners ot war ty tbe code or the civilized
world? Do you regard the destruction of
important roads, transportation facilities for
military purposes, es the legal right of a bel-
ligerent power? Do you intend to regard
men whom I have specially dispatched to
destroy roads, burn bridges, tear up culverts,
etc., as amenable to the enemy's court mar-
tial, or will you bave them tried as mtul by
proper civil authorities according to tbe

of treneral Halleck's reply:

HEAD QUARTERS DEP'T OF MISSOURI,
ST. LOUIS, Jan. 22,

General Sterling Price, commanding, $c:
Gbhkral Your letter, dated Springfield,

January 12, is received. The troops of
which you complain on the Kansas frontier
and at Fort Leavenworth, are not under
my command. Ia regard to them I re
spectfully refer you to Major-Gener- Dwid
Hunter, Commanding Department of Kan-
sas, s Fort Leavenworth. You
also compluin that individuals and parties of
men specially appointed and instructed by
von to destroy railroads, culverts and
bridges, by tearing them up, burning, 4e.,
bave been arrested and subjected to a gen-
eral court martial for alleged crimes. This
s'atement is in the main correct. These in-

dividuals and parties of men violate the laws
of war; they will be tried, and if found
guilty, will certainly be punished, whether
acting under your special appointment and
instructions or not. You must be aware,
General, tbat no orders ot yours can save
from punishment (pies, marauders, robbers,
incendiaries, guerrilla bands, &o , who viol
the laws of war. Yon can not give immu
nity to crime: bnt let us fully understand
each other on this point. If you send armed
forces wearing the garb of soldiers, and
duly organized and enrolled as legitimate
belligerents, to destroy railroads, bridges,
ic, as a military act, we shall kill them
possible in open warfare, or if we capture
them, we will treat them as prisoners
war.

But it is well understood tbat you have
sent numbers of your adherents in the garb
of peaceful citizens and under false pretenses
tbrougn onr lines into Northern Missouri
rob and destroy the property of Union men.
and burn and destroy railroad bridges, thus
endangering the lives of thousands, and this
too wuuoui any uuuuiry ueueaaity or possi-
ble military advantage. Moreover, peaceful
citizens of Missouri, quietly working on their
farms, have been instigated by your

to take up arms as insurgents, and rob,
Slunderasd commit arson and murder. They

act under the garb of soldiers,
but under false pretenses, aud in the guise
peaceful citizens. '

Yon certainly will not pretend tbat men
guilty of snch crimes, although specially ap-
pointed and instructed by you, are entitled
to the rights and immunities of ordinary
prisoners of war. If you do, will you refer
me to a single authority on tbe laws of
which recognizes such a claim ? I am daily
expecting Instructions respecting the ex
change of prisoners of war, which I will
communicate with yon on that subject
soon as are received.
