Another case
of this kind came before Judge Suffia this
morning. John Zeltner, who keeps a coffee-
house on Vine-stre- Hill, near Sycamore
Junction, was arraigned on the charge of sell-
ing beer to a lad about fourteen years of age
on Sunday last.
