I regret that yon have not pro-
eured a more experienced speaker—one ca-
pable of presenting the subject o you in.a
light commensurate with its digoity and im-
portange. Rut it has been otkerwise,—
Haviog had but short time for preperstion,
I am compelled to throw mysell upon your
kinduess and generosity, with the hope
that you will everlook the imperfections of
my address, which T can only promise shall
have one mark of merit,—brevity; for it is
gaid, “*Brevity is the soul of wit."
Wae have assembled here to day to ad-
vance the interests and witness the produs-
tivns of agricalture—the most ancient and
honerable occupation of man—ihe basis of
all other arta—the first step from savage to
civilized life, And surely we could meet
for no more worthy purpose.
