Dr. Kane's Last Illness.

Feb. 17, 1857.
Dear Father: Last Wednesday, we

were startled by the report that Dr. Kane
was dead though we afterward learned
that he still lived, although speechless and
motionless from another attack of paraly
sis and apoplexy together, (so said the doc-
tors,) which rendered his case perfectly
hopeless. We were all very much surpris
ed, tor ne baa been out ruling on Tuesday
morning, and on Wednesday his brother
was at the breakfast table, as usual. His
poor mother has watched by him almost
constantly until yesterday, when, as you
will have heard long before this reaches
you, her care, as well as that of his bro
thers and the faitful Morton, was no long
er necessary.

The profits on the undertaking, will be suf
ficient for all expectation. 20 words per
minute will be 1200 more words per hour,
24,000 per day of 20 hours, or 8,700,000
words per year, which at 10 cents per word
will yield a gross revenue of $876,000 or

175,200 sterling, on a capital stock of
350,000 sterling, while the actual ex

pense of operating could not exceed 40,-00- 0

sterling thus leaving an annual sur
plus, (at 10 cents per word,) 135,200
sterling; so that three years operating the
cable would liquidate the whole of the fun-

damental stock of the Company and pay
three annual dividends of over 15 per cent.
The Company, then, appears somewhat
avaricious in its greater anxiety to have an
annual subsidy of $70,000 of our as well

The Corruption Committee.
. The New York Times reviews the testi

mony which has been before the House and
refers to the result of the investigation set
on fool in part by its own correspondent
and concludes as follows:

Thus the house wiped off the stains of
corruption from its robes. Its next step
was to expel the two witnesses by whom
their existence had been brought to the
public knowledge! This is a climax of
justice which must command admiration.
After expelling three of its members for
corruption, the House felt so very pure
that it expelled the men who had said it
was ever otherwise. . This is a little ahead
of Ceasar's wife, ,

But the end was not yet The Commit-
tee had digested and reported a bill which
was to prevent Congress from ever becom-
ing corrupt again, . It was so framed as to
render impossible hereafter any attempt
upon Congressional virtue. Overjoyed at
tbe prospect of being thus removed" from
temptation, the House refused to lay the
bill on the table, 81 to 06, and then passed
it 104 to 83. But being reminded of the
inconveniences which its enactment might
entail upon them, they suddenly wheeled

about, r.consjJered the vote, 128 to 56, and
then laid the bill on the table. Congress
is accordingly in just as much danger of
being corrupted as it ever was. "

Thus ends the play. ' It has had several
characters part tragedy, part very low
comecy, and broad farce. ; The inquiry was
commenced in a panic; and cowardice,
party malignity, personal malice, and. sin-

cere honesty mingled in the conduct of its
several stages. While we cannot approve
of all its parts, we are heartily rejoiced at
the good results it is likely to bring about
It will check corruption if it does not stop
it It will open the eyes of the country in
part to the character of its representatives,
and by making constituents more watchful,
will render members more circumspect
There ought to be a standing Committee
of the same sort at every session of every
Congress.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 26. 1857.

Instead of the" Corruption Committee
Report, the House began this morning to
consider the several appropriation bills, in-

manner of Wright, to confirm it, tossed
handful of wafers in the Tennesscan's face,
throwing the responsibility of challenging
on him a responsibility which previously
was supposed to lie on Sherman, in conse
quence of Y right s imputation of falsehood
in the debate on Monday. '

Of course the wafers were not palatable.
and a row ensued. Wright it is averred,
put his hand conspicuously in his left breast
pocket, and Sherman sprung up aud struck
at him, but was seized by Wakeman of
New York. Wright was simultaneously
seized by Watkius, of Tennessee, and
Savage, and escorted to his seat A great
deal of writing ensued among the parties,
friends collected in groups around them,
and at the last advices, Savage, Harrison,
and Keitt, were engaged in earnest consul
tation outside of tbe Hall.
