"Poor Whites." A correspondent of
tho London Daily Neics writes after an

extended tour through the States upon the
Gulf the following graphic sketch of the
Poor Whites" of the South :

Through the central portion of the State
of Mississippi, that which lies on each side
of the road from Columbus on to Jackson,
as soon as one leaves the prairie land twenty--

five miles from the former of these towns
one is treated with the forest a discretion,
with occasional dashes of swamp by way
of variety. ' The population is scanty ; and
the houses, such as they are, for the most
part are inhabited by the most wretched,
most cadaverous, most thinly clad, most
lean, most haggard, most woebegone, for-

lorn, helpless, God forsaken looking por-
tion of the human race the poor nigger-les- s

whites of the Slave Slates. I have
seen many varieties of the genus homo, aad
many varieties of the misery to which he
is at all times liable, but I think I have
never seen men in whom hope, energy and
courage, to all outward appearance, seemed
so utterly extinguished as in these. Their
attenuated frames, hollow checks, fireless,
expressionless eyes, drawling feeble accents,
spiritless movements and ghastly complex-
ion, spoke cither of a raee degenerated be
yond redemption or of the extremity of
physical misery. I never met one of them
without going away with the feeling that I
had just seen a man on whom either fam-

ine or fever had done its worst. Their po
sition is certainly most demoralizing and
disheartning. They are despised alike by
negroes and planters. They manage to
draw a wretched subsistance from a patch
of Indian com round their log cabins, but
they will not work for others, as this would
put them on a level with the slaves. Those
who can muster up money enough for the
journey, invaribly make their escape to the
western wilds ; but a great number, ofcourse,
are compelled to stand their ground, and
get along as best they can. Society they
have none. There are among them none
of the hearty enjoyments ofexistence; none
of the pleasures, frivolities, gaieties of peas
ant lite in all European countries. 1 bey
are generally far removed from all neigh-
bors of their own rank ; they cannot asso-
ciate with the negroes. They chew, spit,
"loaf," and die, nielancholly, taciturn, surly
and sick. With these passing remarks let
me drop the curtain on them. They are an
unplcasing vision. The world has for
years been ringing with tho wrongs and
miseries of the Turkish rayah aud the
Irish peasant I have seen a good deal of
both. In physical comfort the rayah oc
cupies a position of which, "poor whites"
hardly dream ; in lightness of heart, in the
joys of the mind, aud the Irish peasant is a
lung in comparison.

By law of the late bogus legislature, the
district in which the courts were held, were
changed, and the time of holding these
courts; as also the place where they are to
be held.

A Young Murderer.
The Toronto (Canada) Globe gives a

detailed account of the trial of a boy nam
ed James McGireie, between 13 and 14
years old, for the murder of James M'CulI,
ahoy 9 years of oge, in October last, in the
township of Carafraxa, Canada. Accor-

ding to the evidence the murder was delib-

erate and inhuman. Having had a quarrel
with the boy M'Cull, he enticed him into
the woods to get nppeles, and when there
he beat him with a stick, and afterwards
took a piece of broken bottle and cut his
throat with it and inflicted gashes and
cuts all over his body. Ho then stripped
the body, hid it between two logs, and with
the clothes tied up in a bundle, left the
scene. When questioned by M'Cull's fath-

er he denied the murder, but afterwards
confessed it, giving its horrible details.
He escaped the vigilance of the officers
for two weeks, but was subsequently cap-
tured.

After the evidence was heard, the Jury
having retired a few minutes, gave a ver-
dict of guilty of willful murder, with a

to mercy. The Judge, be-

fore passing sentence, asken the boy if he
had anything to say why the sentence of
death should not be passed upon him.
He replied "I say they've sworn to a lie-
Old Scots says he gave $5, and he did not
He then sentenced him to suffer death by
hanging on the 14th of April next stating
that he would lay the whole facts before
the Executive, but expressed the opinion
that there was no hope from that quarter
on account of tho horrible nature of his
crime. During the whole trial the prisoner
exhibited no signs of sensibility, and receiv-
ed tho sentence with an air of careless in-

difference.

Southern Aid for Kansas.
The Charleston Mercury gives notice of

the formation of Word Committees in that
city, raised for the purpose of soliciting aid

and support for the soutaern seiners in
Kansas. It appear that the final blow
which it hoped will rivit the last liuk in the
chain which shall bind down Freedom in
Kansas, is about to fall The Mercury,
which is a paper giving out no idle words,
savs:

It is the last timo that the Southern peo
ple will be called upon to contribute to
this cause and their action now will deter
mine whether Kansas will belong to the
South or the North. We have so often
expressed our opinion of the vital import-
ance of this question, that wo need only
to allude to leading facts at this time.
We consider that question of slavery in
Kansas directly involves that of slavery in
Missouri. This great State, probably the
richest in internal resources of any member
of the Confederacy, is bordered on the east,
almost to its southern limit, by the Free
Slate, Illinois. The greater portion of its
slave population is in the counties of the
West, bordering upon Kansas. By allow-
ing this latter to be abolitionized, we place
Missouri between two fires. We, in fact
make her slave properly valueless, and give
her up to the pillage of the Free Soilers.

Thus the k ree State men of the North
can see, how important the present contest
is. 11 not only, in the eetimalion of the
most shrewed among the slavery propa
gandist involves the question of slavery in
Kansas, but in Missouri also in fact from
the. Mississippi to the Pacific.

But the Mercury, in all its penetration,
has evidently not anticipated the voice
which ere this has sounded in its ears from
St Louis. With all its intelligence, that
paper is sadly posted as to the extent of
the Free State seutiment in Missouri. The
Mercury adds :

Lynch Law in Iowa.
Our telegraph column ha3 already an-

nounced the doings of a mob at Bellvuo in
Iowa. The Dubuque Express says it oc-

curred at Andrew in the same (Jackson)
county. We got tho following from that
paper. Clev. Herald.

Gifford, who murdered Ingalls, .in tha
woods near Iron Hill, fourteen miles from
Andrew was in jaiL On Saturday last
twenty-fou- r men from the former place,
mostly neighbors of the murdered man, ap-

peared at the prison door.
The mob was headed by Jacob Landis of

Iron Hill, and on arriving in town proceed-
ed at once to the jail and assailed the door
with a heavy sledge. Tho door was a
strong one, and did not yield until near two
hundred blows had been struck. I hero
were four other prisoners in the jail, who
with the assistance of Gifford, barricaded
tho door. The prisoner, on finding him
self in the power of the mob, showed much
alarm, and asserted, on being told it was
their intention to hang him, that uifyou
kang me, jou hang an innocent man
From the jail the mob took Gifford to a tree
just south of the school house, between that
building aud the cemetery, when a rope was
put around his neck and thrown over a limb
projecting over tho pathway.

From 300 to 500 persons witnessed the
hanging. A prayer was offered by a Meth-

odist clergyman, Rev. Mr. Babcock, the
guilty wretch kneeling and crossing himself;
the su rounding crowd standing in respect
ful silence. J. hero was no disturbance, no
tumult, and a legal execution could not
have passed off in a more orderly manner.
No one attempted to interfere, the people of
the county, it seems, had come to the con-

clusion that murderers cannot bo punished
if left to the due course of the law.

When the last moment arrived, the lead-

er of the party tied a handkerchief over the
eyes of Gifford, who remained standing,
and every man of the twenty-fou- r took
hold of the rope. At a signal they pulled
upon tho rope together, suspending him in
the air about eight feet from the ground.
His irons had not been taken off, and his
arms being pinioned, there was but little
struggling as his guilty soul took its flight
His body was allowed to remain upon the
gibbet-tre- e for somelhiug over an hour,
when it was taken down and placed in a
rough box and interred in a field belonging
to Dr. Uowden. During the whole of this
time, and until the body was buiie L, the
crowd remained upon the ground silently
witnessing the various occurrences.

The miserable man before the execution
made a full confession of his guilt He
charged that his uncle, a man named Jerrct,
and a neighbor, David McDonald, were the
instigators of this bloody deed ; indeed,
they employed him to do what they dared
not The quarrel at tho bottom of the
whole affair was a common neighborhood
feud. At last accounts the avengers were
after Jerret and McDonald, determined upon
their death. It is a bloody, business.

Another Poisoner for Chief Justice

Taney.
The presiding Justice of the Supreme

Court of the United States rested his opin-
ion that negroes were not citizens, upon
the allegation that they have never beena-ec- -

ognized as such by the adoption of the fed-

eral Constitution. His attention, as the
N. Y. Evening Post, is respectfully invited
to the following extract from an act of Con
gress, passed in 1803, which received the
approval of President Jefferson and both
houses of Congress, and has .been recog
nized as constitutional by all the courts of
the country for more than fifty years.
This clause, it will be perceived, specially
recognizes the existence of colored citizens
of the United Stites :

, Art 1469. No master of any vessel,
or other person shall import, or cause to bo
imported, any negro mulatto or other per-
son of color, not a native citizen, or
registerca seaman of the United States,
or a seaman native of some country beyond
the Capo of Good Hope, into any place of
mo u uiveu oiaies, suuniea in .any oiaie
which by law has been prohibited, or shall
prohibit the importation of such negro,
mullatto, or other person of color. (Act of
Congress. 28th February, 1803. Sec 1,
T. F. Gordon's Digest Edition.1 837,p.453.)

Can any more conclusive evidence be do
sired to . prove that the General Govern
ment did recognize the citizenship of ne
groes, in certain cases, tliau this most sol
emn declaration of the Government itself?

High Price for Beef. The New York
Tribune thus speaks in relation to the
price ofcattle iu that city : "There was a
large advance in the price of beef cattle at
Bull's Head yesterday, the price of all good
fair cattle, suitable for market retailing
beef, being equivalent to 12 cents a pound,
and averaging fully $10 a head more than
the same grades lost week, making a differ-

ence of $20,000. One drove of Western
steers, 70 head, averaged $120 each; and
a number of droves of eommon Ohio and
Illinois stock, will averaged $90. These
are great prices for farmers but onerous
ones for city beof caters. The 2000 head
of bullocks sold yesterday, will average
$85, and at that, amount to $170,000.
Are not such facts sufficient to induce far
mers to increase the production of homed
cattle, to convert more grass and grain into
beef? They will receive important inform-
ation upon this subject in our Regular
Cattle Market Reports."
