The foHowin? are some of its points
of excellence as a Mower.

Int. It has not one porno of side draft.
3d. It has no more weight on the tongue, or

horses neck, than a wagon.
3d, Its draft is only 2i5 pounds so reported

by the Committee at the Ohio State Trial, 1657.
4th. ItruLsoa two wheels which serve as

drivers.
5th. It has an adjustable cutter bar and ac-

commodates itself to aa uneven surface of the
ground.

.6th. The cutter bar is in the front of the driv-

ing wheels, and the 6e.--.t in the rear. Thus ena-

bling the driver to see the operation of the cut-

ters wilhoat interfering with his driving. Also,
avoiding-- all danger of falling into tha knives.

7th. The driving wheels have no cogs on them
but drive the gearing by means of palls and
ratchets,

8lh. By means of these palls and ratchets,
the knives cease to vibrate in backing the ma-

chine. '
9th. Tbe driver, while in his seat can see ev-

ery bolt, box, and all the gearing while the ma-

chine is in motion.
10th. The gearing is all permanently arrang-

ed in the centre of the frame, tliKtaut from the
driving wheels, thus avoiding all tendency of
its being clogged up with mud or dirt thrown
up bv the drivers.

11th. The cutter bar being attached to the
machine by means of hinges, can ba folded tip
on top the'roacbine withoui removing connect-
ing rod, knife or track cleaner.

12th. The palls on the driving wheels can
be readily thrown out of gear, and by folding
the cutter bar as above stated, renders the ma-

chine as portable as a common cart,
13th. There is a wheel on the shoe next the

gearing in frout of the cutter bar, thus avoiding
clogging at the near shoe in passing orer cut
grass.

14th. The off shoe is only 2,VC inches wide,
and the last knife cuts no morethaa any other,
here tore leaving bo ridge or lrigh stubble at

the end of each swath.
15th. Tbe cutler bar can be raised or lowered

by means of an adjustable steel spring shoe st
off end. and a slot in the near shoe where the
wheel is attached.

IClh. There are no nuts or screws at the con-

necting rod. which are always liable to cause
more or less trouble by jerking loose, but use a
gib with a spring pall and a ralchet key, there7
by avoiding all possible chance of shaking
loose. i - -

Points of Excellence as a Reaper.
1st. It has all the advantages that the Mow-

er has in the gearing, connecting rod, and draft
for I be horses. -

Sd. The grain is delivered at the side, so that
a whole field can be cut without taking it up.

3d. The driver's seat is tbe same a-- on the
Mower, affording him a free view of the opera-
tions of the machine.

4th. The raker stands at the rear of the plat-
form, which is the best position fur delivering
the grain.

5th. The raker with one motion, throws the
grain to the side, then delivers it in tbe rear :

thus avoiding the difficulty of draceing the
grain from one gravel to another.
