6. That although constant representa-
tions bave been made of the defenceless
state of the for'sand the urgent need of
more men, s large body of recruits were a

7. That under the pretence of guarding
against any attack by a foreign fleet, in
case our interference in Mexico should cause
a collision with any European power, re-
puirs of Fort Mouitrie have begun, which
required part of the walls on the Jaud side
to be torn down,and the guns on that side
to be dismounted, so that there is no obsta.
cle to prevent a mob from entering the fort
in balf a dozen different places.

8. The accumlntion of thirty thousand
stand of nrms and large quantities of am-
monition in the Arsenal in the city of
Charleston, without any guard whaterver
over them—an open invitation to the dis-
affected to belp themselves.

We submit these facts, which are suscep-
tible of confirmation from other sources,
with the single remark that the President
must take the chief responcipility for what-
ever occurs at Charleston in conflict with
the federal authority, Having taken no
means to defend ipe property of the gener.
al government, and having placed arms
and ammunition to a large amount in tbe
hands of what is notoriously an insurgent
population, without gunrd or protection of
any kivd, be has exposed Limself to the
just suspicions of inviting treason in others,
if bot projecting trenson himself.—N. ¥.

Burncd 1o Death on the Prarie.

The lIows Advocate of the 1st inst.
brings the melancholly news of a calamity
which befel the family of Mr Daniel Swear-
ingen, recently from Tuscarawas county,
Obio, while on the way to bis farm wuear
Fort Dodge. They wero overtaken by fire
on the praine and o suddenly that Mrs.
®and four children were litterally roasted
alive in the wagon, aud Mr. 8. was terribly
burned. The Advocate says:

Without other warning than 8 moments
sensation of heat as felt through the cover
of the wagonin which thew were all trav-
eling in fancied security they wereovetaken
by fire on the prairie. Before any meas-
ures could be taken for protection, the
wagon cover was in flarses.  In & moment
the beding aud other inflammable material
in the wagon was on fire, snd before Mr.
8. could muke his way out of the wagon
through the flames, his clothing was on
fire. Unfortunately ss be fell out of the
wagon, he was kicked by one of the horses,
and for a time stunned beyond ability to
belp the others. He revived in time to
see his wife fall from the wagon, burned to
death, and todmg from the flames cne of
bis children, alrendy dead. Hisown cloth-
ing was burned entirely from his body, and
he is severely burned especially in the head,
face and bands. He is at present sight-
less, but hopes nve entertained of bis recov-
ery, and thal his eye-sight is not destroyed.
Two of the childrea were literally burned
up in the wagon. Of one, nothing could
be found but the skull; the othera charred
mass, io which was no trace of Lumanity
left.

Oue of the liorses was burned to death
in the hinmmess; the other succeeded in
freeing himself, but is badly burned.

The dead are Mary Ann, the wife of
Mr. Swearingen, aged 30 years; Sarah
Jane, Bebeca Ellen, George Dalton, and
Sabrina, his children, aged respectfuly,
eleven, nine, seven, and two years.
