Sir, e who sees these Suutes, now revolve
ing in barmony rouvd & common  center,
and expeets to see them quit their places
and fly off without convuision, may lovk
the next hour to sée the henvenly bidics
rush from their spheres and jostle against
each other in the realms of spuee, without
causing the wrack of the universe.

screens, jade stone ornaments, jars, clocks,
walches and olber pieces of mechanism,
curtaius snd furpiture—none escaped de-
struction. Thers were extensive ward-
robes of every article of dress; coats rich-
ly embroidered in silk and gold thread, in
the lmpefial Dragon pattern boots, head-
dresses, fans, &c; in faet, rooms all bat fill-
ed with them ; store-room of ‘manafactired
silk in rools, such as may be bought in
Canton for twenty dollars or thirty doilars
per piece. - Bya calculation made in the
roows thers must have been 70,000 or 80,
000 pieces. - Hundreds were thrown down
and trampled on, ard the floor covered
thickly with them; men were throwing
them at esch other, sud all taking as
they could carry.  They were used instead
of ropes to secare the losding of ecarts fill-
ed with them. Throughout the Freneh
camp were bundreds of pieces, some bhenp-
td up, others used Lo make tents or beds
and coverléts, In the afternoon a party of
Frencli went through the aparuments with
sticks, breaking everything that remained
—mirrors, screens, pannels, &e. It issaid
that they did so in revenge for the barbar-
ous trentiment Lhe released prisoners, their
countrymen, had received. A treasury
coninining a large quantity of gold ingots
and sycee silver was put charge of
# guard, 1o be divided between the Eng-
lish and French.

The
jade stone and china were of great value,
and some Sevees china of Louis Quatorze
would bave delighted the eye of many a
curious fancier; aud a presentation sword,
with the English coat of arms, studded
with gems, and evidently of antiguity,
gave tise to some specalation. ~ All the Ja-
dies bad disappenred, but their littie Jap-
anese dogs, something like a King Charles
spaniel, wer: running around in'a distracted
slale.
