They deny the right of
conventions chosen in the several Stales to
act upon the question of secession to de-

cide upon the constitution. For a conven-

tion, says the New Orleans Bulletin, to at-

tempt to perform nets aud exercise author
ity tiat were never contemplated by the

lectors at that time, would be neither more
nor less than an unwarrantable assump-
tion of arbitrary power, foreign to the ge-

nius of our institutions, aud repugnant to
the will of tbe people.

Treason Defined in Texas. Judge
Frazier, in bis charge to the grand jury,
defined treason as a crime to be looked al
ter in the event of a Slate withdrawing
from tbe Union. After the btate bas ful-

ly and unconditionally seerved the connec-
tion between the State and Federal gov-

ernment, then all wbo adhere to the Union
and so manifest the fact, are guilty of
treason subject and liable to indictment
by the grand jury under the constitution as
it now exists. After secession, any word,
deed, or act against the independence of
lbs State would be treason.

' Locomotives on Common Roads. Tbe
success of the experiment in England of
running locomotives on common roads is
so complete, as to induce Parliament to
provide for their regulation. A bill bas
been introduced into tbal body which en-

acts that the weight on each pair of wheels
is not to exceede one ton and a half. The
weight of locomotVes over county, parish,
or suspension bridges, is not to excede
fifteen tons, and any damage is to be made
good. Tbe locomotives are to consume
their own smoke. Two persons are to
drive and conduct every locomotive, and
red rights are to be fixed conspicuously in
front of locomotive and wagons one hour
after sunset and one hour before sunrise.
Tbe speed of locomotives on bigh roads is

Oft exceed ten miles an hour, and through
Vfrns, cities, or villages, five. No locomo-
tive is to be used within the city of Lon-
don more than seven feet in width and
with wheels six inches wide. - Parliament
does not stand in tbe way of improvement,
but recognizes it and endeavors to regu-
late it for tbe benefit of the public.

- Shot and Shell Inspected. The Uni
ted Stales Ordinace Officers have been en
gaged for some days past iu inspecting
a large number of cannon balls and
bomb shells at Fort Pitt works. Th
present lot embraces fifteen hundred eight
men sneiis and nve hundred balls; twenty
five hundred shells are vet to be cast,
Great accuracy is required in casting both
hot and shell, as tbe inspection is close and

thorough. The average weierht of the balls
is sixty-fou- r and fivwsixlh pouuds, and of
ne sneiis torty-eig- bt and six tenth. Tbey

are cast wiib such uniformity that the ag-
gregate of three drafts, of six balls each,
differed in weight from tho aggregate of
the next three drafts but half pound. Two
rings are passed over the balls differing in
diameter but five hundreths of an inch,
through the largest of which they must
pass, and yet not through the smaller.
The interior of the shell and thickness of
metal is then carefully measured, and the
shot or shell rolled through a cylindrical of
the same 'diameter as the gen, through
which it must also pass easily. By the
latter test tbe sphericity of the balls is
