The Payment of the State Debt.
A biill has been introdueed into the House
at Columbus, by Mr. Baldwis, to provide
for the payment of the State debt, provi-
ding thnt in order that the sinking fund
may be made sufficicut to pay the accrniong
interests upon said debt and redeem the
priveipal thereof, by not less than $800,-
000 yearly, there shall be levied anoually
—including the amount heretofore author-
ized by law to be levied for the same pur-
tax of two miils on each dollar of
taxable properiy, until the year 1872, and
thorealter unlilrlhe ‘sinking fund be made
sufficient for the final extinguishment of
the 'Sste debt.  Beetiop second provides
that 8o much of the amount raised by this
“tax a¢ shall be necessary to redeem the
privcipal to the amount named shall be set
apa.t as a “Redemption Fund” to be used
for no other purpose.

Under this provision the amount thus
mised in 1862 would be $800,000, which
would increaso by six per cent. each year
until the closa of 1872, when the whole
smount wouyd have reached $13,405,065,
00, one half the amount to be raised each
yesr to be set apart on the first of Javuary,
and one half on the first of July.

Nothing in the act shall be construed to
prevent the appliestion of any other fund
provided by law from being used in the
