Graphic Report of the Chase
from Phillippt séind gie Barttlc
of Carrick’s Ford.
The correspondent of the Cincinnali Commer-
cial gives the following exeeedingly graphic re-
port of the chase of the rebels from Laurel Hill
and the battle in which Gen. Garneit lost his
lite. It wns a terrible march for our boys and
they deserve all homor for it:
BOTHING TO EAT.

In thehaste of starting moet of our troops bad
left their haversacks belind. The supply of
cratkers avernged aboul one to each man; a lit-
tle salt pork was served out, the men generally
cutting it in thin slices, distributing it ns faras.
itavonld go, and eating it raw with their erack-
ers. Hundreds, however, went supperless to
their bivounck in the bushoes, laying dewn un
their arms sr'd sleeping soundly.

THE DIFFOULTIES OF THE MARCH.
We were under way in the moruing by three
o'clock. The sky was overcast and the wonth-
er cold. A drizzling mist commoenced falling
whieh, in an hour or two, turned into a steady,
chilling rain, the clovds pouring down their
burden in such torrents as you are accustomed
to in a June thunder shower. We forded Lead-
ing COreek twice, ana by the time we reached
the misernble little village of New Interest, at
the foot of Laurel Mountaius, (another range of
the Alleghenies, from which the Lanrel Hill
range iaammtt:rr) there wns not a dry
thread in our clothing. Every bair on our
bead became a eonduit for the deseending boun-
z'of Jupiter Pluvins.

Marching and Skirmishing.

The army correspondent in Western
Virgivia, of the Cincionati Gazelte, gives
a long and interesting account of the sud-
den wight-march of tbe Ninth Iodiana,
Fourteenth Ohio, Cleveland Artillery,
First Virginin, Seventh Indinna, Sixteenth
and Fifleenth Ohio; Sixth Indiana, and
the Guthrie Grays, from the deserted vil-
Inge of Phillippi to Beelington, opposite
Laurel Hill, and of the severe skirmishing
which followed. At eleven o'clock Satur-
day night the troops were quietly sleeping
in their tents, and by two o'clock Sunday
morning the whole column was fairly in
motion, in the order above named, the bod
gusrd with Gen. Morris and Staff be-
tween the Seventh Indiana and Sixteenth
Obio. We quote account of

THE MORNING MARCH.

The rond wound through the valleys
and oceasionally climbed the pracipitous
hills which skirt the upper portion of the
Tigart's Valley River. There came to us
on the moist morning air the fragrance of
the laurel and the aznlia, and as our bhorses
occasionally broke gaily into a trot, to re-
gain our place in the column, ope might
bave had difliculty in imagining avght else
than a pleasant morning ride that had
brought us on & rosd-thus early. Gradu-
ally the tight began to steal over the moun-
tain tops, and in the grayish dawn our long
line of bayonett, stretching backward and
forward through the Lills, seemed to ex-
pand and extend till one might have thought
the hosts of Xeixes were pnssing ameng
these defiles. Atno time was it possible
to see the wholo of cur columns. At some
turn of the road you might faney that you
had seen the advance compavies, Lut on
looking still further aliend, you are sure to
eateh glimpses among the trees.of our flut-
tering Lanners, and were certain that where
the tiag was, thers marching benesth its
folds were the troops te defend it

Our main safety in passing over this
road with its sudden eurves, abrupl descents
and abundant natural amb o8, lay in
the secrecy and suddenness of our depart-
ure. At sunset not a soul in camp koew
of an intended march; at suurise our ar-
my had nearly completed its movament.—
In many a gorge a hundred men could
have successfully disputed our passage, or
a masked battery buve mowed down our
regiments like grass. But what we our-
selves did not know there was no possibili-
ty that the enemy's spies could find out,
in their questioning through the camp;
and so the first intimation they had of our
approach was the driving in of their pick-
ets on Sunday moruing.

When the march was about half eom-
pleted, a halt was ordered, and the men
mat-dowa.on the road side to muneh their.
hearty breakfust of “hard bread.” From
this point the march was conducted with
grea cnation, the column moving slowly,
with two compsnies of skirmishers thrown
forwnrd, and fianking companies were sent
out to scour the adjacent woods.

THE FIRST GUN HEARD—A SECESHER.

Finally, about balf past sevén o'clock,
the first gun was heard. The enemy’s
pickets were firing! Our skirmishers made
a rush, and away went the pickets, run-
ning like quarter nags. Down went the
column through s narrow gorge;-it wound
rapidly around a hill, and out we came in
full view of the heights wo'were ordered to
occupy; with our skirmishers just chasing
in the last of the pickets, and a few of the
rebel officers, who had apparently been
breakfasting with one of their secession
sympathisers, a Mr. Elliott, at whose house
it wns at onca resolved to establish our
beadquarters.

The skirmishers spread rapidly over the
hillside, on the left of the road command-
ing the village of Beelington, and in & few
moments & group of our officers was seen
on its very summit. Our boys seemed to
appropriate the territory as they went, and
it was but a few moments till the whole
hill had been thoroughly explored and our
position secured. Meanwhils the Four-
teenth Ohio had rapidly deployed into the
meadows on the left, and advanced to a
position sustdining the Indison Ninth,
which was nlready hurrying around the base
of the hill.

In half an hour after our arrival, the
disposition of the forees to meet an imme-
diate attack wns complete; our position,
perfectly cooping up the euemy, was se-
cured and but asingle life was lost, that
of Wm. T. Girard of Co. G. Ninth Indi-
ana, who had been shot through the fore-
bead by the enemy, while bravely dashing
abead with his company of skirmishers in-
to a wood occupied by the enemy just be-
yond our advance.

Elliott’s housa was now taken at once
for the use of the General and Staff; great-
ly to the indignation of the old man, whose
form fairly quivered with rage, as he saw
the Federnl officers unceremoniously estab-
lish themselves on hLis premises, and hoist
the Stars and Stripes at his own rebel door !
As he had a couple of sons in the rebel
army on the hill, bis indignation could be
excused. !

Elliott’s dooryard was soon floored with
sleeping officers and men, whils on the
hillside and nbove Beelington the skirm-
ishers kept up & atrnﬁgiing fira upon the
enemy and succeeded in bringing down
three or four of them. During the night
two dashes were made on our pickets, but

ench instance. In the moning, with dsy-
light, the skirmishing began in, and
through the forencon a war-
fare was waged, Finally two large bodies
of the enemy were scen marching down
towards our encampment.  Soon followed
BRIRMISHING TN EARNEST

Descending from our position in the af-
ternoon, we fousd that a couplo of compa-
nies of skirmishers had been sent vu: to
meet the sdvance of the bodies wo hnd
seon marching down the road out of the
enemy’s camp, The skirmishing, which
had been kept up briskly all day, was be-
ginning to be much more lively, and it was
ovident that the wooded hill otoposlu our
brenstwork, aud just beyond the village,
was foll of the enemy. Their firs seomed
directed not only against our skirmishers,
but also ngainst the artillerymen standing

at thoir guns, and the troops within the

brenst-works, Going down to the artille-
ry, I found the balls whistling overhead
and striking as far back as the position of
the Seventh Indiana. Several soldiers
Lad been struck by spent balls. Fipally,
a bullet struck the saber of an artillery of-
ficer. This was getting a little too warm,
and rapidly sighting the gun, he dropped
ashell in the wood in the direction from
which the bullet came. For a little whils
the enemy scemed repulsed; they then re-
turned sad bagan a sharp fire on the skir-
mishers. To aid the Iatler another shell
was thrown toward the rebels. Qur boys
instantly sprang forward the moment the

y | shell burst, aud poured in a galling volley

upon the enemy, picking off particularl
tl!}: mounted ogeml;. . “ 4

As soon as their pieces were discharged
the boys hurried back to the trees and fall-
en logs behind which they concealed ther-
selves. In their charge they bad discov-
ered that it was the Georgia regiment with
which they were engaged, Lacked by a
strong force of cavalry,

COL. MILROY—ANGTHER SHELL.

For a few moments all was quiet; then
the matile of-musketry began again, our
men apparently giving and taking in about
equal proportions. An oceasional shot
from the enemy was still whistling around
the artillery, when Col. Milroy, with the
utter recklessoess of personal danger char-
acteristic of the man, sprang upon the
breastwork, took off his hat and waved his
men in the woods back, shouting “Fall
back, boys, we're going to fire another
shell.” Standing there on the breastwork,
his stalwart form aud full Colonel's uni-
form made him a splenilid mark, but he
scerned to have po conception that he
could be shot at. The skirmishers made
some reply from the woods (two or three
buodred yards distant,) which he could
not understand ; and there be stood, drawn

a single volley scattored the sssailants in | pear

up to his full height, with his head inclined
forward, listening iutently till be distin-
guished, amid the din of the small arms,
the sbout of the boys, “Fire more to the
right.” The gun was changed to the di-
rection indicated, and another bomb sent
flying into the midst of the rebels, In-
stantly our boys sprang forward, as the
Georgiana ran from the bursting shell, and
poured in & deadly volley. Fora fow mo-
ments the fire was iucessant, and our fel-
lows were seen pushing farther and farther
up into the woods. Suddenly they came
fiying back, and Look refuge behind the
logs and trees. The artillery throw apoth-
er shell, and the boys sprang forward a-
gain, charged vpon the scattering Georgi-
ans, drove them beyond their own inlmnrrﬁ:-
ments on the tep of the bill, and aectually
chased them within half & mile of their
eamp. .

A straggling fire was kept up on the
rebels until dusk, by portions of 1wo com-
panies, one from the 14th Ohio, and the
other from the 9th Indiana, with volunteers
from several of the other regiments. The
enemy bad every advantage, but the

COULDN'T STAND BOMBS.

They were in possession of a high hill
covered with a dense forest; thoy bad their
breastworks ereeted on the top of the hill,
and their cavalry was ready.to charge upon
our skirmishers whenever they ventared
out from behind their trees, and attempted
to advanes in anything like military order.
It was our shells that did the business.—
The Georgians coulda’t stand bombs, and
after the first explosion it was utterly im-
possible for their officers to rally them.

Our boysstood fire nobly. In fact, du
ring the skirmish, but before any shells
bad been thrown, n Georgian, who was be-
hind a tree some distance from ove of our
men, ealled out to him “What troops are
you!’ One soldier, squinting around his
tree, and seeiug that there was no chance
for a shot at his questioner, ra%ied “Qhio
and Indiana volunteers.” *“Volunteers!
heil,” exclaimed the Georgino, “you ngedn’t
tell me that volunteers stand fire that way I

MILROY'S SWAMP DEVILS,

The day’s skirmish presented some in-
stances of extraordinary daring. Perhaps
the most astounding was that of afellow
who undertook to furnish the news to the
rebels. 1 did not witness it myself, as it
occurred while I was off on the bill, watch-
ing the enemy’s camp, Lut [ am assured
by dozens who did see it, that one of Mil-
roy’s Swamp Devils, (as the boys of the
ninth Indiana are called,) took a paperand
deliberately walked up the road at tha foot
of the hill, on which the enemy were
placed, till he got within convenient talking
distance. Then asking them if Lhey would
nol like to bave the news, and they bav-
ing answered in the affirmative, he unfol-
ded bis paper and began. *“Great battle at
Manassas Gap; rebeis completely - routed ;
one thousand killed, ten thousand wounded,
and nearly all the rest taken prisoners; all
traitors to ba hung aud their property con-
liscated! By this time the bullets
to rain down upon him rather thickly, and
he beat a rapid retreat to a convenient tres,
carefully folding up his paper ns he went,
and shouting back that if they would come
over to camp, Lie would give them the bal-
ance of Lhe news!

BALLY TO LOGS.

The pecularity of the skirmish, Monday
afternoon, was that our boys acted almost
entirely without orders. There was but &
single officer with thew, and they did’nt ap-
lo act under his direction. When a
shell was thrown, they would shout. Now
g-i‘-. itto [ham," and rOf“'d eh whole W'
ty would rush. When the enemy recover-
ed, and began to retorn the fire, some fellow
would sing out, “Rally to your logs,"” and
rally they did, with an netiyity very provok-
ing to the Georgians. - -

The loss of the enemy in this affair was
about twenty. On our sido ono killed and

four wounded.
INDIAN BUSHFIOHTING.

Since the skirmish Monday even
have had nothing ¢loser than Tudian
fighting, Our men took to it very much
ns they would to squirrel shooting. This
avening I found balf a hundred of them be-
bind stumps and bushes, in an open field
not three-fourths of a mile from the enomy’s
eamp, popping away at their pickets and
skirmis at avory vity. One

The dotails were furnished me
by the priest who confessed the unhappy
man, and agree perfectly with the result of

and intelligent peasant girl, to the garrison,
where her beanty attracted the altention of
ao officer, who at cnte ds;::miud

3 ing her and uﬂ'edmg' ruin. ¥-
mimgnEm sdvan over her hus-
band; as his superior, he would order him
to distant duty, whenever fl-iblq, so he
could not observe him, and thex, seeking
the young wife, would console her for his
absence; and escuse the harshness of dig-
cipline that left bim no choice so he could
make his duty easier.

eyes o to his baseness, ske resented

sword and kitked out of the room, with a
warning, that if ing more was heard
about the matter be would have him hand-
cuffed and imprisoned as a mutinous soldier.
A fow dayae after, this privale was on daty
as sentinel over a portion of the barracks
near the room of his wife which communi-
cated with a large and beautiful grdun and
grove, a sort of pleasure ground for the fam-
ilies of the officers quartered there, Sud-
denly he heard fearful screams in the gar-
den, and upon their repetition knew it was
his wife. An instant, and only an instaot
he thought about bis duty as a soldier, his
orders and the threats of the officer—and
then his young, strong love prevailed over
all. With his musket he jumped from the
walls and ran in the direction of the cries
now almost ceasing.
Arriving there, in an elegant littls sum-
mer house, he found his wife struggling
and almost exhansted, to escape the same
officer, who held her fast, and was doing his
utmost to compel her to yield to his wishes.
Exaeperated beyond endurance, with one
blow from the butt of his musket, ha smots
the scoundrel to the earth, took his wife,
led her back to her room, and resumed bis
duty; othiers had heard the screams and
gona toward the scene; among them a ne-
phew of the officer, who witnessed the blow,;
and assisted the punished rascal to his ap-
artments aftdr berecovered. In two hours
mora his trinl was concluded, and he was
sentenced to death,

was headless, and his poor wife, a widow
and a manine! The provocation was mot
once thought of, it was only one of Lhe can-
atlle whose life was w a ’s no
more, to these mristocrats, yet he died for
defending the holiest, dearest human trens-
ure God vouchsafes to man—his young, in-
nocent wife, from the insult and persecu-
tions of an unprincipled scoundrel. I saw
bim die, and I can testify how bravely he
met 50 sad and stern a fate, just as life was
opening to him newer and dearer joys than
he had known, Tue priest to whom I have
referred ascended the fn::l plll:l.fonq with
him, they knelt and prayved; the prisonmer
looked utterly sad and heart broken, aad
all the wonL he would utter were ‘“poor
Maria! poor Marie!” over and over. The
crowd wept and sympathised, but a lﬁ-
ment of Austrian bayonets kept down all
murmuring. Finally be threw up bis bands
impulsively, prayed an instant aad turned
to the.ex !
