Important Arrest of Spies.
The new leaf turned over by tbe Feder-

al autborities in regard to traitors and
spies, shows bow plentifully they have
been circulating in tho North. During
last week a dozen or more were arrested;
and very properly consigned to prison.
On Thursday evening three spies were
caught at Harrisburg, direct from Seccssia,
upon whose persons about 3,000 were
found, and drafts to the amount of $100,--

000, most of which were dated at Rich
mond, Va. They cave their names as
Tboma3 J. Carson, Walter W. Kelley, and
William M. regram, and represented lliem
selves as citizens of Baltimore. Import
ant passes were found on their persons or
in their baggage, and it appeared that tbe
prisoners had smuggled themselves through

ur lines above Williamsport, Md., and
then took the train at Chambersbunr. The
examination of Kelley resulted in finding
an array of false pockets in his shirt, con-

taining drafts on New York to the amount
of. $100,000. Tbey were sewed in and
ironed out so, as to give the garment n
close.fit. A number of treasonable letters
were also found. The Press savs :

All the letters wero taken possession of
by the Mayor, and the circumstances being
deemed, sufficient to detain the men in
custody, they were put "in the county pris"

on. for a further hearing:

tho volunteer may draw such poitions of
his pay as he may request.

This has been aent to tho officers of tbe
United States army in command, among
the general orders recently issued from the
headquarters of tbe army. We h ope it
will be extensively published through the
country.
