It is generally supposed

to be considerable of an honor to wear a
Cptain'a or Lieutenant's uniform, when

the right to wear it has been earned by
service Tendered on the battle field or
or otherwise the intention being to make

it a distinguishing mark of honor a re-

ward of merit. But the military uniform
is becoming altogether loo fashionable

a "cloak" for crime and rascality, It was

but a short time since that we bad an in-

stance in our own town of a bold forger
swindling several of our citizens out of
considerable sums of money, performing
the while in the character of a Federal
Captain, and wearing a dashing uniform

appropriate lo that rank.

"Then why in
the name of common sense does ho wear
the uniform V "Why, the military dress
is all the go now it is the most fashiona-
ble rig a person can put on !" "Who is
that officer coming down the street evi-

dently belonging to the artillery service!"
"He's no officer, cither; that's Rummy
Jack, the most successful pickpocket nny-wher- o.

in the country." "Good heaven
can this be true !" The young man begins
to think there isn't so much honor in wear-

ing Uncle Sam's uniform, for there's Rum-

my Jack and Whisky' Bill, and a host of

others of a like stripe, they can be, as far

A Snow Ball Battle-Fu- n Alive in
Camp.

CAMP DE COURCEY, LEXINGTON, KY.,
January 30, 1862.

Eds. Com: This morning, on awak-

ening from our slumbers, our eyes were
gladdened with the sight of the ground
covered with snow. After the breakfast
the boys commenced snow-ballin- and
before dinner every commissioned officer
had received a good pelting, not except-

ing all tho field officers. Our Colonels
leoked more like snow men than human
beings. It was kept up till about three
o,clock. when the Colonel ordered the
bugle to be sounded for the regiment to
fall into line, without guns and accoutre-
ments, and in fatigue dress. We were all
puzzled to know what was to be done,
when we marched out in tho woods near
the camp, and divided into two armies,
the right wing representing one army and
the left wing representing the other. Wo
were then drawn up in line of battle and,
after throwing out skirmishers, the Colo-

nel ordered us to "load at will," when eve-

ry man commenced making snow-ball-

After two or three rounds each we were
ordered to come to "attention." Lieut.
Col. Jackson had command of the right
wing, and Col. Mnndy of the left. The
bugle then sounded for forward march
when the wings advanced toward each
other. When within thirty paces they
commenced throwing snow-ball- They
fought one round, when the bugle sound-
ed to cease firing and to rally into line,
Col. Mundy s wing retiring with Lieu
Col. Jackson a prisoner. After making a
few snow-ball- s, we. went at them again,
find fought about ten minutes the right
wing taking the Major prisoner. Next
round the left wing captured Capt. Voight

Sorghum Syrup and Sugar.
The following extract of a letter from

the celebrated sugar refiner, Wm. H. Bel-cho- r,

of St. Louis, to n gentleman in Ga-

lena, will be read with interest at this time.
The letter is dated St. Louis, Jan. 21,
1882: .

Wo sent you, a few days since, four kegs

of refined' Sorghum Syrup, all of which is

the product ot Illinois. Wo have refined

mme'two hundred barrols of it forcountry
people, on shares, and the refined turns

out to the fancy nnd taste of most persons

n verv trood tasted s'srup. The improve

inent of it byrcfining causes a good deal
of excitement and talk among the agricul-

tural folks, and the prospect is that the
West will raise all the syrup and molasses
they can consume.

Farmers who raised one acre last year"
now say that they will raise ten and some
twenty acres. Some two or three parties
have offered me one hundred acres of the
cane (each) in the country if I would put
up a Steam Mill and Pans to make the
syrup good and give half the product for
making it. We are experimenting on
some samples of the raw Sorghum of a
sugary appearance to test the per centage
of cane sugar, though full and satisfactory
results of a chemical analysis .can only be
obtained from the cane itself before it is
manufactured and iujured by the crude
process of making sorghum syrup in the
country.

About Hatteras Island.
A correspondent of the Indianapolis

Journal gives an account of some of the
peculiarities of Hatteras Island, which is
now tbe base of operations of the Burn-sid- e

Expedition. It is about 45 miles in

length, and from one quarter to two miles
wide in its widest part, which is at Cape
Hatteras. We quote:

The entire population of the Island is
about fifteen hundred. They get a living
by fishing and stripping wrecked vessels,
or, as they call it, "plunder." They are
unenterprising, unambitious but cunning.
Some of them have lived hero seventy
years, and know no other spot. With but
few exceptions they are anything and ev-

erything. Secession when secesh rules,
and Union when Union is strongest. All
of them have money ; and in the shad sea-

son make large sums. They trade their
fish for flour and corn ; raise larga quan-
tities of sweet.potatoes, out of which they
make heavy bread, the digestion of which
is almost as deadly as the cannon balls of
the rebels. Barrels aro sunk in the sandy
soil for wells. Attached lo a pole is a
little paint barrel, which is the bucket.
There are no carpets on the floors of their
houses; and when the little windmills
break, they pound their corn in mortars,
and thus prepare their corn meal for baking.

The cattle and stock are like the people
the breed has run out. Diminutive

black pigs, stray around, tho island, and
sometimes have to take a purchase on
each other's tails, so that when they root
they won't take a somersault. Scraggy
black sheep roam disconsolately over the
sand hilJs, picking skeleton grass here and- -

therc, or browsing in tho cuapparel of the
woods. A skeleton horse, with a skeleton
rider, is met every now and then, and one
does not know which to be scared at. most,
tho dried up man or the withered beast.
The chickens are all bantams, the ducks
small, so small they can hardly quack, the
geese most all ganders, and the dogs spir-

itless.
The fishing is splendid. On the ocean

side you cast your line through the break-

ers, and often catch drum fish weighing
from ten to sixty pounds; also blue fish,
sea trout, and flounders. In the sound
large quantities of shad, mullet, mackerel,
and white fish are caught in seines. Oys-

ter beds aro plentiful, and clams may be
found in large numbers.

The mockinc bird sines all day from
tho tree tops his varied notes, and at
nicht tho owl hoots his war cry. It is a
strange place indeed, and wilt always bo
remembered with curiosity by any one who
has been at Hatteras.

REFINEMENT AND PROFANITY.
We pursued the fugitives and shelled

them as we proceeded. Every few miles
we were compelled to halt, and were
drawn up in battle order. On our way I
stopped for a moment, where six rebel
doctors were acting as surgeons, and pris
oners. I conversed with Dr. Morton of
Nashville, who seems to be a gentleman
of refinement, and profanity. I noticed
a rebel cap on his head. "Are yon," said
I, "in the service of tho United States !"
"I have recently been detailed to that ser
vice," was the pleasant reply. He spoke
good humoredly of his capture, and con
demncd the conduct of the rebel cavalry,
while he complimented our army. "We
came out,'" said ho, "with eleven regiments,
expecting to meet but two ! Wo expect-
ed to give you but we got it our
selves."

ENJOYS MUSIC AND SUNSET.

All tho troops engaged in the battle in

the morning, who were able, followed. We
had now reached the main body nnd en-

joyed the evidences of the fight and the
night of the rebels, in tbe shape of blan
kcts, haversacks, guns ammunition &c,
all along the road. Wo run them into
their fortifications, and then "peppered"
them with cannon ball and shell, ihe
music of Standard's battery, and the sun
sot of that Sabbath evening, were truly
delightful.

6pilo or every misrepresentation aim iue
thousand trials that beset her dangerous
position, she lias steadily persevered
against the obstacles that intimidated all
others. When sickness fell upon us, so
that from two to four of our men died dai-
ly, she alone of our nurses stood calmly
in tbe hospital, ministering to tho sick and
dying, as only a devoted woman can minis-

ter, and that, too, when the dreaded coast
fever seized upon her and she felt assured,
and so assured us, that she would not sur-
vive it." - But she made a determined effort
to make the soul master of the disease of
the body, and succeeded, and straight way
she was at her post again. I believo sbo
expects and wishes to die at her post, soon-
er or later, to tho end that sho may lay
down a life in the service of her country
that has been a burden to her.
