10 to Kew Madrid, so as to pass transport boats

throngh, on which Pope cculd cross his forces

from the Missouri shore. This was accomplish

ed some days since, and several vessels passed

through. Finally the Carondolet gunboat ran

the blockade one night and the Pittsburgh gun
boat ran it the next night. The transports,
loaded with troops, tinder protection of the gun
boats and our land batteries on the Missouri

side, crossed the nver, our forces capturing the
rebel shore batteries and getting so in the rear
of Island No. 10 as to cut off all retreat from

the Island, and hence the surrender of that Is
land and the flight of the rebels on tho Tennca-se-

shore. .

More and Better News.
St. Louis, April 8.

Gen. Pope has eaptured three Generals,
six thousand prisoners of war, one hundred
seige guns, several field batteries, and an
immense quantity of small arms, teDts,
wagons, horses and provisions. We have
not lost a single man.

CHICAGO, April 8.
A special lo the Times says that 480

prisoners, including 17 officers, 70 pieces
of artillery, a Inrge quantity of ammuni-
tion, muskets, and small arms, were cap-

tured on the Islaud.
The Confederates had become perfectly,

demoralized. In many cases whole regi-

ments refused to obey orders. Much ill
feeling prevailed among the officers, and
none had any confidence in commanding
officers.

CAIRO, April 8.
Information which reached here

slates that on the Clb the rebel forces un-
der Beauregard attacked our forces under
Grant, and that the battle raged all day.
Our lines were driven in by the attack but
as tho reserves were brought into action
tho lost ground was regained and the reb-

els repulsed with terrible slaughter. Our
loss was very heavy.. No particulars
known yet.

Further advices from New Madrid rep-

resents that Gee. Rope had taken three
thousond prisoners at 'Tiptonville. In
their retreat the rebels abandoned every

April 8.
A private dispatch received in this city

from one of Gen. Grant's Staff
Bays: "We have fought and won the hard-
est battle ever fought on this continent."

ST. LOUIS, April 8.

leaving all their arlilery, baggage, supplies
and sick.

U. S. MILITARY TELEGRAPH,
WAR DEP'T WASHINGTON, Ap'l S.
The following messages were received by

the Secretary of War this evening:

landing. The battle lasted from morning
till late in the afternoon, and resulted in
the complete defeat of the rebels with a
heavy loss on both sides.

Two divisions of his
army were in the battle.

From the 16th Regiment.
CUMBERLAND FORD,

March 24th, 1862.
Ma. Casket: It has been some time since I

last wrote to you, and feeling in a humor for
writing, I again take up my pen to give my
old friends at hone a faint idea of what we are
doing. Last Tuesday morning, Lieut. Liggett
went out on a scout to learn what news lie could
concerning the rebels' at the Gap. He return-
ed Thursday evening, reporting that the reb-

els had gone around to Big Creek Gap. taking
eight cannon with them, and that there were
only about200"leit at Cumberland Gap. This
report, confirmed the rumors brought into camp
by citizens from the mountains around 'the
Gap. One reported that lie had seen them ten
miles on the other side of the monntaTns, .mat-
ing toward Big Creck Gap. You may wonder
why they were going there, and here is the
place for me to tell yon. Gen. Caetee has sent
the 2d Tennessee "regiment in" throngh by the
Big Creek Gap, to protect the Tennesseeans
who are daily crossing the mountains and com-
ing over to us. The rebels have had their cav-
alry scouting through these mountains and cut-
ting off-- these poor Tennessee refugees. Thi.s
the Tennessee regiment soon put a stop to, by
whipping them out. and taking a great number
of their cavalry prisoners. I suppose they did
not like this prelty good; and concluded'they
would put a biop to it. Now I must tell what
we did. At midnight, of Thursday night, we
were aroused from our pleasant dreams by our
Orderly calling on the men lo draw five "days'
rations of provisions, as we were to start "for
the Gap by eight o'clock the next morning. Af-
ter considerable of grumbling at being waked
up. you might se our cooks slowly craw-lin-

out of their beds to draw and cook our rations
for the march.

Early Friday morning the revcillce warned
us to get up and prepare for the work before ns.
We were jeady. at the .appointed time with
iu rounus.pi cartridges apiece, ranrcueu into
close copirun and.stacked arms, as we had to
wait on the first Tennessee regiment which
was not yet across the ford. By half past nine
however, everything was in readiness, and off
we went in high glee, expecting lo get a sight
ot the elephant at last.

Wc reached the top "of the' same monntain
which the Gap is on. about dark. As is usual
when the 1 6th makes a move, a drizzly, rain set
in wiucu soon turned into snow. Wo were
just studying how we would make ourselves as
comfortable as possible cn the wet ntld cold
ground. Wa were shivering with the cold and
wailing anxiously for orders to Mack arms. and
unshns; knapsacks; when, lust as Col. de Cock
Cr gave the welcome command, Capt. Edgac
caneci our "ao. o co. suoulder arms right
face" and off co. 11 went oa picket. We had
a sweet old. tune of it; Our obtpost approach
ed within twenty yards of their pickets. Here

all night in the cold and wet, ithout
daring to build a fire, as that would enable the
enemy to approach us without being seen. It
was amusing, and at the 6arae time it looked
hant to see two of our nearly frozen sentinels
come together, and with chattering teeth and
shivering frame, say, ts pret-t-l- y

When daylight came, we built fires and warm
ed ourselves. Vfo were scarcely thawed out
before Capt. Eugac called for 25 volunteers to
drive in the enemy's pickets. Nearly every
man stepped lurwaru. vte deployed as skir
mishers and wound round the top of the moun
tain and soon came in sij;lit ol tue enemy s for
tifications. We ran their pickets in, and you
would have laughed to have seen them dodge
through the brush. We treed two or three in
an old picket hut, where we kept them in a
stew (or some time. When one would peep
out of his hole, a ball I rum one oi our rill'
whirring in close proximity to his head made
him dod ire back again. We opened nrc on
them from this point with our rifles, company
B having the loner of firing the first shot ou
our side. The rebels returning the fire with
their sharp-shooter- s. We kept up quite an an
imated conversation wilh our rifles till about
till about ten o'clock, when we fell hack and
coupieof other companies took our place. The
firing was kept up from this point the whol
day. Just before we were relieved, we were
saluted with a shell thrown from one of their
cannon. All this while Capt. Wdetmobe was
moving Ins artillery to a convenient position
in front of their fortifications. It. was njt long
after their shll came booming through the tree-to-

until Wiietmoue's little black l'arretls be
gan to bark. 1 lie cannonading was kept up on
both sidesall chvy, the enemy firing eight guns
while we had but two. J hey have one ol lb
gnu; the remainder are 12, 6, and 4 lb. guns
Our rifles tormented them so much that they
ceased firing at ourartillery, and directed their
shot- - at our skirmishers.. Capt. Wiiktuoue
thinks we killod upwards of two hundred of
the rebel; on our-par- t we did not have one man
hurt. Lieut. Smith, of Co. K, hadjiis sword
belt cut off by rifle ball, but was not hurt.
Col. Binn, of the 1st Tennessee regiment was
viewing the rebel works, when a volley o:

grape shot was thrown among our troops, and
one of tlicm, which was nearly spent, struck
him in the side, making a purple spot but not
penetrating the skin. Vt hen he was struck, lie
exclaimed, "1 cauglit one now and threw up
his hand to the spot, borne one caugul "old ot
him. but in a moment lie said, "I can stand yet.
boys. bunday morning we started back and
emuoiato camn in Jhc evening, tired and hun
gry, where wc found all out camptcttlra fnllf
good, warm conee, marie by those lelt here
they having received won! ol our coming.
But you may wonder why we did not lake the
Gap while we were there. I must not f. rge.
to tell you that the force of rebels which left
for Big Creek Gap returned the night before,
and the daywe were there, other reinforcements
came into them; but how many I am not able
to say. Col. de CouacEY says that th fortifica-
tions at the Gap, both natural and artificial, are
stronger than those of Sebastupol.

Monday eve. March 24th.

This afternoon while the boys were engaged
in cleaning their guns or wriling letter, the
long roll was beat and and wc were called to
fall out quickly, as it "wasReported about 500
secesh cavalry were coming down from the Gap
toward our carap. in a very tew moments the
whole regiinent was in column, the boys all ela
ted with the prospect of a skirmish. A great
many wuo were scarcely able to stand came
toddling out with thcirguii9 and cartridge box-
es wanting to 'go- too. We (companies D, E
and B). marched a couple uf miles to meet
them about as speedily a troops generally go.
'We 'lay' in a defile about an hour, 'waiting for
them, when some of the cavalry who had gone
further up thcroad, came back telling us they
had gone. Wc returned to camp but not in as
great glee as we went out.

faeverar persons have written to me asking
who our officers are now. For tho benefit of
such as do not know already, I will tell them.

From the 23d Regiment.
HAYS, Raleigh co.,

March 25th, 1862.
Mil. Edetoh: All is not onict on New river.

and perhaps an account of the lato expedition
in that region would be liueresuug to your
readers.

On last Friday, companies H, J, and twelve
of company B, were ordered to provide them-
selves with four days' rations in their haver-

sacks. About 1 1 A. M. we wei e ready to move,
and with Mr. Wm. Uiciimax, a native of this re-

gion, we set out. Mr. lticniiAx is a well-to-d- o

farnier.and was quietly minding his own
heme on the New river, when one day

he was nrrested by the rebel cavalry. He was
made to ride on the same horscwith one of his
captors; and as they were riding along, he drew
tue cavalry matt s Knife from its slrentli and cut
the throat of the one that was riding the bamo
borne as himself, and sualching the carbine he
shot the other., lie then made his way to camp.
Hi's adventures' wcro related in camp and ev-

ery one felt anxious to go and help him rid his
neighborhood of the vagabonds. We traveled
in an easterly direction, and at 4 P.M. wcslop-pedfort-

night, lmring'travclcd 16 miles.
Wc stopped Wllh a Union man bv Ihn liamo lif

.B.fnggs.' He,, as well as his neighbors has lo
keep his horses hid in the woods, and when ho
goes to feed, carries with hjtr. loaded rifles.

We were now on tho top of the mountain,
nnd as we did not wish to reach the foot. 8 mile
distant, until the next evening niter dark', wo
remained quiet until half past 2 I. M.. Satur-
day. Wo were. comfortably quaitercd ami had
a pleasant time while wo remained here.

vo made a slow march and reached tho foot
ofjbo mountain just about dark, nnd slppped
wilh a Mr. Iticiuuv, the father of our guide,
vho lives on tho bank of therivcr. Tho valley
is about forty rods in width, tho river being

200 yards wide. Wc lay quiet here until half
past one o ciock ounuay rooming, wnen. tni
loree crossed the river with the exception o

ten or twelve of companies Hand J and twenty
Union citizens, who Had come to reinforce us
and who had not slept in their houses for two
months. After Grossing the river we had to go
up the east bank about six miles to reach the
rebel rendezvous.

We arrived close to it about daylight, when
the work of catching prisoners commenced.
The force that has been statioacu there to guard
the river had been disabled the X uesday pre
yious, and we had to content ourselves with ar
resting the bushwhackers that lived in the vi
cinitv; of which there were fifteen seen and 13
taken. We also confiscated 11 horse", 5 mus
kets, 1 shot gun and 8 or 10 squirrel rifles not
to mention the maple sugar, honey, hens, and
hen-egg- s, that we fell heir to. The county was
scoured for 4 milc3 up the river, and as we were
not likely totlo any more good there, we took
up onr line of march down the river. Perhaps
yoa win admit the policy ot it. when you are
informed that we were only eight miles from
the rebel camp at Blue Stcne. Our force was
less than 80, while one of tho Virginia Volun
teer regiments was somewhere between us and
Blue Stone. After the river, we
rested at Mr. RicnsrAx's until the morning fol-

lowing. After partaking of a good breakfast
we Atarted lor camp, whjcu we reached at 5 o
clock P. M., traveling the distance ol 24 miles
in about nine hours.

The weather was very changeable, and snow
squalls were plentifnl, but we could congratu-
late ourselves that we had no rain storms to en
counter.

Capt. J. L. Dkake had command of the ex
pedition, and it was prosecuted with alacrity,
and the men generally were glad to get atsotue
busmess-o- that kind; especially, when there
was a prospect of doing something- - We have
made three unsuccessful chases after the ene
my and the prospect at first was forbidding.

I was standiiig by the river, and noticing a
folded paper, lying in the water, I lifted it to
examine its contents, nnd found it to be a notice
to the militiaof that place. It had been thrown
aside by one of the prisoner If I had it
would send it to you. As a production, it
would be a curiosity, it bore date of March
22d, 1862, and called on the militia to meet at
Bine Sulphur Springs on Monday the 21th
with arms, ammunition, one day's rations, and
a blanket; accompanied by a threat t'lat if they
did not comply, they would be drafted. It is
supposed that a large number that should have
been at home that particular morning, were on
their way to the Springs. That little paper was
valuable, as proof of the guilt of those that
weie taken.

There was not a gun fired, although one of
the enemy leveled his gim at .Lieut, bmrn, but
seeing so many Hue Jackets about, I suppose he
concluded it might not be healthy to go to shoot
ing; so he lowered his gun and commenced
apologizing, saying, "I thought it teas our otcn
men. What an ignoramus! If ignorance' is
necessary to bliss, what a happy people are
those of Western Virginial Capt.- - Deake is
Provost Marshall at this post, and I have just
witnessed him administer the oath to a couple
of citizens; one of whom could not write his
name. The ratio of those of the citizens that
can write is alout one of six. and of the remain-
der, one half cannot make their mark. Let all
our friends feel thankful for their educational
privileges, and hope that our whole country
may be so blessed, nnd that speedily.

The health here is very good. There has
been but one death in our regiment at this place.
On last Friday week two of our cavalry were
waylaid, murdered and robbed, while ding
duty as patrols. Anellier, shot at the same
time has since died. This is the way bush-

whackers and cowards fight.
The entire number of prisoners taken in our

last expedition was 18. of whom, one took' the
oath, another was rclensad on parole, and anoth
er was too ill to be removed, ilie other nlrecn
have cone to Camp Chase, Ohio.

This last I have been informed since I com
menced wriling. Hoping to take another tour

An Important Experiment.

une al Port Royal gives an interesting ac
count' of tho commencement and progress
of the experiment, initiated by private en
terprise and sacctione.d and assisted by the
Government, of cultivating the abandoned
plantations of the Sea Islands by free or
paid labor. The lirst company says tho
Tribune, which arrived on tho 7th of March,
consisted of 43 men and 12 women. All
but two of them are at and near Beaufort.
They had with them tools, seeds, clothing
and books, and were at once assured of
tho cordial , of General Sher-

man, Gen. Stephens, and all llie principal
officers of tho army and navy. Two weeks
were spent in a, general survey of tho Is-

lands aad plantations, in establishing
and distributing supplies. By tho

22d all tho agents were assigned to their
stations, occupying six islands, which era
iiiwsoi-uiuianiaiion- s. un some estates
they found the negroes ctolng-we- ll, wark
ing faithfully, and developing tuo lull ca-

pacity of the soil. Such do npt require
superintendence, and the number of agents
now there is sulhcient tor ,all the labor
that's intended. The rebels stripped many
of tho estates of everything in the' way of
provisions, and there was consequently
much destitution and suffering. Cattle,
mules, and horses wero also taken, and aro
now greatly needed. Cotton cultivation
is left to the drivers on the plantations, all
of whom are negroes, and wiio, though
tbeir-fellow- s aro no longer slaves, retain
much influence and authority.- The agents
aro thus lett to general oversignt, ana
have leisure to inculcate habits of industry
and tiiritt. it is not expected mat a large
crop of cotton can be raised, as the plant-
ing will bo late, and tho land is much of
it in bad order; so, if tho first crop pays
expenses, it may be deemed a success.
Negroes who are habitually idlo or refuse
to work aro sent to tho Quartermaster,
who gives thera a little military discipline,
which they aro careful not to subject
themselves to a second time. The negroes
work better with set tasks than by the day,
as that has always been tho custom. Thus
far, corn and potatoes" only have been
planted, tho cotton planting season being
all tho month of.Apnl. ihe business ot
education is scarcely begun, but the little
that has been done gives fair promise.
Our correspondent reasserts that the ne
groes go readily to wort, and the idleness
is the exception nnd not the rule. Such
is the beginning or an important experi-
ment. Its success' must bo judged by fu
ture results.

The War and Commerce.
The books of the New York Custom

House exhibit a very gratifying tataof
affairs, as to our commercial relations, jn
spito:of tho high duties levied uponjpun
coods by Cougress. It is' said that tB4

wnr and tho high rates', of duty seem to
have had but litllo effect on consumption
of such articles as fen, coffee and sngnr,
which aro imported to nn cxtent..that ma
ny persons would not suspect. Tho impor
tation ofdry goods, too, wircn lias been
for soma months past considerably inferi
or to that of .oilier years, has revived, and

every steamer from England Franca and
Germany brings large cargoes of' this kind

of merchandise. Thu number of steamers
arriving during th month of March, with

cargoes of dry goods and general merchan-

dise, has been large. A change is.nolico-abl- o

in tho 'kind nnd quality of tho dry
goods imported, as .compared wilh those
imported in otheryears. They are, to.tho
credit of our; people, of a more useful and
substantial "character than "usual. Such
articles as Inces and embroirderiei are, not
imported to near ns great an extent as has
been customary.

The Storm and Gun-Spikin- g.

The telegraph has briefly announced the
gallant exploit of Col. Koberts at island
No. 10 in spikeing tho enemy's guns.
It was one of the most daring deeds of the
war, and was accomplished mid tempast
aud darkness by a band of.rcsolute Feder-
al soldiers and sailors. The storm and tho
exploit of the night of April 1st are thus
vividly described by the reporter of the
Chicago Tribune :

Tho night was stormy. During the day
the wind had blown strongly from the
South, with occasional gusts. Heavy
clouds, bank upon bank, piled in the most
.fantastic shapes upon tho distant borizen,

gradually as night approached, drifted to-

ward the zenith in dark, threateding tufts
and whirles. The barmometer fell rapidly.

Everything indicated, even to the most
inexperienced tvealher prophet, the advent
ofa terrible storm. During tho evening
the "wind freshened, accompanied by fre-

quent spatters of rain, which drovo against
tho hurrican deck like a sudden shower of
shot. The river ripples were augmented
into the turbulent waves, whose white caps
gleamed like phosphorescent sparkles in
the gathering darkness. At midnignt the
storm burst upon us with fearful fhry.
The rain came down, not in drops, but in
sheets accompanied by the most terrific-thunde-

and lightning I hae ever wit-

nessed. The Cimmerian darkness of the
night rendered it all the more appalling
Tho gale developed at midnight into n

raging tornado tearing madly through the
woods, snapping off branches liko'pipe
stems and hurling them in every direction,
The Swallow and Pike laying near the
point, lost their chimneys and other bead
gear, am several other transports had
their funnels and escapes carried away.
About one o'clock, signal whistles of dis
tress sounded through the storm, twice or
thrice repeated. The Swallow had part
ed her lines and was fast drifting out into
the stream. Every moment was growing
more precarious, wnen tortunately, alter
drifting about a quarter oi a mile, she
struck against the Cincinnati and was
made fast till morning. Tho storm last
ed about four hours, raging with terriblo
vehemence, and tossing the steamers about
on tho mad waves like cockleshells. Luck-

ily the Swallow was tho only one blown
from her moorings.

It was during the bight of this storm
that Col. Roberts performed his daring
commission. Yesterday morning, ihe Flag
Officer, Captain Phelps, Col. Buford, bee
retary Scott aud other officers held a con
ference upon the flagships, at which it was
decided to make anight reconnoissanc of
the upper battery, the details of which
were left to Col. Beaufort. Ho selected
Col. Roberts and forty picked men of his
regiment to be tuo cnosen few. kadi
gunboat furnished a yaw), raaned by six
of their hardiest seamen. At two o clock
in tho very thickest of the storm, the little
party embarked. Tho Flag Oflker and
his subordinates with. Col. Buford, stood

tipou the deck of-tb-o Benton, giving the
final orders. The yawls set out npon iheir
perilous journey, and they retired anxious-

ly waiting tho result.
Cel. Roberts had previously made sever

al close reconnoissance at night by pulling
through and had well as
certained the locality of the battery.

St. Louis cutter, J V. Johnson, com

Cincinnati cutter, John Pierce, com

mander.

rods, ot the battery, .tor one instant a
blinding flash of lightning glated across
tho water revealing to the rebel sentinels
dark "objects approaching thera. The next
instant the impenetrable darkness closed
in. The sentinels fired wildly three or
four times, tho shots passing over tho boats
without doing auy" damage, and then in
continently fled to their tents, which was
pitched upon a high hill some distanco
from tho battery, evidently impressed with
the alarming idea that tue wnole .Lincoln
fleet was upon them, in the face. Our boals
made no reply. Not a word was spoken.
In iwo'or three minutes they touched the
lope of the earthworks, ihe boys sprang

over the parapet, siedg'es and files were
busy and a few vigorous strokes told the
tale. In less than three miuutes time all
the guns in the battery were spikecom-pleteli- f

and thorougltly. Tuey vrero six
n number, all of largo calibre two sixty

fours, three eighties,; and otie of them a
plendid nine-inc- h pivot gun with cushion

Capt. Morgan at Gallatin, Tenn.
The Atlanta (Ga.) Confederacy gives

the following version of the Gallatin raid
of the-- famous "John MdTgan :"

On Sunday, tha lClh inst., Capt. Mor
gan, wilh forty of his men, suddenly ap
peared at Uallatin, ienn., 'Jb miles tne
.other" side of "Nashville. After catching
all tho Union men in the place and conn
ning tbem in a guard house, Capt. Morgan,
dressed in a bed era I Uniform, proceeded
lo tho telegraph office at the railroad de
pot, a short distance from tho town. En
tering tho place, the following conversa
tion took place between Capt. Morgan and
the telegraph operator, a blustering fellow

Capt. Morgan "Good day, sir! What
news h'avo your

Operator 'Nothing, sir, except it is re
ported that tho d d rebel, Capt. John
Morgan, is this sido of the - Cumberland
with some of his cavalry. I wish I could
get a sight of the d d rascal. I would
make a hole through him larger than he
would find pleasant."

While thus speaking tho officer drew a
fine navy revolver and nourished it as if to
satisfy his visitor how desperately he would
use the instrument in case he should meet
with tho famous rebel Captain.

"Do you know who I am I" quietly rej
marked Capt. Morgan, continuing the con-

versation.
"I have not that pleasure," remarked

the operator.
"Well, I am Capt. Morgan," responded

that gentleman.
At these words tho operator's cheeks

blanched, his knees shook, the revolver
dropped from his hand, nnd he sunk to the
floor. He literally "wilted."

After the frightened individual had re
covered himself sufficiently, Capt. Morgan
required him lo telegraph soma messages
to Louisville, and among others, one to
Prentice of the Journal, politely offering
to act as his escort on his proposed visit
to Nashville. Then taking the operator
wilh htm as a prisoner, Capt. Morgan with
his men awaited tho arrival of the train
from Boling Green for Nashville.

In due time the train came thundering
in. Capt. Morgan at once seized it, and
taking five Federal officers who were pas-

sengers, and ihe engineer cf the train
burned to cinders all of the cars

with their contents, nnd then filling the
locomotive with turpentine, shut down all
the valves, and' started it towards Nash
ville. Before it had run eight hundred
yards ihe. accumulation of steam caused it
to explode, shivering it into a thousand at-

oms. Capt. Morgan then started soulh- -

wara witu nis prisoners, nuci mnue ins
way safely to the Confederate camp.
