The TYife Courant says:
Harvard College was named after

John Harvard, who in 1638 .left to
the college "79 and a library of
over 300 books.

Williams College was named after
Colonel. Ephraim Williams, a soldier
of the old b rench war.

Dartmouth, who subscribed
large amount, and was President of
the first Board of Trustees.

Brown University received its
name from Hon. Nicholas Brown,
who was a graduate of the college,
went into business, became very
wealthy and endowed the college
very largely.

Columbia College was called King s
College till the close of the. war for
independence, when it received the
name of Columbia.

Bowdoiu College was named after
Governor Bowdoin, of Maine.

lale College was named after
Ellhu Yale, who made very liberal
donations to the college.

Colby University, formerly Water-
ville College, was named after Mr.
Colby, of Boston, who gave $50,000
to the college in 18b6.

Dickinson College received its
name from Hon. John Dickinson.
He made a very liberal donation to
the college, and was President of
the Board of Trustees for a number
of years.

Cornell University was named af
ter Ezra Cornell, its founder.

than under Jackson, Van Buren or
Buchanan, would naturally make
the expenditures proportionally
greater; and yet they are positively
less under General Grant. Let the
people take notice.
