A TRIP WEST.

Our readers who are always anxious
to learn what they can about the West-
ern country, will doubtless be interested
by & hasty sketch of some things that
we saw in our Aying trip throngh some
of the States West. We left Millers-
burg on Friday morning the 15th inst.,
and arrived in Chicago ateix o'clock
that evening. At 9 o'clock we took &
train on the Chicago, Burlington &
Qniney route for Burlington, lowa.
Our resders are donbtless so well ac-
quainged with the natnre of the country
from here to Chicago that it may not be
interssting to thew for us 1o stop to de-
seribe. The country through the West-
ern part of Ohio is generally low and
flat and has a rather rough appearance
owing to a great deal of fallen timber,
which has mostly decaved. There isal-
so & zood deal of shrubbery and thick
undergrowth in many places, Just be-
yonid Ft. Wayne our train did some fast
running, going over 40 miles in 57 min-
utes. Therels a great deal of Sameness | call
aloug the route and nothing of gener-
al interest was seen or wotiged umtil we
came to the Kankakee swamp in Indi-
ans. The day had been clondy and very
smoky =0 that objects at a distance could
not be well defined.” Just as we werein
the midst of this swamp, which is per-
fectly level for s distance of fifteen or
twenty miles, the sun brokeout through
the clonds and smoke for the first time
during the day, which rendered the
sight = most beantiful one. The sun
shining through the smoke gave the
prairie an appearance of a beawtiful
Iake interspersed here and there with
trees which resembled ships in the dis-
tanee.  As we draw near to Chicago the
soil i composed of white sand which
frequently drifts like snow. Vegetation
does hot seem to grow well on this kind
of 301, The timber i« mostly mere
shrubs. From ten to twenty miles on
thi= skle of Chicago the land is very
wild and rough, not hilly. XNot baving
the time, we shall not attempt to de-
seribe the eity of Chicago, the great
¢lty of the Northwest. :

Passing over the Burlington road in
Illinois one sees a great many besutiful
towns and some very fine country. Some
as fihe a5 we have ever seen anywhere.
This state is more thickly populaged,
and more fully settled up than we had
any iden of, Auroraisa beauntiful and
thriving town some thirty or forty
miles from Chicago. One great charne-
veristic of all the towns of the West is
the tasty appearance which they pre-
sent. We arrived at Galeshurg, linols,
about six o'clock in the morning. Itis
here that the three hranches of the Chi-
eago, Burlington & Quincy rallroad
meet the Peoria, Quiney and the Main
line through to Burlington, lowa. The

eated at this place, so that there isa
great deal of stir and enterprise about
the town. The eating-houze, which is
kept there s said to be one of the finest
and best in all the West. At Burling-
ton We cross the Mississippl River hy
rafilroad bridge, and Tand in Jowa at
Burlington. This city isa pretty stir-
ring place, and asx regards location Is
both billy and level. Thékre seems to be
a good deal of hus done. Bug
having only 4 ‘felwv minntés to remaln,
we did not have time to look around,
Taking the B. & M. road we were soon
whirling along inro the State of lowz.
This is & fing portion of the State, per-
haps not as fertile as some othér parts,
but very good farming and stock-rais-
ing land. The land lies well, being un-
dulating, and not entirely prairie. Mt.
Pleasant is one of the handsomest towns
we have ever seen.’ “An Insane Asylum
is located here. The public buildings
are all good. The Methodists haves
fine College here, which gives charac-
ter to the place, Passing ¢n.we soon
reach Sbunk river, which iz, perhaps,
three times the sizeof Killbuck. There
is a consuderable quantity of timber
along this river.

We soon artiyed st Fairfield, the
county seat of Jefferson county.
Wishing to go to Washington, twenty-
five miles north of this town, on the
Southwest read, we stopped off at Fair-
fleld, nnd waited for a train going north-
Thistown has a population of nearly
three thousand, o they claim, but our
opinion Is that when two thonsand were
counnted, there wonld be but few left,
The town iz pleasantly situated in the
midst of n fertile conntry, Fruit in
this section of lowa is plenty this sea-
son, and is guite cheap. We saw a wag-
on load of nice, large apples sell for
thirty-five conts & bushel. Thisdis the
home of Wilson, the candidate for Sen-
ator, agninst Harlan and Allison. His
chances for election seem pretty favor-
able. "We called on the editors of the
Fairfield Ledger, and found them both
in. Mr. Robinson used to be in Buey-
rus, and baa been in Fairfield only sbout
two years. They were the first to bring
out Wilson s # candidate, The fﬂ.fy‘fr
is a neat Brp‘nhllcarl paper, worked on a
Cinclonati Press.

We might here say that we arrived at
this point, sixty miles beyond the Mis-
sissippi at eleven o'clock next day after
leaving Millersburg, having lain uver
three hours of this time in Chleago.
This is pretty fast travelling, taking into
consideration that we made change of
cars three times,—at Orrville, Chicago
and Burlington, At four and a-half
o'clock we ook the traln for Washing-
ton, where we arrived before six, and
found our friends well. We had long
heard of, Washington throngh our rela-
tives who went there shout twenty
yenrs ago, when the town was in its in-
finey. AU present it contsins some
three thonsand inhabitante, and s the
ecenter of trade for a large scope of
country. There is a great deal of busi-
ness done here, but not as much as fhere
was a few years ago before the railroad
was. finlshed throngh to Missouri. A
areat portion of the hipping s now
done at smaller stations along the road,
which consequently cuts off from that
done nt Washingtou. " This place in the
carlier years of its existence, was re
markable for the [nfidelity existing
among its inhabitants, The leaven of
Christianity however, began to work in
the midst thereéof, until it permested
nearly the whole population and sne-
peaded in ermdicating that pernicious
doetrine. There are nine or ten churches
in the place. The United Presbyterian
element being wuch the strongest. They
have two fine churches. The First
Church is very large, and its pulpit is
now filled by the Rev, W, C, Willlam-

kum, an 9ld, college felendt of ours. We
were glul to meet him, as it had been
eight years ginee we had seen each oth-
er. We had 4 Jong chat dver’ olir old col-
lege days. But we have not time to
continue our account at pres:nt, but
will do so next week, when we shall
give our readers the benefit of our oh-
=ervations still farther West,
