Washington was
made sick by the annoyance and
excitement, and "the General," with
the most scrupulous care, personally at-

tended to the disposition of his house
hold property, sending a part to auction
sale at the "Coffee-house-," and superin
tending the packing of the remainder,
accompanying the loads to the vessel to
to see that everything was safely deliv
ered ;' doing all this much to the aston
ishment of the worthy burghers, who
had heretofore seen but little of the
"chief magistrate," except on most cer
emonious state occasions.
