It can be easily cut out now, and now is the time.
Any "visiblo admixture" ofryo in a single bag de-

tracts a considerable per centngc from the mark-

et value of a load; as not a few farmers have
found out. Cut the rye carefully out, and whether

for seed or market the wheat will bo worth ten
times more than the cost incurred in clearing the

field of other grain.

Editorial Excursion.
The excursion given by tho Baltimore it Ohio

Railroad to tho editors of tho South and West
will be long remembered by those who were so for-

tunate as to be in the party.
On tho 4th of May some 250 editors and about

150 of their wives, daughters and sweethearts start-
ed from Wheeling, in a train often of Knight's
splendid Bleeping cars. W. P. Smith, Master
of Transportation of tho Baltimore &. Ohio Rail-

road, accompanied tho party. Tho train stopped
at many points of interest. Tho fir6t was at tho
residence of Mr. Church, a man born in 1751, his
wife who was with him, born 1753, and their little
daughter born in 1780, A number of bridges,
tunnels &c, were inspected by tho party. Tho
great matter of interests on tho route was the ro-

mantic, beautiful and bold scenery along tho lino

of the road. Wo havo traveled through several
States but wo have yet to witness anything that
approaches tho beauty, grandeur, and wo may say
the' sublimity of the sceuery along tho lino of tho
Baltimore & Ohio Railroad. It seems that na-

ture nt the beglning of tho world erected the
through that region as a barrier impas-sabl- o

by tho march of civilization, tho power of
human genius nnd tho skill of human architecture.
For six thousand years those rugged cliffs bid de-

fiance to the skill of man and it was reserved for
tho Baltimore & Ohio Railroad Company by un-

told energy, skill and a fabulous expenditure of
money to bring them into subjection.

Wo havo hcretoforo had the Impression that
this routo connecting the East and the West was
dangerous to travel. In this we wcro under a great
mistake. It is the best built Railroad wo have

' ever seen. The bridges and side-cut- s are all solid
masonry andiron, and in every partiular tho road
is built for durability and safety without any seem-

ing regard to cost. It is a fact not generally
kuown that in eight years, with one single excep-

tion, no accident has occurred on this road that re-

sulted In tho death of any passenger. This Is part-

ly owing to the great care with which the road is

managed. There are sentinels constantly on tho

entire lino oi the rood to give timely warning in

case of danger.
At Piedmont, Martinsburg, Harper's Ferry, and

other places along tho route, the party were re-

ceived amid firing of guns, waiving of banners and
the notes of music. At Martinsburg and Harper's
Ferry a number of military companies wero out to
welcome tho party. At Harper's Ferry the scenes

of the John Brown raid were visited and inspect-

ed. The spots whero a number of citizens wero
murdered wero pointed out, the buildlnj in which
Brown and his party took refugo was closely ex-

amined, and a number of his murderous weapons
were specially noticed.

Tho train arrived at Cumberland and remained
over night, where wo wero heartily received aud

hospitably treated. We arrived at Baltimore on
Saturday evening, and a large majority of tho
crowd remained until Tuesday morning. On Mon-

day evening a banquet wasglvenby the merchants

of Baltimore, which is spoken of as a grand affair.
On Tuesday morning thoy arrived In Washington
City and were escorted to the President's mansion,

Smithsonian Institute, the Capitol and various oth-

er places of interests, and at 3 o'clock took

passage on & line steamboat for Mt. Vernon Mt.
Vernon, around which clusters the most eacred
memories the hallowed associations of which

makes it dear to every American heart the home,
in active life, of him who was first In war, first in
peace and first in tho hearts of bis countrymen,
and. the resting place of all tb.it U now left on i

catlh of him wlmpUtitod the tree uf Liberty and
wttho wheels of Constitutional government hi
motion.

After leaving Mt, Vernon a meeting wis or-

ganized, fpeeches mado and resolutions adopted.
We havo not a copy of tho resolutions, but wo

wilt publish them at some f uturo time. During tho

on hand to add to to tho pleasures of tho lilp ly
pointing out nnd explaining everything of Interest
and otherwlso contributing to tho comfort, and
happhicsof his guests.

Nothing occurred to mar the happiness of the
occasion. Alt wero delighted, aud it seemed to
bo written ou ovcty face, "it was good for mo to
be there." Tho kind treatment of tho officers and
employees of tho ralhoad, and tho hospitable and
cordial reception received at tho hands of tho bo-bi- o

hearted peoplo of Virginia and Maryland will
never be forgotten by tho excursionists.
