Tho only period of rest in tho circle of

tho farmer's yoar is now ntlmml; n period
of enjoyment; but also one of peril. The
business of cultivation the appropriate
occupation of tholitisbamlmnti is done.
Ho ha9 passed through the pressing cares
of seed time and tillage, tho joyn of the
early and latter harvests, and has welcnin-th- e

last of his crops to the ham and the
granary. Ilia store, houses nit) full, and
tho flocks and herds now livo upon the
accumulated provisions of tho Summer.
The last of tho flowers hns faded, and the
frosts-hav- turned the field nnd foiost to
ft russet brown. Tlic leaves that put on
such gorgeous coloring iu October, aic
now cither changed to a fcombor hue, or
fallen, leaving the forest bnic and desolate.

In tho olden timo farmers accomplish-
ed vory little after tho potatoes and tur-
nips woro gntheiod and tho eider was
made, until the opening of the Spring.
At home, the cider barrel liml u potent
totnptalioni, and abroad, tho village tav-
ern ami grocery held out their nllmcmcnts
to di inking nnd dissipation. Tho coun-
try was new, the soil lertilo, nnd tho fni m--

did not feel tho necessity of thoso im-

provements which picparo tho way for
successful cultivation. Draining hnd
hardly beon heard of, and tho muck mines
wcio not opened. Ho fed his cattle, pre-
pared hislucl for the Winter fiio, maikct-u- d

bis crops, and the rout of time tan to
waste At this season ho visited lik
friends, enjoyed their hospitalities, nnd
too often contracted their di inking hnbits
end pieparcd tho wny for debnuchciy nnd
mill. It was the most porilous peiiod
of tho year, because ho hnd not learned
how to improve itsleisuie.

Wo aro bo constituted that wo can not
enjoy idleness. This may mtify the
toil-wor- n brute, nsho quits the yoke or
tho cart and regales himself in fat pas-tuic-

'Ho knows nothing better than
tho gratification of his appotito for fond.
But man can not bo satisfied while the
best part of him, lies wnbto. Tho mind
must have occupation of soma kind, and
the rcleaso Irom the mot o piessing cnies
at this season, should only induce a high-
er activity of the mind.

It is indeed well to employ a portion
of this leisuro in visiting liiend and rela-
tives, and in keeping alive tho sympathies
and associations ol earlier years. Some
nre so situated in their hnsiness, that this
is thomly timo when they can return to
tho old homesteud, to look ugnin upon the
familiar scenes of childhood, and to re-

ceive woids of blessing, fiom father and
mother. These social leunions nt the an-

nual Thanksgiving, uim worth nil they
cost, and moro, Theiu is u leviviug inllu-onc- e

in going buck again to the old lioiti tli
stono of childhood's home; tho old well
and its oaken bucket, the ancestral tieos
gathering new glory with their incicns-in- g

years, tho garden, tho oichnid, the
fields tho forests wliuio our eyes first open-
ed upon tho wotld. The farmer is mndo a
better citizen and a better man by thus
cultivating his social nature, ami keeping
alive the lies that hind him to his kimlicd.

Thoso annual visits aie also piolitublo
for his luminal, as they afford opportuni-
ties for observation. Karming is no long-o- r

a stoieoty pod business-- . One can bald-
ly visit thu most limited and obscure ru-

ral district without seeing abundant evi
tlonco that thu leaven of new ideas is at
work. Tho tillei-- of the soil mo getting
out of tho old tincks of thu luthcis, ami
nro beginning .to uso mind in their hus-
bandry. The bain is no inoiu ivnieio

of the hai vests of tho liuld. It
is a matiufaetoiy of feitiliuis, the one
thing needful iu prolitablu tillage. It is
mo great niiigo on wmcii every tiling in
tho nperntiuim of tho year tin us. Hams
aro now n profiuhlo study to learn how
pruutieal farmors contiivuto sheliur nil
their cattle, and mnko the most of their
manure. Tho plow has become n tool
constructed upon hcieulifiu piiuciples,
turning tlmfiinow with tho leant expend-
iture ofstiength, nml milking it bioad or
narrow, deep or shallow, and laying t!io
slice Hut, or at n shurp anglo with thu
surface of thu field, at the will of the
plowman. Tools have become a piiiuu
noeceshity of economical cultivation, and
tho sliength of the ox ami liooo is uioio
and moio taking tho place of human sin-

ews. No one can obseivo the dilleienl
methods of farmers in their business, with-
out learning something piolitahle. He
vill loturn with new ideas mid anew zest

to tho cultivation of his own ncies.
Nor need tho soason upon which wo

nro cuteiiiig, be wholly lost to the farm.
In many puitH of the Ninth, plowing can
still bo done for tho liist half of the mouth,
and tho sin luce of ho fields left iu that
rough, broken condition, in which the
freezings and tlmwings of Winter will
most benefit them, Theiu is no human
invontion that will bieuk down lough
clods and pulvoi'uo them liku thu frost.
Fatmois aiu using this season for labor,
much moie than they did iu the olden
timo. Ti cliches mo dug for walls, and
stone fences aie built. Homo keep thuir
full labeling force nt woik an uuango-Jiiun- t

much better lor tho lahoiors, than
four months of idleness, or occasional
woik by tho day. Many have muck de-
posit so situated that they can bo woi I-

ced at this season. Muck thiown tip in
Bummer, can bocaited, and the deposits
in tho barn collars can bo composted with
manure from the stables and tho sties,
Many improve the leisuro to topdiuss
dress their meadows with compost fi out
the yatds, and whero tho hind lieH level
and is not subject to washing, this U a
good practice. It u found by shrewd
calculation, that the labors of tho next
four months, spent mainlv in handlim?
muck, digging, uomnosllni:. snreadimr.

mav bo 8 nro of dividends when bunks fail.
Wo want to tludy not only to get great
crops of corn and and grass, but to mnko
the crops pay tor tiie labor and inniuiic,
and lenvo tho soil richer. There aro man
ifold details of husbandry that tcqiiiro
forecast and rcllcction. riow is tlio time
to lay plans for the coming year ond for
tliedistant futuio. It is a gieat woik to
bring up a long tired soil to its piimitivo
feitility, nnd to manage the old home
stead so that every ncin shall do its best,
making us richer whilo it eniichcs itself.
loRoIvothiH pioblcm will tax tho inven-
tion und Quicken the intellect. Ho who
docs this, will "mnnngo leistuo with n

araco" and crow a wiser nnd better mnn,
and also increase his wealth.
