Postmaster’'s Fees,

From remarks which we frequently hear
as to the pecuniary value to the incum-
bents of our largest "ost Offices, it is evi-
deut that the subject’is about as little un-
derstood as any other conneetod with post
office matters.  For instance, quite an in-
telligent wmerchant wcrmgy insisted, in
our hearing, that the New York post office
was worth “all the way from 86,000 to
$15,000 per snnum to the postmaster.”
The facts are simply these: This matter
of compensation of postmasters is entire-
1y regulated and controlled by law. ~ All
offices where the commissions amount to
82,000 and upward, sre designuted as
salary offices, $2,000 being the maximum
pay allowed from that sourco, and an ad-
ditiong] $2,000 to be taken out of the
raceipts for box rents—making §4,000
the highest compensation to any post-
master. A larger sum than this enunot
be realized without rasorting to acts made
criminal and fellonious by laws of Cou-
gress, and punishable by the severest pen-
alties, FEven were s postmaster inclined
to take the risk of snch penalties, as well
as the ruin of private and official charae-
ter, tuch are the checks and restraints
now enforced, thet the “pickings and
stealings” which many outsiders o flip-
pantly talk abont, are entirely out of ¢

uestion. And if it were not so, the in-
ulgence in such practices would involve
perjury, as & postmaster is nired to
make onth that be has kept nothivg from
the Government in the way of fees or
emoluments of any kind, to which he is
only legally entitled. It will thus be
seen thal the New York Post Office, with
its 288 clegks, 117 penny-posts, $1,000,
annual . revenue collected, and its
$150,000 bonds, under an hanest admin-
istration of its duties cannot be made to
net much, if sny, mor@thau some other
offices, with ape & dozen olarks, a few
theusand collactions, snd required sure-
ties of one-filth the amount, ' We intend
#oon to prepare a statemeont of the emol-
nments received annually at the large
Post Offices, in the several States.—( Hol-

Bome time doring last snmmer, Mossrs
J. O and 4.V, Rathbone each eommene-
ed boring on their contignons farms,—
We have horetofore noted the yield of
ono of these wells, but for the
tion of our muny new subscribers, again
insert the facts in referonce to it. The

|well belonging to Mr, J. U, Rathbone

gave promise to a great yicld while in pro-
cess of boring. Upon putting in the
pump, and getting fuirly to work, it was
fonnd to yield from two Aundred and fifty
to tiree hundred barrels of oil  in heenty-
JSour honrs.

"T'his immense product, far surpassing
that of auy other well in existenco, was
soon noised sbroad by s noticein these
columns, which was copied in other pa.
perk, and attracted to the spot numbers
from n distance, Leases were shortly in
demand, which steadily and rapidly in-
ereased, notwithstanding the correspond-
ing increase in torms until now a perfect
oil mavia rages, and oil privileges cannot
be “signed, soaled and deliversd’ fast

enongh to eatisty those desiring them.

OFf these latter enterprises but few have
progressed to completion, thongh hun-

| reds, perhaps, are now boring or prepars

ing to do so. Up to the date of writing
this article, we have information of but
three wells which sre yet tubad or pump-
ing, thongh the oil #& pouring or spouting
from them In immense quantities

One of thess wella, owned by Mossrs,
G. . & J, N. Camden, J. J. Jr. & J. M.
dackson, and B. W, Byrne, “struck oil"”
two or three weeks since, at which time

there issned from it an immense body of

pure oil, which was thrown in a eompact
mass forty or fifty feet high fora time
beyond all control. There have been
gathered from this ‘oil spoutt’” during the
past two weeks, about seveuteen hundred

| barrels of oil, besides a large amount

which was wasted, and notwithstand-
ing it had been stopped up s great
portion of the time. The depth of this
well is one hundred and thirty-nine feet.

The well af Massrs. Weir & Darnell,
which is one hundred and fiftesn fest deep
and from which the oil is thrownin a

| similar manner to the one spoken of above

also yields, when allowed to flow, about
& barrel per minute. On the first day of
its opening about four or five huondred
barrels of oil were secured, since which
time in conséqnenes of the scarcity of
barrels, it hus ‘kept closed most of
the time.

Messrs, Lewellyn & Wilson also have
a well from which the. yield is perfoctly
tremendous. A hole eight or ten feet
deep was dug in the ground around. the
mouth of the well, and into it the.oil was
allowed to low from the conductar, which
it did without spotting, and in a quiet,
orderly way. Bourds were placed over
this pit and as mavy barrels as could con-
veniently be made room for sot on them.
Fifteen hands were then employed, some
in taking out and replacing bungs, others
in replacing and removing barrels, while
five men were busily engaged in dipping
up the pure {luid in buckets and pouring
it through large bex funuels into the
barrels. In this way four hundred bor-
rels were filled in tin howrs. During this
period the well was stopped up helf tha
time, in consequence of the inability of
the hauds to secure the oil as fast as it
flowed, and even when running a large
iron plunger two iaches in dinmeler wus
kept in the well. Had this bLeen taken
out, the yield of oil from this single well
wust have been lull a hundred barrels an
hour,

Incredible as theso statements must
appear, they are npthing but facts.  Oth-
er wells will probably be finished and
pumping in o lew days.
