A UNION DISCOURSE

REV. U. J. KNISLEY.
Delivered at the Evangelical Lutheran Church.

Millersburg, April 28th, 1861.
"And who knowetli whether thou artcomo Into

tho kingdom for such a tltno as thU?" 2s?uku
4: 13.

Tho history of Esther was divinely intonded
to show that no contingencies over alter tho
regard of heaven for tru(li. A numberof cap-
tive Jews aro in tho iirovlnco of a foreign
king. Jealousy arousestho hoartof a wicked
subject of royal favor, and ho asks to have
his own honor and famo written in tho blood
of thosu whoso purer religion and better train
ing lorbid homagu to a mere man. lie
succeeds beforo tho royal court, and the
authoritivo edict goes fotth that every He-
brew must die. Tho way to tho king's hoart
is shut up against tlio eloquence of disinter-
ested sympathy, and no one, without a sum
mons, uaius venture tlio presuueo o royalty
and yet bo sure tliat the golden scepter will
Indicate favor. Yot amid that people who
shonu by their obedience to royalty, there
was ono lor "sucli a time as that," whose
gentle power could vonturo to subdue tlio
Infamy "though not according to tho law."
Need wo tay that it was a teaman whoso fer-
vent all'ection and gratitude could triumph
over this artificial barrier to a gone.'ous heart,
saying,I will go, and if I perish, I perish.,"
The result showed tho apposltonoss ol pooi
Mordecal's question: "Who knowoth whether
thou hast come into tho kingdom for such a
time as this?"

Wo live in perilous tlmos. While it is
sodom wise to inako an intelligent people
apprehensive of more than reality threatens
them, it is always a luislnko to lull their fears
that they may bo surprised by tho danger
they are ill prepared to meet. At this lato
hour it would, bo a slur upon tho common
seuso of man, to say wo aru not in extraordi-
nary

oi
and fearful emergencies, and wor.se than

idle to deny the solemn news of each day, or
to check the enthusiasm begotten by the
righteous fears of a loyal people, when no
ono wit Iti it the circumference of tlio land feels
himself competent so to delino our regretted
liabilities, as to tell where probability on thu
side of appruheuslvencss ceases, and improb-
ability on tho side of hope begins. True, it
will bo said, tbeso circumstances belong to
this tltno. Theto is, of course, no periodabut
has its peculiar dlllicultica dilferiog front all
others. But while this is so, it is strikingly in
illustrated in a world's experience, that somo
seasons by reason of the events that mark
thorn, aro wot thy to bo remembered, if others
aru ignored, as affording us lessons of much
moment and deciding questions tho world
must havo answered at some time. Tho Kef.
orinatlon was encumbered, perhaps, with
nothing that belonged not to it, yet this les-
sened in no degree the solemn duties of that
tempestuous time', and adds no qualification
to tho interest wo f. ol in its details, except
to mako us rejoice that the burden of its
momentous issues rests not upon tl.o eifbm-iuac- y

of times like this. Heartily do wo
receive the saying that everything has its
day, and this very consideration ought to
teach us our duty. Time is but tho vast
stago which God has bttilded where individ-
uals, principal i ties and powers, aru compelled,
under tlio guzo of higher intelligences, to ex-
hibit tho serious dramas and real comedies
illustrating tho responsibilities and follies of
lauen creatures; tlio brief space in which a
man, who errs, must solve those gravo enig-
mas whose answors mako up thu sum of all
destiny; why thn should wo shrink frutu
considering tlio problems submitted to us, if
every timo has but its own questions, and
oven national diUlcultlcs aro mero matters of
courso? But It is not exactly, though nearly
tho truth. If tho wholo universe were like
tho inanimate world, then indeed, however
sudden tho convulsion, however feaiful the
calamity; bo the revolutions of orbs and se-

cession of volatile bodies never so swilt, bo
tho storms of the elements i over so mighty;
there Is, yet, a grand harmony among tho
forces that can not sin; tho wind-god- 4 hss
really no fVatrluldal hatred to tho mild sun-
shine which opens tho leaves' and smiles on
tho branches that bow to his inarch; no hostile
jealousy when tho comet with its adieu of
llamo, files from its more constant comrades;
but tho very facts at which wo wonder aro tlio
index of thu sure unerring laws that govern,
Hero in this field of obsefvation, no tact is
postponed; no fact is premature, no fact Is
real y anomalous. Here, where there is no
responsibility, acts and occurrences determine
tho design and the law. Not so in the mural
world, whore freo aeents act; thero thcro Is

error, thero Is hostility, thero aro anomalies.
Man's acts do not always determiuo tho mor-
al law by which ho is governed, and do not
always show God's holy design, otherwise,
sin would bejust!Qodtas righteousness; count-
less inlamtes of the past would enact, against
tho voice of consclouceand tho threats, ol jus-
tice, that thu strong should oppress tho weak,
and the weak onvy tho strong; thou thu black
list of perfidy in storo for thu revelations of
judgment, would affirm, against the heart
and hopes of man, that lie, that men are not
created eiual; while rebellion, usurping tho
place of gratitude and loyalty, against all
the pleas of consecrated dead, would lift
hands unwashed of blood to heaven, do sac
riflco of equity on tho altar of avarice, and
legalize treason in tho name of God. In
the moral world, wlioie sin la possiblo, thero
(s postponement and remissness; prematurity
and, wrong. Though then it ba truo that
everything has Its day, and evory generation
has its own questions to decldo, that it may
add to the wisdom of earth, rrenorations
havo not always done it. Falling to answor
nie stern queries of their times, thoy nave
somctiinos dropped them ta Increase tho fyesh
burden of tho flying future, and, speeding to
the things that were, have--, decided nothing
uui meir own indifference or lack or ability.

In addition to
this, their far sifihtedncss ongae-e- illiberal
education as ono of thu chief supports of gov-
ernment, and their industry was no ac-
quirement, but was thu gift of naturu to indux
their characters. Jealousy lor right, bravery
In fight, tho manhood of their leaders and
singleness of noblo purposes, compelled the
respect of nations whoso prejudices weru hos-
tile to the spirit ol libeity. Nor weru thosu
things apart Irom natural advantages; lor this
broad land, pitrlled with forests aud floods,
was rich in all tlioso resources tliat provo the
bounty of naturo. In its extent it fully justi-
fies tho remark of Mrs. Willard tliat an over-rulin- g

Providence designed to place hero,
one groat, united people. With those it had

population uot noted for all tho mad onthu
siasm of thu Frenchman or tho indolenuo of
thu German, but with tho high mlndod loyal-
ty of tho ono, combining tho calm, cool, cal
culating reflection ol thu other. Uur Institu-
tions as a consequoucu have been prosperous,
Our commerce ubiquitous, our intelligence
almost precocious, our wealth Immense.
What was lacking in former republics in nat-
ural aids and high toned morality and pure io
ligton, was not so distant that wo could not
grasp it and hold It as the pillar of our pecu-
liar strength, while all that Termor Union did
show In energy and masterspirits, wu had in
addition to their own iu&truciivu examples.
Nor have our fruits been luconsldurablu in
tho world of literature and sciouco. England
may boast her Newton, but America will
nover forgot her Franklin. Thu Emerald Istu
brought forth Philips and Curruu, but thu
world will hoar to Ilia uad of time thu elec-
trifying passion of Clay and thu strong but
polished logic of Webster. Though Jiyrou
"touched his harp and natlous hoard entranc-
ed," yet with ns ohostu Imagination though
less sublimity outlines, our own poets havo
aspired to, bo subjects of criticism. Ifthesa
aio any indications of success, and those are
fruits of tlio liberality and high influences of
our government what hardihood must not hu
required at tho hands of sin to rubuke thu
lair prospects wu cherished. No; uot all tho
questions timo submits us. to popular gov-
ernment, could bit answered by our generous
ancestry. Their work was to overlook tho
neglected work of tho past, with thsii own
responsibilities. They woro iudeod worthy It

of easier tasks, and though their griefs, weru
put to rest without thu accomplishment ot
ull that work bettor Milted to thu chastisement
ofthulr careless progunjwo must not now
shrink from solemn duty while their voices
still teach us from thu shades in tho accents
of admonition. Who, then, that will not
nurvo himself, sooiug wo aro como for such

time as this; wheu a stranger drama man
Sheridan wrota, is being acted before our
eyes, when a now issue encumbered with un-

answered problems ol other days; demands
our, vigorous analysis, that philosophy teach-
ing by example, may know If she Is yet to
rclutu this her last glorious deduction.

The world has long needed to know if tho pu-
