It haR been said by n popular modern writer
that "nations rarely fall beforo a foreign aggress
or ; their ruin or their glory Is, under God, within
themselves. Nations die suicides ; they nro
seldom or never destroyed by nny force without."

And I nreij hardly go buck bovond the outbreak
of the presHttronblps to iuiMiIro whether those
who hat e auinctl.ljie attitude of rebellion against
tho authority of the govermetit, have had griev-
ances proTokingtbcni to nets of hostility. This
may bo assumed "as true. For It is hardly

that so largo a combination of men, men
of intelligence nnd enlightened judgment nnd who
have shared go largely in the benefits nnd em-

oluments of the goiernmeut should assume such
nu attitude without any grievance pTcvoVtii
them thereto.

Hut granting, in the exerclso of that chaiitv
which thl'ukcth no evil, that they havo had such
grievance, never, even if their grievances had
been ten fold worse, could their mode of obtaining
redress be justifiable, until all other modes of re-

dress had been exhausted.
Had their grievances been no longer tolerable,

and had they sought redress in n constitutional
way untl all constitutional mean were exhausted,
and!after all had railed; then thev might have cho-
sen between quiet submission Hint open revolution.
Tlio right of revolution under Grievance no
longer tolerable and when all constitutional means
ot obtaining redress liavc been exhausted, and
when tho evil attendent on revolution would be
moro tolerable than those connected with aloncer
submission, nnd the greatest good to the gi cutest
number ol tlio governoit would bo more ceai tainly
attainable by revolution than by submission: the
right of revolutions, under circumstances like
these, wc cannot deny, unless we would repudiate,
our own past history nnd reflect upon tho wisdom
nnd patriotism of tho framcMor our government.
Here, then, wcrnlvo the Inquiry, have t'ho.'o who
aro now in rebellion against tho government.
Jcavlng them to bo tho judges of ihoirnal or
supposed grievances, exhausted nil means or oh
taining redress In accordance with theprovissions
ol tlio constitution under wlileli they have lived!
We bclicvo they havo not. Hut, Instead or
this; they have thrown olT their allegiance to the
government, defied her authority, and insulted
her flag. And then, when tho government lias
manifested n generous forbearance in the faco of
the insults, instead of taking this forbearance as
an omen of better counsels in her hells of juris-
diction, they have commenced hostilities against
her nnd now threaten to plant (ho flag or O'c
confedorato states upon our national capltol.

Agnn.thcn, wo al, what has been the policy
orthe government towards her and re
volted subjects since the outbreak ot thu present
difliculllts? Wc repeat tho answer; It has been
peaceable, conciliatory. Hho has manifested a
magnanimity and exercised ti spirit of forbearance
whicli Is perhaps without n parallel in the history
or nations. She has said nnd still says I nm for
peace. A pot eminent, gi cnt and powerful as ours
is, can well nllurd to exercise a reasonable

tow.uds her disaffected subjects in the
hope of conciliation nnd a peaciful adjustment
or existing ilillieiilties. Sho knows ton well the
value of peace, to bo rash In precipitating the
country into the horrors or civil war.

Sho loves peace. Her growing Interests
And sho has manifested that mag-

nanimity and forbearance whicli becamo a great,
enlightened nnd christian nation, not because she
w anted tho power to vindicate her nuthoiity, nnd
to assert the m.igesty ol' law overnnaichy and
contusion, but because she loves peace and her
great and growing interests require it, nnd be-

cause by conciliatory measure sho had imped to
nveit the calamity of Intestine war, nnd by
generous forliearane6 to win allegiance to her
authority. The government has said in 'Iter acts
since the commencement or the present troubles,
nnd in nil cases in which, inn spii it or forbearance,
slichas refrained from acting, am fir peace. Hut
her voice has not been heard above tho clamor
ot dlsoidcr and tlio din of anarchy and confusion
Ihe olive branch ol peace, so long held out, lias
ns long been relused by an inlunated people In-

tent upon subverting tho best novernnicnt upon
which the sun-eve- shunc. 1 he golden sceptre lias
been extended, only to ba Insulted and outraged
by those who were invited to touch It and live.
And though tney have been nouri-ne- u una
