10 to him, when he reiterated his belief
and confidence in the truth of his faith,
After he waw clad in his grava clothes
he remarked, looking down at his dress
and pumps, that he was made te look
like  gentleman, 'The jailor exhibited
great [eeling when he brought in ithe
