Over Ring Rule.

COUNTY ELECTION,

The election in Dickinson county
passed off very quietly, and a heavy
vote was polled. The result was not a
matter of surprise to those who looked
at the situation free from party preju-
dice, but it is safe to assume that such
large majorities were unexpected. The
majorities evidence one conclusive fact,
however. The sovereign people of this
county are independent and intelligent,
and their action at the polls on Tues-
day was a decisive rebuke to party
bossism and ring rule. The victory is

more than a democratic victory—
it is a people's victorv—and as
such the RErFLeEcTOR records it. If

the Republican bosses have not learned
a lesson from Tuesday's election, it
will be because there is no virtue left
in them. The country people, the bone
and sinew of the nation, can be relied
on every time to right all wrongs even
if they have to sacrifice irreproachable
candidates to reach the root of the evil.
And this is pre-eminently true of a
county so intelligent and independent
as Dickinson.

Kirby's majority will be
increased and Miller's somewhat lowered by these
townships. The figures on Coroner are incomplete
but *“Pap" Perkins is probably elected.

JUDICIAL.

MecClure, candidate for Judge of the
Eighth Judieial District, carries the

nearly 200. This fight in Dickinson
was really a fight between anti-prohibi-
tion and prohibition, with McClure as
the anti-prohibition candidate. Nich-
olson was supported by the republican

party, and possessed all the advantage
which might go with the regular nomi-
nee of a so-called non-partizan conven-
tion. Besides this fact, McClure did
not come before the people in time to
give his friends the chance to do thor-
ough work for him. Asaconsequence,
he is defeated in the district by a prob-
able majority of 700. Both of the Ju-
dicial candidates were democrats.
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STATE ELECTIONS.

The elections in the various states on
Tuesday passed off quietly, and it may
be truthfully stated that the returns
indicate that the battle between the
two great parties is about a draw. The
Kansas City Times, editorially, says:

“Public interest centers more in the
Massachusetts and the Virginia elec-
tions than in any others that took place
yesterday. The contest in Massachu-
setts was of an exceedingly personal
character, and there was the largest
vote registered and cast that there has
been for many years. In Virginia a
great number of republicans had be-
come disgusted with Mahoneism and
the democrats were well organized and
very hopeful of a favorable result. It
had been fairly assumed that New York
would go demoeratic. @ New Jersey,
Maryland and Minnesota elected gov-
ernors, state officers and legislatures as
well gs Massachusetts. New York
elects a legislature and Virginia and
Mississippi. Massachusetts has gone
about 15,000 majority against General
Butler, and whoever supposed that he
was a possible candidate for the presi-
dency will be undeceived. It is a relief
that Butler is disposed of, and the dem-
ocrats have nothing to regret in his de-
feat.

Connecticut has gone republican.
They will have a majority of forty in
the legislature on joint ballot. New
York has gone democratic and Virginia
is won from Mahone. The news from
New Jersey also shows a democratic
victory. There are large republican
gains in Pennsylvania and large demo-
eratic gains in Minnesota. Mississippi
has gone overwhelmingly demoeratic
and Minnesota republican, It must|
fairly be conceded that the demoecrats
did not do so well as expected in New
York. The head of the ticket is de-
feated as a ring candidate, but the rest
of the state ticket is elected by about
15,000 majority.

Carrying New York fully assures the
presidential election next vear. Too
sweeping success might have made the
democrats careless. They will now be
vigilant, and the success next year will
be certain.
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State Auditor McCabe passed through
Abilene, Wednesday, on his way to To-
peka from the west. Mr. McCabe is a
colored gentleman of education and re-
finement, and is making a good Audi-
tor. The colored people have it within
themselves to rise above their present
condition, and Mr. McCabe is a Kansas
illustration of this fact.
