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CONGRESSIONAL.
The Senate, on the 3rd, passed a num-

ber of bills authorizing the construction of
public buildings, not to exceed for Eite and
building the amounts following: Carson City.
Kev., $100,000; Waco, Tex., S100.000; San An-
tonio. Tex., $100,000; LaCrosse, Wis., $100,000;
San Francisco, Cal., $400,000; New Albany,
Jnd., $100,000; Winona, Minn., $100,000; Oskosh,
Wis., $100,000; Fort Smith, Ark., $100,000;
Nebraska City.Neb, $75,000; Pueblo, Col., $200,-00- 0;

Fort Scott, Kas., $100,000. The resolutions
expressive of regret of the House at the death
of Mr.Haskell, late Representative of that body
from Kansas, was laid before the Senate
In the House, Mr. Randall, under instructions
of the Committee on Appropriations, reportod
back a letter from the Secretary of the Treas-
ury, relative to the rebate on tobacco. The
House Committee on Appropriations agreed
to report adversely the joint resolutions mak-
ing appropriations for the relief of sufferers
from high water along the lower Mississippi.
Eeveral bills were Introduced, when the bill
pensioning soldiers of the Mexican war was
taken up and passed by a vote of 227 to 45.

In the Senate, on the 4th, among the
memorials presented was one by Mr. Ingalls
from the Grand Army Post of Kansas, remon-
strating against the passage of tho bill rein-tatin- g

Fitz John Porter. The Senate took up
and passed without debate the bill reported
by Mr. Garland, from the Committeo on Ju-
diciary, to punish counterfeiting within the
United States of notes and bonds or other
securities of foreljra Governments. The
Jienate took up the bill to provide for the ex-
ercise of jurisdiction conferred upon the
United States in places out of their
territory and dominion. When the
reading of the bill was concluded the
Senate went into executive session and soon
adjourned In the House, 3Ir. Lamb,
from the Committee on Foreign Affairs, re-
ported a bill to amend the Chinese Immigra-
tion act. Mr. Wemple, from tho Committee
on Railways and Canals, reported a bill for tho
permanent improvement of tho Erio canal,
and maintaining the same free to the people.
Mr. Hewitt, of the Ways and Means Commit-
tee, reported a bill to prevent the adulteration
nf teas. The House went into Committeof the
Whole, Mr. Converse in the chair, for the con-
sideration of the Naval Appropriation bill.
After debate, and without action, the commit-
tee rose and the House adjourned.

In the Senate on the 5th, Mr. Garland,
from the Judiciary Committee, reported fa-
vorably tho original bill for the collection of
ftatlstics touching marriage and divorce.
Mr. Cockrell introduced a bill to amend tho
revised statutes, so as to give to processes of
United States Courts the same torce in all
States that the processes of the several States
flave in their respective States InthcIIouse,
on motion of Mr. Rlanchard, a bill was
passed making an appropriation of $8,100 to
supply the deficiency in the amount required
for tho expenditures to ascertain the depth
of water and width of tho channel at South
Pass, Mississippi River, and gauge the waters
of the Mississippi River and tributaries. The
House then went into Committee of the
Whole, Mr. Converse in the chair, on tho
2aval Appropriation bill. Considerable de-
bate was had, most of the amendments being
rejected. Mr. TuIIey, from the Committee on
Public Lands, reported a bill forfeiting the
Ontonogan Rrulo River land grant.

In the Senate, on tho Cth, a petition
was presented protesting against the importa-
tion of foreign laborers under contract. Mr.
Maxcy introduced a bill fixing tho rate
of postage to be paid upon mnll matter of the
Fecond class when sent by others than pub-lisnc- rs

or news agents. (It Axes the rate
of transient newspapers at One cent for four
ounces, the present rate being one cent for
two ounces). Mr. White introduced a bill to
grant the Kansas City and Gulf Railway Com-
pany right of way through the Indian Terrl-ritor- y

from a point near and south of Baxter
Springs, Kas., to a point near the city of Fort
Smith. Ark .The House was occupied nearly
tho wholo of tho day in discussing tho Naval
bill in Committee of the Whole, when it was
reported back to the House and passed by a
vote of 250. The only negative vote came; from
White, of Kentucky.

The Senate, on the 7th, passed the bill
reported by Mr. Garland, from the Committee
pn the Judiciary, constituting a majority of
the Judges of the Supreme Court of the
United States to be a quorum of the court.
Instead of six judges as heretofore. The bill
also prohibits the Judge who heard a case at
n Circuit Court from sitting on the Supreme
bench when the case comes up for appeal.
Mr. Plumb, from the Committee on Public
Lands, reported favorably the House bill de-
claring forfeited the lands granted the Texas
Pacific Railroad Company, nnd stated that
tho minority of the committee desired the
privilege of submitting at their convenience
their views in dissent and the majority re-
served the right to present hereafter their
reasons in support of the bill. The Senate
then adjourned till the 10th In the House
u bill was reported granting a pension to tho
widow of General Francis P. Blair. The
Speaker announced unfinished business to be
the further consideration of the bill author-
izing tho retirement of Alfred Pleasanton
Witn the rank of Colonel. Mr. Steele moved
to recommit the bill without instructions.
Carried; yeas 122, nays 115. At the evening
ecssion the House passed a number of pension
bills and adjourned.

Hicks drew a knife
and cut Jasper, who then turned to run, and
was stabbed twice more in tho back. Jas-
per is dangerously hurt. After the cut-

ting, Hicks disappeared, but was captured
and in default of bail, has gone to jail.

Sedgwick County sends a train load of
corn to the Ohio flood sufferers.

Corrigan's application for an injunction
to restrain the Elevated Railroad building
through Kansas City, Kas., was refused
by Judge Foster at Topeka.

The jury rendered their verdict in the
Foster case, at Topeka, in favor of the
State. Their verdict suspends Foster from
his office as County Attorney. Judge Pres-cot- t,

of the District Court, will appoint
under tho law an attorney for the unex-
pired term.

When discovered he was senseless, his
feet beaten to a shapeless mass, three ribs
were broken and his bowels were injured.
He was carried to the house of the head
miller, where he soon died.

Peter Bloodsol and George Blackman,

two colored men, were shot the other night
by Isaiah McClary, also colored, in his own
house, just west of North Topeka. Black
man died in fifteen minutes. Two bullets
were sent through his head. He ran a hun-

dred 3ards and fell. Bloodsol was shot
through the left portion of the liver, and
will.die. McClary started after doing the
shooting to give himself up, but at a late
hour had not made his appearance, and a
gang of police have started in search. The
trouble arose over McClary's wife, who
has been rather thick with Blackman for
the past six months.

Daniel Keed, a passenger, was run over
by the cars on the Missouri Pacific at Otta-
wa recently. His life is despaired of.

THE KANSAS LAND-GRAKT- S.

Views of Representative Hanback, of Kan-
sas, in Kegard to tho Pacific Roads Be-

ing Required to Take Oat Patents on
Their Lands in Order that They May be
Taxed.
In a late conversation with Representative

Hanback, of Kansas, the Washington corres-
pondent of the Kansas City Journal asked :
"You have had the question up before your
Comnuttee on Pacific Railroads in the House
to compel the Pacific Roads to pay fees for
surveying and conveying their lands ?" He
said, "Yes, the question lias been fully dis-
cussed before the committee. The commit-
tee is not divided in opinion as to the neces-
sity for the passage of a law compelling the
roads to take out patents on lands granted
them in the acts of 1SG2 and 1S64. By di-

rection of a majority of the committee,
Mr. Crisp, of Georgia, reported a bill to the
House, which provides that it shall be the
duty of the railroads, within ninety days, to
file their certificates of selections of lands
granted them, in the Land Office, aud pay
the cost of surveying and conveying said
lands, heretofore advanced by the Govern-
ment. The bill further provides that in case
of default on the part of the company to do
so, then it shall become the duty of the
Secretary of the Interior to notify the
Attorney-Gener- al of the United States,
whose duty it shall be to immediately
cause suits to be brought against the
defaulting rdftls for recovery of money ad-

vanced by the Government in the surveying
and conveying of the lands. I objected to
the bill in that shape, for the reason that
under the law's delays, at least five years
go by before the question could be settled as
to wliat amount was due by the railroads to
the Government. Of course the great ob-

ject in view by this legislation is to liave the
lands placed for taxation, so as to relieve
the burden that rests on the shoulders of
the pioneers who are making the West an
assured success. If the bill of the ma-
jority should prevail and the railroad com-
panies refuse to pay the fees, the Secre-
tary of the Interior would be by operation
of law prevented from issuing patents and
thereby conveying titles to the companies,
the effect of which would be to make the
lands taxable. The first step in default in
the companies would be for the Attorney
General to commence suit in some Circuit
Court of the United States through which
the road defaulting runs. The railroad com-
pany would immediately interpose a de-

murrer to any bill on the ground that the
lands were not subject to patent until they
were acquired by the company under the
twenty-fir- st section of the act of
1SG4. This involves a question of
law which would necessitate carrying the
case to the Supreme Court for settlement.
The suit for the recover- - of the money duo
remaining in abeyance until the decision of
the Supreme Court was made. Outside
their are many delays which would be easily
brought about. The final question would be
as to what amount was due the United
States. This would give the company de-

fendant an opportunity to set up a counter
claim and the question would be one of fact to
be tried by jury. As the amount involved
in the Union Pacific Railroad is in
the neighborhood of $o00,000, it is safe
to say that probably the same trouble
would arise to arrive at a unani-
mous verdict. I opposed this delay.
I want these lands patented to the
companies and subjected to taxation, the
same as other property is. I believe it the
wisest and best course fer the Kansas Paci-
fic and Union Pacific to pmsue anyhow. I
know it would be best for the States of
Kansas and Nebraska. So I have in con-
junction with Mr. WiNon, of Iowa, filed a
minority report accompanied by a bill which
provides that it shall be the duty of the
Secretary of the Interior to issue patents
and cause them to be lecouled in the Gen-
eral Land Office of all the lands granted the
Pacific Railroads tinder the acts of 1SG2 and
1S04. That when the patents are issued and
recorded, he to notify the roads that he is
ready to deliver them on payment of the
fees due from said roads to the Govern-
ment. In case of default on the part of the
roads to pay the .sums certified by the Sec-
retary to he due, then it is made the duty of
the Attorney-Gener- al to cause suits to be
brought for the amov.t of money due. That
the lien whieh the Government has on the
lands shall not be discharged by reason of
such patents and transfer of titles to the
roads. The difference between the two bills,
is this : The first .sues lo recover the
amount due ltefore issuance of patents sub-
ject to the law's delay. The other issues
patents whereby the lands become imme-
diately taxable and cause suit to thereafter
be bionght for the recovery of what amount
is due by the railroads to the Government.
I believe that the report of the minority will
be adopted. It is certainly right. Because
the Government can far Ix'tter afford
to wait for any sum due it from the railroads
than the people can afford to bear alone the
burden of taxation.that has been imposed on
them by reason of failure of the land grant
road to taktyout patents as they should have
done long ago. I think there ought to bean
additional provision and believe there will
be, that in sec Jons of the country where a
large portion of railroad grants are situated,
from the west line of Kansas through hun-
dreds of miles, the lands should be divided
up in huge bodies, ten to twenty miles, al-

ternating, one to go to the road, one to the
Government. and by this means
the question of immigration, and put-
ting these lands into pasturage might
be far more easily solved than it would be
with the subdivisions so small as they now
aic. As I said, the lands would immedi-
ately become taxable on the issuance and
recording of the patents by the Secretary of
the Interior, and I need only call your
attention to a decision of the Supreme
Court in the case of the Railroad ys. Mc
Sliane, 22 Wallace 444, where it is expressly
provided by the court that the issuance by
the Secretary and recording your protest to
laws granted to the Pacific Road, immedi-
ately diverts the United States of all patents
and of course said lands at once become
subject to taxation."

THE FLOODS IS TILE SOOTH.

The Levees Alons the Xotrer Mississippi,
Arkansas, White and Other Rivers Giving
Way and the Consequent Floods Result
ing in Great Damage Government Aid
Beinc Provided For

Vicksbduo, Miss., March 6.
News from the Sunflower tRiver is to

the effect that a general overflow of the
section is almost certain. The water
which comes through the break in the
Hnghes levee at Beuleh Lake in Bolivar
County has not yet reached the Sunflower
River through' the Bogtfephalia, in addi-
tion to the water coning through the
Lewis swamps already in the river, will
cause a general overflow. Telegrams
were sent from here yesterday notifying
Governor Lowry of the impending dan-
ger up the Sunflower River.

GOVERNMENT AID.
A telegram was received by Captain

Marshall, United Stated engineer in
charge of this district, from the Chief of
Engineers at Washington, asking what
steamers and barges belonging to the
Government were in his charge that could
render assistance to the citizens of this
district, which extends from the mouth
of White River to Warrenton, twelve
miles below this city. The steamers
Vidalia and Jno. G. Fisher and some
thirty barges are at Wilson's Point and
in readiness if it becomes necessary to
use them for that purpose. Mr. Copple,
Uuited States Assistant Engineer, goes
up by the Anchor line steamer in the
morning to inspect and direct the neces-
sary repairs to levees in the vicinity of
Omega, Madison Parish, La.

The State levee at Longwood, La., six
miles above Lake Providence, is caving
fast and washing badly. The caving has
reached the crown of the levee. "This
will be revetted with plank; also the new
levee at Omega, which is wave-washe- d

for three hundred feet, will be protected.
The State levee, between the Government
levee in the same vicinity, is too low, and
will be raised immediately. These levees
arc now safe, but will be made secure
against an anticipated rise of eighteen
inches, which is expected from the Yazoo
basin in the next three weeks.

TRACKS UNDER WATER.
Information yesterday from the Gener-

al Manager's office, in this city, of the
Louisville, New Orleans & Texas Railway,
is to the effect that all work on the line
of the road from Memphis south is sus-
pended and some eleven miles of track is
overflowed. Workis also suspended from
the Yazoo River north. No track has
been laid since the twenty-thir- d of last
month.

ARKANSAS FARMS TI.OODED.

Little Rock, Ark., March fi. Reports
received from Southca:.t Arkansas repre-
sent a sad condition of affairs in the
counties bordering along the Arkansas
and Mississippi Rivers. The water has
broken the levees and a large tract of
country is inundated. In Lincoln and
Arkansas Counties the loss is very great.
The Arkansas in Arkansas County was
four inches above the marks of 1877, the
highest within eighteen years. It is
slowly falling. The loss from crops still
in the field is small, but the loss in hogs,
cattle and mules will be considerable.
There is an average of one break in the
levee to every five miles on the north side
from Swan Lake to the mouth of the Eig
Bayou Meto.

ANXIETY AT HELENA.

Helena, Ark., March 0. The rainfall
herein the past thirty-si- x hours amounted
to nearly two inches, which has assisted
materially the one-inc- h rise in the river.
Reports from Madison yesterday in-

dicate a continuation of the rise
in St. Francis Bottoms which leaves
no hope of a decline here for some days
to come. This prolonged rise in the St.
Francis basin after nearly five feet fall at
Cairo is unaccountable, unless it be at-
tributed to rain, and is another evidence
of the mysterious workings of this great
river at flood tide. The levees are hold-
ing still by virtue of unremitting labor on
the part- - of the people. A heavy storm
prevailed Tuesday night which created
something of a panic, but the night
pas.-e-d without disaster. The feeling is
generally better now, though much
anxiety is still manifested as to the re-

sult of the present high water.

Corning, O., All Torn Up Over Tlie Kectut
KxpuKioii of Andy McDevltt from the
Town A War of Factions Likely to Result.

The trouble over the Mcllevitt abduc-

tion at Corning is getting worse. Every
turn of affairs seems to irritate it, till there
is danger of violence. Andy McDevitt,
who promised the mob last Sunday night
that he would never set foot in the town
again, returned yesterday accompanied by
his friends carrying rifles. McDevittwas
given a royal reception. Fully 2,000
people met him at the depot and
escorted him to his store, where
he held an ovation during the
day, but did not remain in the town over
night. He and Father 15. M. O'Boylan
have, however, not as yet been in the
town at the same time since last
Sunday. The reverend father left for
New Lexington on the train previous
to McDevitt's arrival, expecting to re-

turn on the next train, but when he
saw the McDevitt party on the cars he
did not board it, and remained at the
County Jail with the members of his
congregation, who are under arrest. The
case of Father O'Boylan was postponed
till Friday. The others will have
no hearing till the Grand Jury
meets next Monday, as they waived a
preliminary examination. Andy McDev-
itt came up to New Lexington in th af-

ternoon, and Father O'Roylan returned
to Corning. McDevitt swore out twolve
more warrants, making twenty-si- x in all,
witli more to follow.. To complicate the
present desperate social condition of this
mining region, four arrests were made
for the lynching of Richard Hickey, two
weeks ago, and efforts are being made to
have Andy McDevitt indicted for killing
Ira Quickbaum in self-defen- se a
year ago. There is a desperate state
of affairs at Corning and Rendvillc.

Shortly afterward a shot was heard in
the direction of the woods, a short distance
off, and the body of John Glascock himself
was discovered. The deduction is that he
murdered his family, reloaded hi?
revolver, fired his house to conceal
the crime, and then killed hiinseif as
soon as the extinguishment of the
fire told him his crime was revealed.
